ROEBUCK “PAINTS”
COMMERCE BOARD

Counsel and Commissioner
‘Have Another Passage
at Arms.

THRU WHOLESALERS

Witnesses Say Manufacturers
Preferred to Supply Retailer
Thru the Jobber.

S0 peaceful and restful  were the
opening hours of the afternoon session
of the board of commerce, which is
sitting at the city hall, to inguire into
an alleged grocers’ combine, that it
would not have ’'been surprising to
have seen the doves of peace floating
around the court. With the eXception
of a few buzzes on the telephone of |
harmony, this state of affairs continu-
ed until 4.15 pm. At that hour a
change came o’er the scene, and just |
when everyone was expecting Commis-
sioners O Connor and Murdock and
Mr. Roebuck to join in the hymn,
“Peace on earth and goodwill to all
men,” the aurora borealis appeared in
thie sky, and the electricit .began to
circulate. H. H. Blain ha® just con-
cluded his evidence, when Mr. O'Con-
nor asked Mr. Roebuck to name the
grocers he charged with combining,
and the board would supply him with
the financial statements of those firms
80 charged—such statements have been
in the possession of the board for
some time past. .

Mr. Roebuck retorted that he could
deduct nothing from such statements,
a8 he was not allowed to Cross-ex-
amine on them. One man charged
with being in the combine was protect-
od by the board, and_he (Mr. Roe-
buck) was prevented from question-
ing him as to 'the reliability of his
figures.

Mr. O’Connor then informed: Mr.
Roebuck that the board of commerce
performed its functions according
to its own lights and the public. in-
terests. They could not, allow any
attorney-general to dictate their, |
policy. !

Mr. Roebuck said he was fully in |
accord with the policy that figures
concerning a man’s business ' affairs |
that had no public interest should he
kept secret, but after the statement
the board made at‘the Hamilton in-
quiry he was compelled to alter his
attitude,

Could See No Change.

Mr. O'Cénnor declared he failed to
see any indications of Mr. Roebuck’s
c})ange of action. Did he think ix
right, he asked, that all the figures
supplied to the board by the cold
storage people, the packers and the
coal merchants shouid become public
property ? ;

“:‘{fow about your consent not to ask
for figures, Mr. Roebuck ?” suddenly
demanded the chairman,

Mr. Roebuck: “I never gave
such consent,”

bed-ridden patients at the bedside.

“There is no provision at present in
the Dominion-act for a married woman
becoming naturalized in her own
right, and the object of the provision
is to ensure that a woman, who has
become a British subject by marriage
or the naturalizatiom of her parents,
shall .be properly gualified to exercise
the franchise by residemce, a knowl-
edge of the language, and by satis-
factory references as to character.

“Special provisions have been found
necessary with, regard to Indians who
are qualified to vote by virtue of ser-
vice in the Iate war, and, in order to
enable them to vote &s well as other
persons, ‘who, altho'rresident on .an
Indian reserve, may be qualified, re-
serves will be - treated as territory
without municipal . organization, and
the voters’ lists will be prepared for
them in the same manner as in other
unorganized territory.

“The bill makes it the duty of the
municipality to provide the polling
places, but the municipalities are to be
allowed $8 for every polling place,

‘“The bill provides that polling day
shall be the tenth day after the day
fixed for holding the nomination. It has
been found at recent ‘elections that
seven days was not satisfactory. Prac-
tically it means only five daVs in which
to get the polling dists ready and make
the other necessary preparations for
holding the poll, and it is taiought that
greater care can be taken to have poll-
ing lists correctly made out and the ap-
uointment’ of - deputy returning officérs
and poll clerks properly attended to if
a slightly longer time is allowed,

“The time for issuing the writ for
the election at present is not more than
twenty nor less than sixteen days before
nomination day. In order to allow ample
time for registration and the proper re-
vision of the lists, 1t has been necessary
to enlarge this time to riot mdre than
sixty days and not less than thirty
days.

*“The hours: for polling are made uni-
form thruout the province, that is from
nine o'clock until seven,o'clock,

Fixed Day for Elections.

“The bill further provides for a fixed

day for general elections in ordinary
cases. The present legislative assem-
bly is to continue until the first day of
August, 1923, and a general election will
be held in that year and in every fourth
year thereafter, nominations teing on
the second Thursday in the month of
October and. polling day on the second
Monday thereafter. The bill of course
saves the prerogative of the Ueutenant-
governor to dissolve the assembly at any
time, but it is the intention that in
ordinary cases ‘the assembly shall live
out its full term of four years, and as
far as possible any attempt to gain po-
litical advantage by springing ejéctions,
when there is Mo particular occasion for
them except party exigencies, is guarded
against.

“Provision is made for registration of
absentees on affidavit, but the affidavit
must be made from personal kinowledge
and. the deponent must appear personally
and will be subject to examination.

