GETS HOME TODAY

Some Fear Among tae Passengers
for a Time as Water Rushed
In But All's Well That Ends
Well

J. Everett Watters, druggist, Carleton,
arrived home yesterday from Paris, with
the record of first year's examinations in
medicine passed and the experience of a
collision with an iceberg.

Mr. Watters returned to Quebec on the
steamer Montrose, landing there on Fri-
day night last. On the Friday previous,
at 11.30 a. m,, when about 110 milés south
of Newfoundland ,the steamer struck a
‘big iceberg. The weather was thick and
beiore the loockout knew it, the big ice
mass was almost on them. Quick orders
vesulted in a head-on collision being~avert-
ed, and the steamer struck a glancing blow.
{She was stove in forward and the water
rushed in but could not get beyond her
safety compartments.

Two of the sailors, in their quarters
forward, were slightly hurt, and Mr. Wat-
ters said there was naturally some' fear

“among the passengers for a time.

The report that a warship stood by
them, he said, was not correct, as the war
vessel was 90 miles away.

The pumps were manned and the Mont-
rose was able to work her way into
Quebec.

Mr. Watters has been taking his first
year’s course in medicine in the Academy
of Medical Science in Paris, and  passed
the examinations. He will return to con-

The choir under direction of Father
Holland and with Prof. J. G. Dallaire,
organist, sang excellently. Before and af-
ter mass Bishop Casey was escorted from
and to the rectory by a procession of prieats
altar boys and men of the parish, while
the City Cornet Band, stationed on the
grounds played. All day a British flag
waved from the church steeple.

At the mass Bishop Luscy gave his
blessing and an indulgence’ of 50 days to
all present. It was also announced by
Father Woods that at the mass a gold
chalice, the gift of the people as .a sou-
venir of the jubilee was used for the
first time and during the aftermoon it
was placed in the chapel that the people
might see it.

Father Urban Recalls
the Oid Days

The church was filled last evening when
the service consisted of the rosary, reci-
ted by Father Woods; vespers and bene-
diction, with Father Schauer officiating,
assisted by Fathers Leonard and Borg-
man, The altar was ablaze with lights.
It was a particularly impressive time,
when, at the close, priests, choir and con-
gregation joined in singing Holy God, We
Praise Thy Neme. .

Father Urben gave an interesting
sketch of the foundation of the order
here and the growth of St. Peter’s. He
congratulated the people on the work
seen in the church exterior and on the in-
crease of interest in spiritual matters. His
subject, the parish, was particularly
pleasing to him. None of the fathers, he
thought, knew the beginning of the par-
ish so well as he. In 1883 Bishop
Bweeney asked the fathers to give a mis-
sion here, and, after hearing the ser-
mons, he, as it were, fell in love* with
them, and asked them to come and take
charge of St. Peter’s parish and on July
25, 1884, Fathers Schauer, Oates, Urben
and Brother Alexander came to St. John
and were the guests of the bishop for a
few days. They had no place of their
own to which to go, but.in a few days
acquired the house in Douglas , avenue,
though not in its present size. When they
were enabled to, it was_ enlarged.

THE CZAR AT COWES

Imperial Yacht.

Nicholas and Zarina Welcomed by England’s King
and Queen—The Political Aspect of the Visit to
England—Pick of British War Fleet About the

Russia left here today on board the im-
perial yacht Standart for Cowes, to visit
King Edward. The Standart and the Rus-
sian warships convoying were escorted to
the middle of the channel by a number of
French war vessels. .

Foreign Minister Iswolsky today confirm-
ed the reported intention of Emperor
Nicholas of going to Italy and Turkey, but
said these visits would not be nntil the
fall. Emperor Nicholas will go to these
countries direct from the Crimea.

Cowes, Aug. 2—The Russian imperial
yacht Standart, bringing the Emperor and
the Empress from Cherbourg to Cowes on
a, visit to King Edward, anchored in- the
Cowes roadstead a:little before .1 o’clock
today.

As the Times said on Saturday the nexv
move in the Currey divorce case proves
to be an application for suit money for
Mrs. Currey. Mr. Teed today moved for
further allowance and stated that A. H.
Hanington, associate counsel, had served
notice of the motion on C. N. Skinner.

Mr. Skinner said that the notice was
served on Saturday as he was leaving the
city.

Mr. Hanington submitted affidavits from
Mrs. Curr® and the counsel requesting
additional money and stating that the
$300 in suit money allowed had been ex-
pended in the course of the trial. At
present there was $435.80 due to be paid
for costs incurred in the trial, exclusive
of lawyers’ and registrar’s fees.

Mr. Teed in reply to Mr. Skinner, who
protested that the demands were exhorbi-
tant, stated that it had cost Currey only
$1,000 in alimony and suit money for
slightly less than a year.

Judge McKeown allowed Mr. Skinner
until tomorrow morning to reply to the
affidavits .of Mrs. Currey and her coun-
sel regarding the allowance for suit mon-
ey.

Mrs. Currey Continues

Her Evidence

that she did not know if her husband
objected to the building of a‘raft while
she was away. She was ready to positive-
ly ‘swear that no accident befell any of
the' children on the raft although she was
net in ‘the neighborhood.

eighth year when he died and until‘:iyx
months prior to his death he was in ro-
bust health. The physician attributed the
death to apoplexy, but she was certain
that his affliction was an attack of “Cur-
reyitis,” in view of the alleged brutal
treatment of his daughter seen at close
quarters by  himself. She would
not construe it out of place to ae-
cuse her husband of being the instigator
of her father’s death just as she received
the news.

She  remembered perfectly that Currey
hqd referred to an eight year old gifl
thh‘ an approbrious epithet. :

Coroner Rangall, of Aldert County, Says Sydney Miller Prohe
ably Struck Head on Rock When Diving and Was Drowned.
