They have again engaged in raid­
ing operations near Lassigny, on the 
flank of the German line as it stands 
since the advance toward Amiens.

On the American front there has been 
the usual lively exchange of artillery 
Are, but no infantry lighting has occur­
red. The same is true of the situation 
in the Italian theatre of the war.

For the most part, the Germans have 
shown but little of their habitual fight­
ing spirit along the line in France. They 
have been thrust back in four sectors 
and the Allies have succeeded in winning

The latter cross-ex­
amined the witness, attempting to bring 
out points to confirm the contention of 
insanity. The witness said that her 
father had quarrelled with his wife last 
fall and on two or three occasions struck 
her. He accused her of being in collabor­
ation with a neighbor in a plot to take 
his farm from him. Later he accused 
her of attempting to poison him. When 
he went to the woods to cut pulpwood 
he always took the witness with him 
and he always carried a weapon for pro­
tection. Regarding specific incidents of 
apparently insane acts, the witness said 
that on one occaskig her father took an
