Interesting -Report ‘

TAREE YEARS N EXSTENGE

Points to the Respensibility of Par-
ents For Moral and Spiritual
Welfare of Children—Has Had
480 Cases Before Him

(Halifax Echo.)

There is contained in the report, pres-
ented to the legislature last week, on
neglected and dependent children, an in-
teresting rt' on the city juvenile
court b; lz:a Honor Judge Wallace,
whose interest in the matter is well evi-
denced by the fact that he has without
compensation, given his services as judge
of the court ever since its inception three
years. ago, and continues so to do.

The Juvenile court for the city has
been ‘in existence since February 1911.
Its aim has been to search out the un-
derlying causes of juvenile delinquency
and to supply preventive measures. It
has availed itself of the probation sys-
tem, and, wherever possible has tried to
prevent children from reaching a condi-
tion which would necessitate their being
formally dealt with’by the court. The
ultimate success of this remedial agency
depends more on the number of children

' kept out of court than brought into it.

without salutary parental control, the
superintendent of neglected and delin-
quent children, who is an officer of the
court, investigates the report, confers
with the parents of the boy or girl and
often by such action, renders unneces-
sary the summoning of the boy or girl
or parents.

In some cases an appropriate admoni-
tion to the delinquent or the parents is
sufficient. In other cases it has been
found necessary to have a thorough in-
quiry before the court, particularly

where parents are charged with contri-’

buting to the delinquency of their chil-

dren. In some cases a fine has been im-
posed upon parents, and, in exceptional
cases, where the dissolute character of
the parents, or pernicious environment
warrants such action, the boy is sent to
the Halifax Industrial School or to 8t.
Patrick’s Home, or is placed in a good
rural home, the suitability of which had
already been investigated by the super-
intendent or had been attested to by a
resident clergyman or other trustworthy
authority.

It should be stated, conpinued the
judge, that there are instances where the
drink habit has not caused the poverty
of certain persons, but has been the ef-
fect of social misery caused by their
poverty." In several cases the intemper-
ance of a husband was traceable to the
tactlessness of a wife, whose persistent
nagging explained, if it did not excuse
his sprees. Many juvenile delinquents,
while normally adherents of one of the
many Christian denominations; are ac-
tually lacking in any religious faith or
practice, so essential in mora] develop-
ment and character formation.

“After a judicial experience of thir-
teen years in a. county court ’ judge’s
criminal court,” says His Honor, “I am
certain that there would be much less
need : for such courts if more attention
was paid to the religious training of the
children. Nothing .else can  effectively
stem the rising tide of .delinquency and
vice.” .

A certain percentage of juvenile de-
linquency is closely related to physical
and mental defects in the child, . and
there is much need in the province of
permanent custodial care of feeble mind-
ed boys and girls. There are special rea-
sons why girls of this class whe are po-
tential delinquents should be safe guard-
ed. The juvenile court is not and never
can be, a cure-all. Its work is mainly
palliative.. The . judge thinks. a curfew
law would not prove an effective cure
for existing conditions in cities like Hali-

There is much social work to be .done
concerning which many df the people of
the province seem complacently indiffer-
ent. The offences of the juvenile delin-
quents are very light.in comparison with
other crime which Nova Scotia will here
after commit if it disregards the rights
of these children of whom it is the ulti-
mate parent.

The juvenile court deals only .with
boys and girls under sixteen years ‘of
oge. There is another class of boys
sometimes called juvenile adults, be-
tween sixteen and twenty-one years of
age, who cannot be sent to a reforma-
tory and must go to. jail or penitentiary.
The attention of the department of
justice, Ottawa, has been called to such
cases and the present minister of just-
jce has since promised to look intb the
question. '
