She 
worked steadily until her sister Margaret 
took sick. Then she ceased work to nurse 
the invalid.

“Her devotion was heroic,” said her 
brother. “She stayed up night a ni. day, 
and before she disappeared she was u phy­
sical wreck from exhaustion. Margaret 
was very low then, and Mary was on the 
point of collapse. Margaret seemed to be 
hopeless, and Mary brooded over her con­
dition and became worse herself.

“Finally she disappeared. Her mind had 
been shattered by her suffering and her 
grief. Margaret died a few da>o after 
Mary disappeared, and our grief is doub- - 
led now that Mary is dead.”
