Urges Support for St. John’s

Fredericton, April 15—The carefully
considered speech delivered by J. D.
McKenna, member for Kings, while |
the House was in supply this afternoon
was frequently applauded on the
Government side, and at times by the
Opposition as well.

Mr. McKenna began by a reference

to Maritime rights, and observed that
he was most concetned about the
question whether we in these prov-
inces believe in ourselves. We have
been trying to sell thes: provinces to
the rest of Canada with, perhaps, in-
different success. Can we, he asked,
expect the other provinces to believe
in us if we do not show that we be-
lieve in ourselves. We have opportu-
nities and markets, but do we avail
ourselves of them. A local manufac-
turer had told him he had togive con-
- cessions to sell his goods in this prov-
ince, the people preferring to buy in the |
Upper Provinces or United States.
That spirit will never carry us to. suc-
cess.

Specific Examples.

Mr. McKenna cited specific ex-
amples to show how our people could
build up their own industries by buy-
ing their products, and so help to keep
ousj people at home. Continuing he

Hydro Development,

He represented a county which had
more miles of hydro transmission than
any other in the province.

There had been a lot of talk made in
his county in connection with the Mus-
quash development, and an effort had
been made to create the impression
that there was no water. When the
town of Sussex was in darkness for a
short period there were some politi-
cians who actually seemed to be pleas-
ed over it. He thought that the mat-
ter was deserving of treatment in a
broader way. Now that the province
had hydro every person in the prov-
ince should be interested in its success.

His own town of Sussex had been
one of the first to avail itself of hydro
development. At ‘that time the cost
of lighting was 17 1-2 cents per kilo-

Today the cost of lighting was 8 1-2
cents and the cost of pumping water
for the use of the town had been re-
duced by hydro. The people of his
county were showing their apprecia-
tion of hydro, and applications were
coming in from all sections, from peo-
ple anxious to avail themselves of the
system. He knew of one place eight
miles from a railway station where the
farmers had their houses iighted by
electricity and were using the power
for their milking machines. Yet hon-
orable members opposite had been de-
claring that hydro was a failure,

In his opinion the whole trouble was
due to the fact that there was too
much peanut politics and that was one
reason why the Maritime Provinces did |
not go ahead. He believed the develop-
ment of Grand Falls would be a great |
boon to New Brunswick. He agreed |
with other honorable members on his
side of the House that the development
should be carried out on business prin-
ciples. He favored the appointment of
a Commission composed of strong men,
and would have the honorable Premier
act as chairman ex-officio without sal-
ary.

The Health Act,

There had been some complaint
from hon. members opposite because
the price of school books had been ad-
vanced. Considering the fact that pa-
per had risen in price from four cents
per pound irf 1914 to 22 cents in 1918,
and that printers wages had advanced
in proportion, it was not surprising
that school books had advanced in
price. The policy of providing school
books at cost as originally laid down
was being carried out by the present
administration.

With regard to rural assessments
and valuations he had been surprised
on going over the list to find that
some counties sent in no returns what-
ever, while others mentioned only the
bond issues. The county of Kings had
a real’ estate valuation of $4,414,000
and a personal property valuation for
$468,040.

The village of Rothesay showed the
largest percentage of personal valua-
tion, and the personal property- valu-
ation of the town of Sussex was given
at $345,900. The personal assessment
for the remainder of the colinty am-
ounted only to $50,000. He was citing
figures merely to show that there was
something wrong with the system of
valuation. In some places' the tax for
school purposes amounted to only 17
cents on $100, while in other places
it ran up to $6 and $7. The valua-
tion system was very unfair and the
people in back districts would never
get justice until the Government ap-
pointed a Provincial board of valua-
tors, composed of men who would do
their duty irrespective of local condi-
tions.

As a representative of one of the
finest dairying counties in the Mari-
time Provinces, he was interested in
any steps being taken to prohibit the
importation and manufacture of oleo~
margarine. At present the Federal
Government permitted oleomargarine
and the products from which it was
made to enter the country free of dity,
while butter going from Canada to the
United States ‘had to pay a duty of
eight cents per pound.

He did not think there was much
reciprocity in that sort of thing. He
was strongly of the opinion that the
importation of oleomargarine should
be prohibited.

With regard to roads of his county
he had made representations to the
Hon. Premier with regard to repairs
that were needed’ and ‘hoped to have
the work done during the coming sea-
son. Some of the roads had been neg-
lected for more than 20 years but he
was hopeful of having them looked
after in the near future.

In ‘closing he wished to say that if
hon. members spent as much time
fighting for the Maritime Provinces as
they did one another they would have
a very fine community. He thought
they should emulate the western spirit
when they asked for something at Ot-
tawa.

