| ed with heavy loss.

The Caucasian insurgents commenc-
ed a battle at daybreak on Tuesday
by an assault on the Great Yagni,
which is the extreme outwork of Muk-
htar Pasha’s fortifications, about
twenty miles due east trom Kars.
The Turks seem to have been taken
by surprise. The Turkish battalion
defending the Great Yagni, after a
two hours’ obstinate detence, which
gave the Tarks an opportunity to pre-
pare for the next assault. gave way.
Up to this point all accounts agree,
but regarding the subsequent events
they are very conflicting. The Turk-
ish official despatch says agreat battle
ensued, lasting thirteen hours, re-
peated Russian attacks being. repulsed
with heavy loss.

A Russian bulletin from the Grand
Duke Michael’s headquarters at Kara-
jal, dated the 4th says: ¢ After the
capture of the Great Yagni it was
found tbat Little Yagni was so strong-
ly fortified that an attempt to assault
it was considered premature. After
thirteen battalions were sent from the
Turks to reintorce Mukhtar Pasha
had been repulsed, our troops fortified
themselves in the positions they oc-
cupied. Our loss on Tuesday was
8069 killed and wounded. The en-
emy’s losses were not less. We cap-
tured two hundred men.”

The Russians also attacked the cen-

| tre at Kisilitapa, but were repulsed.

Simultaneously a Russian force mov-
ing from the direction of Ani endea-
vored to turn the Turkish right and
got between Mukhtar Pasha and Kars.
Of this affair a Turkish bulletin says:
