What if a 
change of dynasty in China should re­
sult in some military adventurer of sur­
passing ability obtaining the control of 
the government? If China produces a 
man bearing the same relations to it 
that Napoleon did to France, the world 
might receive a new lesson in regard to 
the possibilities which he in the exer­
cise of power. Although the Chinese 
have suffered in times past from want of 
good drill and equipment of soldiers, 
these difficulties which have stood in 
their way are being removed.
Chinese are certainly not deficient in 
courage,and there is no reason why they 
should not make good soldiers if proper­
ly trained. Some military observers who 

The press have seen the Chinese at their drill, 
say that they march well, and 
give every evidence of being efficient 
troops. China, if its resources were pro­
perly called upon, could produce 
ormous military force and it is safe to 
assert that Russia and Asia would be 
speedily over-run by the Chinese arms if 
seriously attacked by Chinese soldiers 
properly led. As Russia is supposed to 
be the most formidable military power 
in Europe, it is easy to understand the 
effect of such a barrier against the bar­
barism of the people of the west. Such 
suggestions as these may anticipate dan- 

not gers which may never occur. Yet they 
are natural, at the present moment when 
China seems to be in a state of change, 
and when the friendly attitude which for 
a number of years past, 
sumed towards Europe is being altered. 
The blame of this change in the senti­
ments of China should not be wholly 
placed upon the people of that country, 
but must be shared with those who have 
placed restrictions on Chinese emigra­
tion, and thus sought to keep the Chinese 
within the borders of their own empire.

There is certainly noth­
ing in the atmosphere of Canada 
which should increase political cor­
ruption, and it is considered that 
Canada ought to be as free from faults 
of this kind as any country in Europe or 
America. If it is not so, if its public 
services have been tainted with cor­
ruption, it is the duty of our people to 
take such steps as will rid us of the 
incubus and retrieve the good name of 

— - Canada. During the recess which be­
gins to-morrow the government will 
have an opportunity of considering their 
position, and it is to be hoped that they 
will do this in a spirit of high-minded- 

and political honesty. The Con­
servatives of Canada are determined not 
to be considered as supporting corruption.
