Ottawa, Oct 3—The amount of the 
Dominion of Canada loan has been 
increased from one hundred and sev- 
enty-fwo million dollars, required for 
refunding purposes, to two hundred 
million, according to an announce­
ment last night by the Financé Min­
ister, Mr. Fielding. He regarded the 
success of the loan as evidence of 
the stability of Canadian financial 
institutions and the determination of 
Canadians to prove their faith in 
Canada.

Apart from the war loans this was 
the largest piece of Government fi­
nancing ever carried on successfully 
in the Brtiish dominions, he said. 
The full amount is now subscribed 
and the books for application closed.
