Mr. Jacobs had not been in the

Kootenay or Boundary country since |

the beginning of the year. He reports
that so far the winter has been very
mild.

With reference to the mining indus-
try, Mr. Jacobs says there is generally
a distinct feeling of satisfaction with
the year’'s progress, and particularly
with the coutlook for 1906, This is
partly from the increased price of

metals, larger output of ore, railway |
construction and substantial additions
to smelting and other reduction facili- |

ties in the several districts visited.

At Greenwood a feeling of certainty |

has been created by the decision of the
British Columbia Copper Company to

enlarge its smelter, which already has |
two furnaces and converting plant, by |

putting in three 600-ton blast furnaces
and complementary plant. These will

all be modern, suggested by the latest |

improvements in
tice.

For some time past it was un-

decided whether this company would |
erect a new smelter at Midway and |

dismantle the plant at Greenwood.
That town has also benefited consider-
ably by the number of small high
grade gold-silver mines at work in the
vicinity, these latter employing to-
gether up to about 150 men.

A promising future is predicted at
Boundary Falls, as a result of the Do-
mirfon Copper Company having blown
in two furnaces at the smelter which
they acquired from the Montreal &
Boston Copper Company, and which
had been shut down since the begin-
ning of the year.

At Grand Forks there have been in-
creased operations at the Granby com-
pany’'s works;- which are running at
full capdcity now that sufficient elec-
tric power is_available. There has been

satigfactory development of Betts and |

Hesperus’ mines near town. The open-
ing up of several properties up the
north fork of the Kettle river has also
helped Grand Forks. Other promising
signs are the do\'elbpments at Frank-
lin camp, which though 45 miles above
Grand Forks, is tributary to that town.
The McKinley group in that camp has
been bonded for $200,000 to parties un-
derstood to represent F. Aug. Heinze,
of Butte. There has been an increase
in the number of settlers taking up
small holdings in the Kettle River val-
ley, and growing agricultural products
for sale.

The West Kootenay Power & Light
Company’s enterprise in

has been of great importance to that
country. This supplies ample electric
power to mines, smelters and other in-
dustries. The erection of two pole
lines, each capable of transmitting

about 7,000 h. p., are now being com- |

pleted. These will take power from

the company’'s new generating station !

now being constructed at Kootenay
Falls, near Nelson. Meanwhile the
power is being supplied from the com-
pany’s Bonningten Falls works, which
supplies Trail and Rossland.

At Rossland things were a little de-
moralized after the recent explosion,
and some uncertainty as to the ﬁm&l
outcome of the struggle in London be-
tween parties favoring the amalgama-
tion of mines and smelting at Trail
and those averse to it and desirous of
keeping the Le Roi Company’s smelter
plant running.

The municipal campaign may now bt

glance at the list of candidates already
announced is sufficient assurance that
ilhe ratepayers will have ample ma-
terial from which to select their repre.

Without a doubt there is more in
terest in the mayoralty contest than ix
that for aldermanic honors or school
trustees. The two candidates, Chas
Hayward and A. J. Morley, are well-
known to most Victorians. Having foi
three years been the occupant of the
chair during the weekly proceedings ir
the council chamber of the city hall
Mr. Hayward has the advantage of &
wide experience. He has a public
record, and, in his card, announces his
determination to ‘‘continue the prog-
ressive policy of his previous term of
ofiice.” His opponent, however, is no!
altogether unknown. Mr. Morley has
been before the public to some extent
ever since his arrival here eight year:
ago. He was first connected with the
Voters' League, afterwards became
the leading spirit of the Chamber of
Commerce, and when the latter organi-
zation was amalgamated with the
Board of Trade, took a prominent pari
in the proceedings of that influentiai
body. His views on public questions
have always been most pronounced,
and for that reason he has won 3
wide circle of friends and also made
opponents. The campaign, however,
promises to be full of excitement. Mr
Hayward is well-seasoned and Mr.
Morley is energetic, enterprising and
determined. What the outcome will be
can only be conjectured.
