The rays of the avc light, when the arc
is unprotected by a glass globs, are said
to diesipate bad odors, and even to have a
real purifying action.

On heating minerals in 8 vacuam aund
exami‘ilng the gas thus obtained, Prof.
Normah Lockyer has already found about
60 spectral lines that are believed to be
new to terrestrial chemistry. Several
unknown gases are indicated.

The military kite of Lieat. Baden-
Powell consists chiefly of a main kite
containing some 500 square feet of canvas,
which is assisted and steadied by smaller
kites. The apparatns easily lifts a man in
moderate treezes, and even ina dead
calm when the ropes are drawn along by
men ‘or horses.

A new German mirror glass reflects the
light on one side, from which it is practi-
cally opaque, but from the other side is
transparent. It offers obvious advantage
for windows, as it prevents passers-by
from seeing into & room, without inter-
fering with the convenisnce of persons in
the room.

1n tests.described o the Paris Agademy
by H. Meissan and G. Charpy, it was
found that boroa—0.58 per' cent in the
alloy used—imparted to steel the property
of a great increase in tensile strength by
tempering . without a corresponding in-
crease of hardness. Carbon steel giving
similar increase. of tensile strengin on
tempering became so hard as %o require
working with emery, whereas the boron
steel could still be worked with a file.

Measurements of the force exerted by
the hnman jaws have been made by Dr.
' Dr. G. V. Black, of Jacknﬂnville, Fla.
Several persons exceeded “g:force of 100
pounds with the incisors and 200 with the
molars, a little girl of ¥ years recording
30 pounds with incisors- nlvl 66 with
molars, and & physician of 35 easily ex-
ceeding with the molars a foroe of 270
pounds, the limit of the recording
aparstus.  In chewing snch food as beef,
park and matton, a crnshing force of 20
to 60 poundsis ordinarily necessary, but
that actually exerted at each thrust of tho
teeth is much greater.

Various metallic chlorides are very
active as disinfectants, on account of the
readiness with which they give up their
chlorine, but the so called ‘‘chloride of
lime” 80 generally used is often objection-
able on account of its odor. A solution
of chloride of lead has been recommended
oy Dr. Goulden, a8 London physician, as
inodorons and more_effective, while pro-
curable at trifling expense. When bought
as chloride of lead the cost is considerably
more, however, than when the solution
is prepared from the cheaper nitrate of
lead by dissolving half a drachm of the
nitraté in & pint or more of boiling water,
and adding to a solution of two drachnis
of common saltina pail or bucket of
water, The clear fluid’left after the sedi-
ment has subsided is a saturated solution
of chloride of lead. A cloth dipped in'
this and huug up in a room will aweeten
the atmosphere almost instsntly, and the
sclution is equally effective for parifying
sinks, drains, ete. -

A fictitious pccount of a savant who made
portraits by projecting people’s: shadows
upor amirror of polished metal and then
treating the mirror with chemicals, is said
to have inspired Daguere, then a painter, to
commense the cxperiments that led to
daguerreotypy. An even more remarkable
foreshadowing of s scientitie achievement
has been discovered in & work by Cyraco de
Bergerae publithed in Parisin 1655, Ina
chapter on a trip tothe moon, the author
“tells how, on being left by his guide a little
‘| while,he was given some very strange books,
which were in fact, phonographs.

almost all staphylococci. 1In one ecase,
however, the typhoid bacillos was found in
clothing from 21 to 27 daye, and the
staphylococcus pyogenes albus (microbe of
boils) 19 days after the articles had been
worn, The anthrax bacillus found in
olothes was still virulent after a year. The
microbe of erysipelas, on the other hand,
conld not be found after 18 hours, nor the
cholera vibrio after 3 days. Dr. Seitz
concluded that intuberculous to the patients
the bacillus is not conveyed to linen worn
néxt the skin of the chest.

Astronomers conceive it to be possible
for the earth, under. certain circumstances,
to capture as satellites some of the roving
meteors known to be numercus in spsce,
instead of bringing them to the surface as
acrolites. As these bodies-are too small to
be seen—a mass of 100 tons being invisible
at 800 or 1000 miles when brightly lighted
—the . earth may actually' be attended by
bundreds of invisible moons. S8irJ. Her-
achel was even of opinion that such
not obly do exisy, but that they may be
large eriough to be visible for brief intexvals
when beyend the earth’s shadow; and
Sir John Lubbock bas supposed formulae for
calculating the distances from observations
of this kind. M. Petit, director of the
observatory ef Toulouse, has been led by
observation and calculation to conclude that
the earth is attended by at least one
meteoric stone of considerable size. “Itis
about 26 times nearer than the moon, its
orbit being about 5000 miles from' the earth’s
surface or 9000 from the centre; and the
tiny moon revolves around the earth in 3
hours20 miautes.

Milk as & Diet.

To the Editor of the Scientific American :—

I recently tried the experiment of
living thirty days with only sweet milk
as a nourishment. At the beginning I
had no difficulty in changing my diet
from solid to liquid. During the thirty
days of my experiment I lost five and
one-half pounds in weight, but I lost no

strength. I think that I lost the weight
because the weather was warm, and
becanse I took so much exercise. Irode

a bicycle considerably ' during the time,
and used 16 pound dumb bells and other
heavy weights every day (except Sum-
days). I took much more exercise than I
usually take, as I was determined to test
the thing fairly. On the seventh day of
the experiment I ran seversl foot races
with a gkillful rununer, and was beaten in
each race. On the thirtieth day I ran
some more races with thesame person,
but did better than in the first races.
This fact proves that I lost no strength.
I tock four pints of milk daily for the
first three weeks of the experiment, and
five pints daily for the last week. I think
that a healthy person should take about
five pints of milk daily . when po other
food is being taken. I drank milk after
intervals of two hours during the day,
commencing at - seven o’clock in the
morning aud continning till ten o’clock at
night. Then I would take no more till
the next morning.

My principal reason for trying the
experiment was to endeavor-to establish
the fact that persons canvalesging from
sickness may graw stronger with no’other
nutrimen$ than sweet milk, and that they
are not obliged to take ‘‘something solid”
to ent, as so many people imagine, Many
a convalescent has goneto his grave as a
result of overtaxing his weak stomagh by
putting “solid” food into it, The result
of the experiment also shows that the old ;
belief that ‘‘bread is the first esseutial of
(homan) life” is erroneous.
