Records of Jesus' Words
sontd Discovered.

A London despatch of last Saturday
says that mawry hitherto nuknown sayings
of Jesas Christ have been discovered in
Egypt by archieologists, whe bave dug
up papyti, buried since the sacond cen-
tury, 100 miles svuth of Oairo. Dr.
Bernatd P. Grenfell, at the general meet-
ing of the Eypt exploration fund here,
yesterday, gave the following detals :—

Accompanied by Dr. Bunt, Dr. Gren-
fell found s rich prolemaic necropolis st
El Hibeh. The bolk of the documents
from one mound consisted of a collection
‘of sayings of Jesus. They sre sll intre
duced with the werdd ‘“Jesus saith,” and
for the most ‘pert sre new. The ends of
thé lines, unfortumately, ate often obliter
‘sted.  Appatevtly all the sayings were
sddressed te St. Thomas.

Grenfell r ked that int
interest would be aroused by the discovery
on t of the variat they disclos-
ed from accepted texts.

A valusble find was made in Papyri,
written in Latin, giying the text of the
Epistle to the Hebrews and an epitome
of Livy's six lost books, This with other
papyri covering the period 160-137 B. C.,
thiew mavh new and valuable infoima
tion'en the history of the world and
marked the. recovery of hitherto loat
classical literature of Egypt.

oondition of health, and the fatter the pig
the grester the necessity, says Live Stock
Commigsioner, F. W, Hodson. When the
digestive orgsus become ¢logged with fat
their ability te' digest and sssimilate is
weakened. When a hog is running at large,
be does not root up the pastare from pure
love of exerois2, nor dees he do it becanse of
ionate emssedness, He  roots to " obdsin
sometbing for which his system oraves. It
is this craviog that eaudes a confined pig to
guaw god tesr st the srough and sides of the
i pen; snd hoge have been known te tesr
apart brick walls in erder to get at the
mortar. The cause of this nonatural craviog
is not well underatood, It may be due im
part to & lack of ash in the food; for, as has
siready been stated, a hog may be getting all
the grain he esn eat and'yet be partially
statved, becanse certain requirements of the
systew are insnfficiently eupplied. It has
bzen attributed by some to the presenge of
intestinal worme; and by others to some
form of indigestion. Whatever may be the
part played in the animsal economny by these
substances, one thing is olear, that, when
they are supplied, hogs are healtbier, eat
better, thrive better, and, censequently pay
better. &

Charcosl is probably ome of the best
correctives; and, when it cam ‘be readily
obtained, it will Pay to keep a supply in
some plage where the hogs cas get at it
whenever they like. The following prepara-
tion is that used by Mr. Theodore Leuis,
one of the most suocessful hog feeders in the

temio, —" ;

“Take six bushels of eorccob charcoal, or
“‘three bushels of common chsrooal ; eight
‘‘pounds of salt; two quarts of air-slacked
“lime; one bushel of wood ashes. Break
“the charcesl well dowm with shevel or
“other implement, and thoroughly -mix.
““Then take one and s qusrter pounds of
*“‘copperas and dissolve in bot water, snd
“with av’ ordimary watering pot sprinkle
“over the whole maes and then agein mix
“thoroughly. Put this mixtore. into the
s'self-feeding boxes, and place where hoge of
“sll sges can eat of their oomtents at
“pleasure”

The - charcoal . furnishes the required
mineral matter which may have been lacking
in the food, and is alse an excellemt correo-
for digestive troubles, while the copperas is
e valuable temie and scomachie.. If the
chareoal is at all herd te get, its place is
taken almost a¢ well by sods or esrth rich in
It isq ble, indeed, if there
is snything better than rods or vegetable
mold taken from the woodlot. If s - small
quantity be thrown inte each pen daily, it
is sstonishing to see how much of it the hoge
will cossume; and the improved health and
thrift of the animals will be a revelation -to
the feeder that has mever tried it.

Ground boue, wood ashes, soft coal, old
mortar, rotten wood, ete., are also among
the substances used and recommended for
this purpose. Prof. Henry reports some
interesting experiments to test the value of
bone weal and hardwood ashes, when given
a5 & supplement to an exclusive corn ration.
None of the pigs showed an entirely satis-
factory growih, but the difference in favor
of those getting bone meal or ashes was ver y
marked. The pige fed exclusively on sorn
were most plainly dwarfed. When slavght-
ered the several lots showed no difference 1n
the proportion of fat or lean, ner was there
Anybdiﬁ‘eunu in the size or character of the
various internal organs. The bones,  how-
ever, were & most interesting study. The
table given helow shows clearly the more
economicsl geins and the greater strength of
bones in the case of the animals furnished
with ashes er bone meal. It is guite evident
that corn mesl, salt and water de not supply
all the elements essentisl to building a
nermsl framework of bone and mascle.
