meeting & while with the result, ac-
cording to the reports, that all objec-
tions were withdrawn and the G. T.
P. agreement under discussion was
endorsed unanimously.’

A prominent banking authority in
Ottawa, discussing -this occurrence
the other day, said: “The reports as-
cribe- this remarkable phenomenon to
the elogquence of Mr. Hays. Now, X
have the deepest admiration for Mr.
Hays as a business man, but I do not
believe that by simply getting up and
addressing the meeting he changed the
views of & large mumber of men who
must have given the subject consid-
erable attention beforehand. No;
there was some intimation given at
that meeting to some of the big share-
holders that does not appear in the
agreement.”

‘Whatever the secret understanding
{s—and it is improbable that its detalls
will ever become publicly known—it
is ocertain that it works for the bene-
fit of the two parties to the deal—
the promoters and the members of the
government. It is equally certain that
it works for tfie detriment of the peo-
ple of Canada or it would net be se-
cret.

THE BYE-ELECTIONS.

i i ;
The only surprise in connection with
bye-elections was the
Conservative gain in Prince Edward
Island. But it is characteristic of hu-
man insatiability that the expected
defeat in Guysboro will bring enough
chagrin to the average Conservative to
more than outweigh his gratification
at his party’s unexpected victory.
Even the most optimistic of Nova
Scotia Conservatives had little hope of
redeeming Guysboro, than’ which few
constituencies in Canada have been
more consistently Liberal. With the
-exception of 1878 when the McKenzie
government went under, no Conserva-
tive has been elected in Guysboro since

1872. The constituency, situated as it

is at the very eastern extremity of
Nova Scotia, and having little in the
way of manufactures and large busi-
nesses to bring It in touch with the
outside world, has little concern with
the issues that affect Canada at large.
The Grand Trunk Pacific deal, for in-
stance, which was the absorbing topic
in the St. John election, had absolutely
no interest there. The election was
fought wholly on local and selfish lines
and in the absence of any great issue
the influences which two governments
could bring to bear were used to full
effect. :

The elections in Prince Edward Is-
land show that province to be falling
{nto line with New Brunswick, Que-
bec and Ontario in their growing op-
position to the present .government.
Though the contest was provincial,
the two parties are divided on Federal
lines and Federal ls?ues were largely
to the front. Under these circum-
stances the defeat of a colleague of a
Liberal premier and the great reduc-
tion of the majority in another solid
Liberal constituency are of more sig-
nificance than the holding by the Lib-
erals in a bye election of a seat which
they have occupied during five succes-
sive parliaments,

Discussing. the proposal to establish
another Liberal daily in St. John, the
St. Andrews Beacon (Liberal) says:—
“Jf it is the intention of the promo-
ters of the new paper to wage an in-
ternecine warfare within the liberal
party in St. John, then there is no
room for it. If it cannot bring peace,
instead of a sword, the Liberals will
be far better without it. The lessons
of the recent defeat in St. John have
been but badly learned if they have
not impressed upon Liberals the neces-
sity of sinking their personal griev-
ances and endeavoring to heal the
wounds which exist within the party
ranks. They cannot hope for any bet-
ter success when the general elections

come arvund if this is not done.

a section providing that minors shall
not be employed in bottling liquors.

CUT CORN WITH A
BUTCHER"S KNIFB.

It Weighed Four Pounds, and of Course
Ordinary Chiropodists’ Tools
‘Were Useless.

(From New York Herald.)
Big Mose, the nine hundred pound
alligator of the Bronx Zoological Park,

| underwent an operation yesterday for

the removal of a four pound corn from
one of his front feet, which was accom-
plished only after an exciting struggle
in which W. H. Ditmars, the assistant
curator, and Willlam Snyder, a keeper,
nearly lost their lives. The dozen other
alligators in the den thrashed about in
fear of Mose, who bellowed with rage
and swung his great tail with blows
that shook the walls.

Mose develops corns every year, due
to crawling out of his tank on the hard
asphalt of the bank instead of, his
native mud. Last year he was chain-
ed and tied and a veterinary surgeon
removed the corns. Mose nearly died.
This year Mr. Ditnlars decided on a
scheme of his own.
about the base of each corn, and each
day when the water was let out of the
tank the strings were pulled a little
tighter.

This worked well, and two days ago
one of the enormous corns came off.
But the other one did not, and the tight
strings pafned Mose and made his nat-
urally vicious temper worse than ever.
There is an old feud between him and
the next largest alligator in the tank,
and it broke out afresh. They fought,
bit and smote each other with their big
tails.

Mr. Ditmars decided wupon bold
measures and yesterday ordered the
water let out of the tank. Then he
entered it armed with a big butcher
knife, very sharp, and wearing rubber-
soled gymnasium slippers to prevent a
slip which might .mean death. He took

,yder, the keeper, into the den to at-

wot the alligator’s attention. Snyder
was just a bit too bold in this. He
poked Mose in the ribs, and the next
instant the great jaws opened and
closed as the alligator swung himself
around with great agility. The long
teeth came together with a snap like &
steel trap and Snyder’s trousers were
nipped. It was a close shave but Mr.
Ditmars took advantage of the oppor-
tunity.

He leaped on the alligator’s back, and
with a:foot on each shoulder leaned
down, grasped the foot with the corn,
and with one slash of the knife cut it
off. The alligator tossed its head up-
ward and backward and snapped at his
new foe, but Mr. Ditmars stepped
nimbly to safety.

With great difficulties and no small
damage, a census of the Indian em-
pire has just been completed. The
operations embraced for the first time,
the Bhil country in Bajputana and the
scattered island settlements of the wild
Vicovarese and Andamans and also
the outlying tracts on the confines of
Burmah, the Punjaub and Kashmir.
The area covered extends from the
Persian frontier to the borders of
China; from the snow passes of Thibet
to the tropical forests where Burmah
touches Siam.

The strongest
argument with the natives was the
threat that in the next famine no good
would happen to those who were not
enumerated. The census takers were
flercely attacked by the South Andam-
ans.
