men.

'l?wo ot Castro's adherents, ;Gen-
ersl Rosarlo Gonzales and Gen. Pen-
uals, who crossed into Venezuelan ter-
ritory from the Colombian frontier
with 3,000 followers, are reported to
be augmenting their army as they
proceed through the inland towns.

Generals Navas and Araujo, two of
Castro’s lieutenants operating in the
State of Zulia, are leading 2,500 men
against Maracaibo, the capital of the
state and principal seaport of Vene-
zuela.

Boston, August 5.—Three thousand
Knights of Columbus assembled at
Solemn High Mass in the Cathedral of
the Holy Cross today were called up-
on by Right Rev. Joseph G. Anderson,
auxiliary bishop of ‘Boston, to seek
with all right-minded persons a solu-
tion of social problems through evolu-
tion, not revolution.

Recognizing the seriousness of the
disputes between labor and capital,
the bishop nevertheless was optimis-
tie.

“In the public addresses of lead-
ing thinkers'in this country,” he said,
“in the recent inaugural ceremony of
the governors of the different states,
but_especialy in the inaugural of Pre-
sident Wilson, there is found a sin-
cere effort to stir the public con-
gcience for the re-adjustment of law
and government to human needs.”

Bishop Anderson read a cablegram
from Cardinal Merry Del Val, the Pa-
jal Secretary of State, conveying the
felicitations of Pope Pius X.

The Supreme Convention of the
Knights of Columbus was later form-
ally opened on board a harbor steam-
er, while the delegates salled along
the North Shore.

Mayor Fitzgerald and State Deputy
Louis Watson welcomed them and
Supreme Knight James A. Flaherty,
of Philadelphia, responded.

The growth of the order since the
1912 convention was related by the
supreme secretary, William McGinley,
of New Haven, -Coun., who reported
that on June 30 last the total mem-
bership was 302,074 made up of 98,
783 insurance and 203,291 assoclate
members, comprised in 52 states and
three territorial jurisdictions and 1,
630 subordinate councils.

During the year 47 new councils
were instituted and the net increase
in mémbership was 19,326. Outstanding
insurance aggregated $103,659,900 and
death benefits during the year total
led $721,000.

Washington, August 5.—Senate
Democrats succeeded today for the
first time in spoeding up considera-
tion of the tariff bill, making consid-
erable progress in the metal sche
Oliver, Smith, of Michigan, Cummins
and Smoot, againgt many of the rates.

Chietf opposition centered in the
rates on automobiles which the com-
mitte fixed at 15 per cent. on cars
valued at $1,000 or less, 30 per cent.
on cars valued at more than $1,000
and less than $1,500; 45 per cent,
on cars valued at $1,500 and over, and
30 per cent, on automobile parts.
Senators Cummins and Smoot both
insisted that the rates on completed
cars would be useless, because all for-
eign cars would be brought in at the
thirty per cent. rate in parts.

Senator. Thomas, -for the finance
committee, said he could see no cala-
mity if all automobiles came in at
thirty per cent. The other rates,
Senator Cummins asserted, were “a
mere pretense,” and he advocated &
flat duty on all automobiles of 256 per
cent. Semator Willlams = remarked
“there.are & lot of fools in this co!
try that will {psist on completed 1
eign cars, thinking they are better,
and these rates are fixed for them.”

The rates .were not changed. Ef-
forts of Senator Oliver also were un-
availing to increase the rates on iron
products. His argument was that bar
iron was more costly of production
than the conversion of steel from pig
iron. Before consideration of the sche-
dule began, Senator Saulsbery, of
Delaware, discussed the tariff gener-
ally, predicting success for the bill and
assailing protection and socialism as
“twin evil and illomened birds.”

Senator-Brandegee sought to amend
the automobile- rates by making the
rates on chaseis equal to the rates on
finished cars. The amendment was
lost 46 to 21; Senators Bristow, Craw-
ford, Cummins, Cronna, Jones, Sher-
man and Sterling, of the minority,
voting with the Democrats against it.
The committee rates were then ap-
proved. ’

The 25 per cent, rate on bicycles
and motor cycles also was agreed to.
Axles at 10 per cent; blacksmiths
tools and bolts at 10 per cent, and
nuts and washers at b per cent, en-
countered no effective oppotition.

An amendment by Senator Gallinger
to substitute the Payne-Aldrich rates
for the proposed rates on table kniv
and such cutlery was voted down 45
to 17, the committee rates of 25 per
cent. and 30 per cent. prevailing.

General Gallinger said that even
uvnder the existing rates domestic man-
ufacturers had difficulty meeting for-
eign competition.
