Trading was quite active for the halt
hllday. Montrenl-London and Big 'Threo
cngaging most of tho attention, prices,
however, are slow to recover. In all tho
markets of the world atocks are strong
to-day except in mires, which seom to bo
under o cloud. .

Montreal-London sold repeatedly at 2814
G500 shares changing hands. The -stock

is steady round these prices, and scems’

to be weoll held.

Big Threo sold to the amount of 6,600
ghares, selling at 6 and 6%, & block of
5000 ghares selling under tho opticn of a
80 days' dealing.

The best bodics of ore found in the War
Eaglo mino are said to be on the 7560 foot
level, on which drifts are now being run
cast and west from tha shaft; stoping is
also being done, the ore being stoped in
places to a width of 80 feet. The pay
roll on the War Eagle to-day amounts to
$34,664 o month. The stock sold tais
morning at 267¥ to the amount of 2500
ghares.

The affafrs of the Camp McIKinney mines,
limited, tho concern owning the Granite,
and Banner, are in the hands of the she-
rlﬂ‘i There ig very little stock held 1lo-
cnlly.

Tho Grey Eagle Gold AMining Company
has been lately organized and placed upon
the market by Messrs. S. H. C. Milner, A.
L. White and J. P. Graves. The company
is capitalized gt $1,500,000 divided into
$1 shares. The object of the company is
to take over the Grey Eagle, Banne:: and
Tip Top claims in Greenwood camp, .B.C.,
to develop the same, to construct necessa-
ry bufldings and to ercct & compressor
plant and machinery in conjunction writh
the Old Ironsides, Knob Hill and Granby
Smelters, mines, for their foint use and
benefit.

In addition to the steanm pump, hoists,
etc., and a seven drill -air compressor
plant at present in use on the Decea mine,
the directors have ordered a stamp milll.
Developmeat work warrants this further
move, the results at present attained are
most satisfactory.

Among the other stocks sold there was
little chango, prices remaining nominal.
