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a recent interview with Canadian 
Press.

“This is the students’ problem. 
We represent a significant portion 
of the winter population in this city 
and yet we own absolutely zero per 
cent of the housing. That's an ineq­
uity and it’s the duty of the students 
to change that."

Gigeroff says that he is interested 
in the idea on a small scale but said 
that anything beyond that would 
not be wise.

ff The danger in doing that is that 
you risk the financial stability ol 
the student union,” he said.

Gigeroff said it would be a great 
idea if it worked but wondered 
what would happen if it failed. 
Once the concept of ownership is 
introduced there is the possibility of 
either profit or loss. A profit would 
mean lower student tees but a loss 
could mean a higher student fee or 
a cutback in existing student servi­
ces or both.

Gigeroff says this real estate idea 
is part of Bosnitch's overall 
philosophy.

“If Bosnitch needed a copying 
machine he wouldn’t just get a 
machine, he'd buy the company." □

nitch, could have the student union 
taking out a mortgage on the stu­
dent union building in order to 
finance the purchase of property 
that would be used to house Uni­
versity of New Brunswick students.

Bosnitch feels it is the responsi­
bility of the student union to pro­
vide student housing.

“In the case of student housing,
