the EMperor TraJaN. It was executed by AroLLODORUS, an eminent artist of Damascus, who
built the magnific. 't bridge over the Danube, and who was put to death by Hadrian. Banrtous

also engraved some of the works of Raphael. e died at Rome, 1700,

Stylobates Columne Antoninae, Nvper e rvderibvs Campi Martii, 83 /i
plates of the splendid old bas-relicfs representing many hundred figures of the
Ancient Romans, oblong folio, half rough calf, 4.75, Rome, MDCCVIIL.

This tMMeNse BUILDING which was necessitated by the ¥ire of NEro, is known as the
AMPHITHEATRIUM FLAVIANUM, and a great proportion is still standing. It was commenced by
Vespasian and dedicated to Trrus, A.D. 80. It covers nearly five acres, and its capacity is about
ninety thovsand spectators.
