books on gardening, are written by per-
sons unaccustomed 1o so warm and dry
a climate as ours; and hence are deficient
in pot insi-ting upon deep culture as a pre-
veutive of injury from drought. We find
it necessary to give ‘‘ line upon line'’ on
this subject.— Ohio Cultivator.

How to Make a Hot-Bed.

To write of this may seem to write of
what it is supposed every one knows; but
the past week’s inquiries bave convinced us
thal every body does not know how to make
a hot bed for growing early vegetables —
We presume, therefore, to give the follow-
ing directious for forming a small forcing
frame for the purpose above named :

Select a ury place, ihat is, where the wa-
ter drains off readily afier a raiu; dig out
one foot deep of soil from a space five by se-
ven feet ; have ready some fresh horse stable
manare, which has been kept from the rain
or snows, and which has lain in heap, and
been turned over twice during ten days;
take this manure, and, with a fork, shaket
carefully and evenly into the five by seven
space, being cautious not o «read, or in any
wag press upcn it more than merely a light
tap with the fork, very Eveoly over the
whole, while putting in a depth of two feet
of it; then have a bcx made of inch boards,
four feet by six, fourteen inches high on one
side and ten on the other, or, in other vords,
have that which is 1o be the back of the
frame four inches higher than the front.—
Sei this box upon the bed of manure, leav-
ing six inches all around uncovered. Care-
fully sheke into the bed tour inches more of
the manure, and outside baunk vp the ma-
nure to a level with the bux, and about one
foot wide. Place your sash of glass—four
by six—upon the bed-frame, and leave u
12 hours; then again give air, and close
again. After about forty to forty eight
hours you may venture to put on the soil,
which should be of a very light, loamv na-
ture, entirely free from stove, ect. This
should stand about twenty-four hours, when
you may give air, and if clear and sun-shiny
sprinkle hightly with water, and after ten or
twelve hours more you may venture 1o sow
seed.

If seeds are sown at once, when the earth
is first put on, ihe soil iz sometimes said 10
burn from the heai, sud the germ of
the seed is 1hus destroyed.

Afier sbout ten days it is generally found
necessary 10 renew the outside banking with
fresh manure. The object of having the
manure turned over before using 1= (o nssist
fermentation in destroying the rank and nox-
ous vapours injurious to the plant. Gar-
deners call it * sweetening’ the manure,

All light seeds should be shaded a few
days after being sown, and it is always best
to atoid too sirong sun upon the frames
while the plauts are quite young.—Ohkio
Farmer.

CurranTs.—The fruit of the currant is
universally admired. Its pleasant sub-acid
flavour renders it peculiarly excellent in
1arts and pies, and makes, with a small ad-
dition of sugar, a very desirable substitute
for apple sauce. No fruit is more easily
culiivated. It will readily adapt itself. in
some degree, to every description of soil,
and may, without much trouble, be’'made to
produce, even prodigiously, on those which
are constitationaily moist and wet. In cul-
tivating i1, however, 1t is better to adapt the
plant to the soil. Acclimatory changes are
generally slow, and have a decided 1enden:
cy to destoy the sirength and hardihood. as
well as the prolific power of all plants.  Yet
circumstances, as well as the capriciousness
of taste, ofien demand this. [n setiing cur-
rants, the soil, in the first place, snovld be
well prepared by ploughing or digging, snd
reduced to a very fine tilth, snd should then
be stimulated by warming and invigorating
manure. A porous, or not too relensive
sub-soil, is desirable, with a small per cent-
age of clayey matter in the surface soil.
When the latter is deficient it may be well
1o supply it. Into soil thus prepared, the
cuttings from old planis—the (resh, vigour-
ous.waed of the previous year’s growth, may
be set with an almost certain assurance o
success. These should be cut off near the

Inde dwarf tree. When it came to bear
fruit, it was more productive than any other
bush in the garden, and the fruit larger. I
was less infested wiih spiders and other in-
sects; hens could not pick off the fruir;
