Two 
of the defendants—Arthur Caron and 
Charles Berg—died in the explosion.

Just what charge would be placed 
against Murphy the police say they do 
not know, but it is believed he might 
be induced to throw some light on 
the cause of the explosion and perhaps 
explain why alarm clocks and other 
things used in the making of bombs 
were kept in the Berger apartments.

Louise Berger, step sister of Carl 
Hansen, one of the dead men, who 
lived in the flat where the explosion 
occured, remains firm in her first 
story that she knew nothing about, 
what happened prior to the explosion 
and denied that she knew explosives 
were kept in her rooms.

TORONTO, July 6.—Word has 

been received that the appeal of the 
Canadian Northern Railway against 
the decision of a board of arbitration 
which allowed' Robert Davies, owner 
of the Don Valley Brick works $232,- 
000—an award afterwards reduced by 
the court of appeals to $110,000—has 
been decided by the Privy Council in 
favor of Mr. Davies. The sum award­
ed is $230,820, which, with interest at 
5 percent sincé^igos, am'ounts, ac­
cording to lawyers for the respond­
ent, to $332,763. The costs on both 
sides will probably amount to $40,00 
This is the second time the case has 
been heard before the Privy Council, 
the three lords who heard it on the 
first occasion disagreeing, and decid­
ing it should be reargued before a 
full court.

The action started as an arbitration 
between Robert Davies and the James 
Bay Railway to determine the amount 
that the railway should pay for land 
taken for a right of way through the 
property of the Brick Works and 
the amount of damages that shouM 
be paid for shale and property, the 
development of-which was prevented 
by reason of th6 railway’s occupation.

No Time Limit, Says 
Sir Edward Carson 

—Trouble is Feared
F#

LONDON, July 6.—Sir Edward Carson, the Ulster Unionist 
leader, addressing a gathering of Unionists in South London, declared 
that Ulster would reject any proposals made by the Government 
placing a time limit of any sort on her exclusion from Home Rule.

“If ever we go into the Irish Parliament,” he said, “we shall go in 
not at the point of the bayonet, but of our own free Will.”

People did not sufficiently realize, he said, that Home Rule had 
been passed, and could be brought into law on the presentation of the 
Act to the King. He presumed the Ministers, as straightforward, 
honest men, would tell the King that if he signed the bill there would 
be a serious commotion in North Ireland, and if he did not sig n there 
would be similar commotion in the South and West. “Ulstermen,” 
Sir Edward said, “have been making ready two years, and they arc 
now ready. They want no makeshift Government, no six years’ limit, 
no county limit. The sands are running out, I am being pressed for­
ward, and I am prepared to go forward to the finish. I go to Ulster 
next week, and I hope to have tokens of peace. If not, we must only 
rely on ourselves, and we wilt I will not shrink from it.”
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
