Kerensky criticized the minister and military authorities for not rising to recent ev-

ents and for not using their

powers to suppress mutiny.

M. Kerensky was particularly severe towards General Polovtseff, governor of
the Petrograd military district whom he had proposed to remove from the Petrograd
command, but reconsidered the decision af ter the ministers had assumed the responsi-
bility of changing the original orders of General Polovtseff which they considered
were fraught with danger. It was made clear that General Polovtseff’s hands were

tied.

Finnish Crisis

Helsingfore, Thursday, July 19.—A con flict with Russia is regarded as inevitable
because of the action of the Finnish diet in adopting a bill granting independence to
Finland. The Socialist members of parliament assert, however, that Petrograd has
its hands too full with its own troubles to attempt repression.

Before the adoption of the bill a decision was taken on the question },vhether the
measure should be treated as urgent or post poned unti] the next session, the decision in
favor of urgency required a five-sixths majority under article sixty of the constitu-
tion, which the Socialist majority had agreed to respect. The decision involved the im-
mediate voting on the bill, the result giving a two-thirds majority necessary for the al-
teration of fundamental laws.

The announcement of the vote was received by prolonged cheering and cries of
“long live Finland” and “Russian connection.” The diet thereafter rejected, 104
against 87, a proposal by M. Talas, member of the Young Finnish party, that the law,
as prescribed by the constitution be submitted for Russia’s approval or veto.

A final vote was taken on 2 reso-
lution of M. Hornberg, member of
the Swedish patty, the import of
which was that the diet reserve the|
right to break the last bonds with
Russia. The Hornberg
was defeated, chiefly by the vote of
the Socialists themselves, who stand
for this policy, but object to follow-
ing the initiative of the non-Social-
ist parties.

After the vote cn the bill, the
Senate prepared a statement to be
read by Premier Toko: announcing
its resignation. The motive was that
the Senate was appointed by the
Russian provisional government as
the inheritor of the grand duke of
Finland’s prerogatives, but as the
provisional government’s power in
Finland was now abolished, the Sen-
ate lost local standing. It would re- |-
main in power only until the diet
appointed a new Senate.

The president of the diet refused
to accept the statement on the
ground that it was out of order. The
statement will be made later. The
general expectation is that M. To-
koi will be reappointed by the diet
with a cabinet consisting of repre-
sentatives of the parties, pro rata as
heretofore. As the diet dispersed,
there was a patriotic demonstration
in the streets. M. Tokoi expressed his
satisfaction 4t the diet’s coup d’etat,
saying; ‘“We may be sure of Fin-
land’s indepehdence guaranteed for
all time.”

British headquarters in France,
June 30.—(By mail)—The feminine
section of the British army is grow-
ing larger day by day. XKhaki clad
young women, at first confined to'the
‘Red Cross séction of the field army,
are rapidly pushing into many de-
partments of army activity, displac-
ing men who in turn are passed along
to work nearer the front line tren-
ches.

Every boat iconmiing from England
brings new companies of women
workérs. At first the women were
mostly at the remote bases, but now
they may be found working further
and further afield, sometimes in-
deed within hearing digtance of the
guns. In the clerical departments at
the .chief bases, women have very
largely displaced men. As chauff-
leurs they are being employed by
lhundreda. not only on ambulanees
‘and light supply wagons, but also ou’
heavy transport lorries and with en--
tire success.

Six hundred young women car-
penters are at work building army
huts. They have only six weeks o!
instructions and preparation in Eng-
land before crossing the

While at work
it is. under eommand of young wo-
men lieutenants, who act their part
as smartly as any British subaltern
with the actual fighting forces.

Several other attacks at
different parts of the front were re-
pulsed by the French, who inflicted
heavy losses on the Germans.

“Successful raids were made by
us southwest of La Bassee and south
of Armentieres, German positions
were. entered .on a widé front, a
number of the enemy were killed
and his dugouts were bombed. Hos-
tile raiding parties were repulsed
north of Havrincourt wood and south
of Armentieres.

ploy the utmost energy to obtain
satisfaction of the German demands.

Spain Protests :
Madrid, July 21.—A statement by
Lord Cecil, British Minister of Block-

ade, that twenty belligerent and neu-
tral-ships had been submarined in
Spanish territorial waters caused the
Spanish Government to publish a
seml-official note affirming' that only
one vessel had been submariped -in
Spanish waters, and that the govern-
ment had made a vigorous protest to
the German Government to prevent
a recurrence of such an act.

 Belgian Rebief . ;
New York, July 21.—In the negh-
tiations with the Belgian relief com-
mission- in regard to supplying suf-
ficient Dutch ships to take over the
entire Belgian relief work, the Dutth
Government has offered to provide