“‘There will be a board of appeal, or
more than one board of appeal, consist-
ing of three members of the election
board, which is charged with the whole
work of preparing the lists, and the
chairman of the board of appeal, if POS~
sible, is to be one of the judges.

“The lists when revised will be used
at any bye-election held within one year
afters the election for which the lists are
prepared, but will be subject to revision
by the board of appeal so that persons
who have become qualified in the interval
may have their names placed upon the
list and the names of persons who have
lost their gualification may be removed.

Lists in Towns,
“Part 1II, deals with the lists in towna,

villages and townships and provides that |-

the assessor, in addition to persons liable
to assessment, is to enter upon the roll
the name of every person who will be
entitied to vote at an election to the as-
sembly with particulars as to his occupa-
tion and condition.

“‘In making up the voters' list the clerk
will follow the former practice of making
it up in three parts: Part I. containing
the names of perzons entitled to vote at
provincial and municipal elections, part
II. the names of persons entitled to vote
at municipal eléctions only, and part IIIL
the names of persons entitled to vote at
provincial elections only. '

“The lilsts will be subject to revision
in ‘the manner provided in the Ontario
voters’ lists act, by the county judge;
but, in addition to this revision, and in
order to avoid the necessity of an an-
nual contest before the county judge as
to the provincial voters, there will be a
revision by a revising officer after the
issue of the writ, when anyone who will
be entitled to vote on the polling day
will have the right to. be entered on the
list on giving the proper notice of com-
plaint.

*All lists must be in the Rhands of the
clerk of the peace at least two weeks
before polling day. While, from. one
point of view, it is desirable that the
lists should be kept opén as long as pos-
sible, it is of importance that the poll-
ing lists should be correctly prepared,
and that any opportunity for putting
names on the list improperly at the last
moment should be avoided.

“The times tfixed thruout
however, 'are directory only, and if it is
found impossible to comply with these
provisions, for any reason, the board has
2 dispensing power,

Important Alterations.

““The principal alteration made in the
law is to take out of the hands of the
government entirely the appointment of
enumerators, and to hand the appoint-
ment of both chief enumerators and as-
sistant’ enumerators over to the election
board, which will have the general su-

the act,

pervision of the lilsts and will fix the |«

polling places—that is,. the places for
which lists are to be prepared, -

“The lists will be prepared by the
enumerators, as at present, and will be
subject to revision by the district Judge.

‘““The board will make all arrange-
ments, and it is hoped will be able to
effectually provide against any abuses
to which the former system was liable.

‘“It will be seen that the government
will henceforth have nothing to do with
the preparation of the voters’ lists, and
as little as possible with ‘the conduct of
the elections. While it is possible that
there was no actual wrongdoing as a
congequence of the former system of ap-
pointment of enumerators, it is wrong
in principle that the government oy its
political supporters should have the
nomination of election officers, and the
bill is intended to discourage, as far as
possible, the interference of candidates
and political organizations with the ma-
chinery of the preparation of the lists.”

At The Evening Session.

On resuming after 6 o'clock, Sergeant-
Major McNamara appealed to the people
of Canada to stand fast by their promises
to the men who went overseas. (Ap-
plause.) The men crippled defending the
state should be rehabilitated at the cost
of the state. The state has just as
great an obligation in respect to the re-
habilitation of those disabled in indus-
trial -.employment. He also appealed for
Justice in the readjustment of vpensions.
The system of pensions needs a radical
revision. The question, he said, will
come up again as affecting grdtuities and
re-establishment .schemes, His appeal
would be for women and children first
at all times and the disabled aeroes.
(Loud applause.)

J. W. Curry continued the debate, pay-
ing compliments to Premier Drury end
Attorney-General Raney which won the
applause of'the U. F. O. He paid some
¢ ompliments to the U. F. O. body ané
the rural population,

He accepted the invitation of the
premier in the spirit in which it - was
given to co-operate with the goveranent
for the advancement of legislation in the
public interest. (U. ¥. O. applause.)

Mr. Curry approved of labor unions
and said labor conditions can be very
much improved. He favored the c.ght-
aour day.

He threw out the suggeéstion that niilk
production be subsidized by the govern-
ment in order to keep the price down,
tho he foresaw criticism that the farm-
ers’ goverhment would transfer the pub-
lic money to the farmer's pocket. He
was willing to support a subsidy to milk
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production. He expressed severe stric- |t

tures on the type of woman with the
poodle dog, and hoped the example of
the French-Canadian mothers of large
families would have some effect in On-
tario. Speaking of consecription, he said
tho he could see nothing else possible;
he. could understand others ho
could not see eye to eye with him while
prepared to do everything possible to
win the war.

Speaking of nickel, Mr. Curry eaid:
“I think the people and government of
the province of Ontario should be deeply
indebted to the member for southwast
Toronto for letting the public thruout
the country know the danger that iurked
in the shipments of nickel to our enemy
during the war. (Applause.) The bon.