IMPERIAL SHIPPING COMMITTEE ARE

ANXIOUS T0 Ste

Members Greatly Impressed
With What They

Saw Here.

Representatives of the City Councily
Board of Trade and other city and
port organizations, conferred yester-
day afternoon with Sir Holford
Mackinder, chairman, H. B. G. Larkin
and R. D. Fennelly, the members of
the Imperial Shipping Committee’s
sub-committee, in the Board of Trade
rooms. H. C. Schofield, chairman of
the port interests and transportation
committee of the Board of Trade pre-
sided.

Among others in attendance were
Mayor Fisher, Commissioner T H
Bullock, G. E. Barbour, president of
the Board of Trade; A. G. Gray,
freight agent of the Canadian-National
Railways; D. W. Ledingham, local
manager of the Furness-Withy Com-
pany; A. F. Blake, manager of the
Atiantic Sugar Refineries; R. K.
Armstrong, secretary of the Board of
Trade; W. S. Burditt and James G.
Harrison, of the Board of Trade Coun-
cil.

Address Sums up Case.

At the opening of the meeting the
following address wa$ read to the dis-
tinguished visitors by the chairman:

“Sjr Halford Mackindger, Chairman,
and Honorable Members of the
Imperial Shipping Committee.
“Gentlemen:—

“On behalf of the City Council and
the St. John Board of Trade, it af-
fords us very -great pleasure to- wel-
come to this city and port the Imper-
jal Shipping Committee representa-
tives from overseas.

“The port of St. John, we might
briefly state, has been functioning
since 1784, when His Majesty granted
to the city the permanent ownership
and control of the harbor area. It
still remains the property of the city,
under civic control. While the Port is
available for entrance or exit through-
out the entire year, the bulk of. its
traffic is carried on in the winter sea-
son, when it functions as a terminal
port for two Transcontinental lines of
railway—the Canadian Pacific Railway
and the Canadian National Railways.
During the war years—particularly th
early years—it was fortunately able
to lend some assistance to the British
Empire, the value of its exports during
1918, the last year of the war, reach-
ing a total of $200,783,647. There is
a strong desire on the part of our citi-
zens to increase Great Britain’s inward
and outward traffic through the port.
During the fiscal year ending March
31, 1924, the exports of the port reach-
ed a total of, over $57,000,000, whic’
was $2,000,000 in excess of the previous
year, and $6,000,000 in excess of 1922,
showing that there is a gradual increase
in its ocean traffic.

Port Equipment.

“The port is fairly well equipped,
being proyided with fifteen (15) ocean
berths, three grain elevators two of
which belong to the Canadian Pacific
Railway and one to the Canadian Na
tional Railways, with a total capacit
of 2,250,000 bushels; nine grain con-
veyor berths; a dry dock, 1,150 feet in
length and 125 feet in width, one o
the largest and most efficient in t!
world; three potato export warehouses;
one cattle shipping shed, connected
with two piers; coal and oil bunkering
plants and other useful and necessa.
forms of equipment.

“Striving for an increase of ocean
traffic through the port we will grea-
ly appreciate whatever assistance the
Imperial Shipping Committee can ren-
der in the advancement of the inte:
ests of the port.

“With respect to ocean freight rates
—a subject in which your committee
is especially interested—we would
state that so far as rates on traffic
through the port of St. John is con-
cerned, these rates are chiefly deter-
mined on at Montreal and other upper
and western sections of Canada, so that
on this line we have nothing.concrete
to present to you.

Marine Insurance.

“With reference to Marine Insurance
rates, your committee is doubtless
familiar with the fact that certain
discriminations exist between the At-
lantic ports of Canada and those of the
United States, which discriminations
tend to add to shipping charges and
to reduce traffic passing through Ca-
nadian ports. It is our earnest desire
that these discriminations should be
removed. We feel justified in present-
i ing this appeal because of the fact that
lthe entrances and exits to and from
Ithe port of St. John are so carefully

They expressed
strong desire to see the port of St
John succeed, being impressed with
the port advantages which -they had
witnessed on their morning survey.
Information as to freedom from ice
troubles in the winter season, the de-
pendability of the tide, the immigra-
tion facilities; the Transcontinental
rail connections of the port, its grain
conveyors and other features were pre-
sented.

Facts were submitted to show that
the port was a safe one to do business
with throughout both winter and
summer, and it was argued that there
was no justification for “the insurance
discriminations against it, particularly
as in the winter season ocean steamers
were totally exempt from contact with
ice, being absolutely as free from
trouble in this line as United States
ports that were operating under re-
duced forms of insurance.

Rail and Traffic Rates.

It was pointed out that so far as
export freight_traffic by rail was con-
cerned, the port of St. John enjoyed
the same rates as Portland, Boston
and New York, and the feeling was
expressed that on ocean traffic there
was no more reason why the port
should be called upon to pay heavier
insurance charges than the United
States ports.

Before adjourning Sir Holford Mac-
kinder requested that the Board of
Trade supply the Imperial Shipping
Committee with port figures a{)ong
concrete lines. He promised to see
that the committee would give these
matters close consideration. He also
expressed pleasure at the courteous
treatment that had been extended the
committee during their stay in the
city.

Legislative Committee Puts
Quietus on Rumors re
Concrete Builders:

ALL ARE AGREED

President of Company and
Hon. Mr, Veniot Make
Clear Statements. :

Special to The Times.

Fredericton, April 16—The rumors
circulated all over the province, first
that Premier Veniot, and then that his
son had a financial -interest or had re=
ceived favors from Concrete Builders
Limited, received their quietus yester-
day morning in the public accounts
committee when the Premier himself
and the officials of the company ap-
peared and gave sworn testimony. It
was specific, explicit and complete, and
the committee decided it was not
necessary to comply with the urgent
request that an auditor be placed on
the books. This was concurred in by
Messrs. Peck and Pinder, members of
the Opposition. The committee is
composed of Chairman Magee and
Messrs. Scully, Tracey, Peck ' and
Pinder.

J. J. McCaffrey, accompanied by J.
J. Winslow, solicitor, M. W. Black,
decretary-treasurer, J. J. F. Winsiow,
solicitor, and W. P. Kelly, accountant,
appeared with the minute book, stock,
cash book, and other books, and the
financial statement audited by P. F.
Blanchet. They had also clear state-
ments regardipg the contracts and
profits of the company.

Asked for Full Enquiry.

Mr. McCaffrey said he was glad to
appear, as rumors regarding the Pre-
mier and the company had been broad-
casted. These were absolutely false,
and he was there to prove it on oath.
People had come to him and rgpeated
stories ‘which they said those who told
them declared they could prove on
oath, and the rumors had been flying
about for two or three years. He had
paid no attention to them until Hon.
J. B. M. Baxter had helped to broad-
cast them in an indirect allusion in
the Kent county campaign. That had
got under his skin. When a man who
has been suggested as a possible suc-
cessor of Hon: Mr. Meighen in leader-
ship pursued that course it was time
to act. He could not understand Mr.
Baxter’s action. They were about the
same age and had been youths to-
gether and he had always admired
Mr. Baxter and been proud of his suc-
cess, but did not now have quite the
same opinion of him. He thought Mr.
Baxter should apologise, and at least
should have asked him before doing
what is only done by small politicians,

Mr. McCaffrey said he was thera
to show the company’s books and an-
swer any questions, especially those of
Messrs. Peck and Pinder regarding
these rumors.

Mr. Peck—“What is the rumor?”

Premier Veniot—*“Surely you have
heard it in Albert—that I—and then
my son—had an interest in Concrete
Builders Limited.”

Mr. McCaffrey said he was there ta
ask for a complete investigation, and
hoped the press would give it as much
publicity as had been given to Mr.
Baxter’s speech. He earnestly asked
that an auditor, and one friendly teo
the_ Opposition, be appointed to ex-
amine the books. There was nothing
to cover up. He and the other officials
would give every assistance.

History of Company.

Being sworn, Mr. McCaffrey said he
was president of Concrete Builders
Limited, which had $100,000 capital,
in 1,000 shares of $100 each. Of this,
$25,000 was paid up. The company
was incorporated in 1914. He read
the list of the provincial stockholders.
When incorporated the directors were
T. C. Burpee, president; A. G. Greg-
ory, vice-president; the late . J. Mc-
Grath, general manager; J. J. Mc-
Caﬁf‘cy, secretary-treasurer; James
Robinson, the late John P. Burchill,
C. A. Kitchen, the late H. R. Em-
merson and John A. Morrison. All
transfers of “stock were recorded, and
the stock book was before the com-
mittee. In 1918 Mr. McCaffrey bought
out all the other stockholders. Later
he took in two partners, V. J. Cavicchi
of Halifax and J. J. Herbert of Mont-
real. In November, 1921, he pur-
chased their stock, and shortly after
M. W. Black and J. J. F. Winslow
hecame stockholders.

*Neither Premier Veniot nor any
member of his family, nor deputy nor
j employe ever owned one cent’s worth
'9f stock; nor ever received directly or
{ indirectly any money or anvt.hing
else® declared Mr. McCaffrey.
