BEEFLESS LAW

act Definition of What
Meat is Beef

STEW IS UNDER BAN

Hotelmen and Restaurant
Keepers Puzzled Over
Status of Fancy Dishes

Whgt is beef? This is a question
the managers of many restaurants
throughout the Dominion are anxious
lo have answered. The Encyclopedia
Britannica defines :beef ‘as “‘the flesh
of the ox, cow .or:bull, ‘as used for
food.” Hotel and eating house own-
ers whose ‘duty it is to feed 'the pub-
lic, would like to know if this defin-
ition ‘takes in any and every part of
the animal. - As.the '‘matter stands
now.a great deal.of eonfusion seems
to exist as to what the act really
megns; and-attempts on the part of
various interested parties to have
those in authokity definitely con:
strue it have not been very success-
ful. .

Among the vexed questions puzz-
ling ‘local bonifaces 'is that concern-
ing other parts of the amimal than
‘the careass. For instancé: Does the

tongue, liver, brains, tripe, sweet-
breads and other organs of a beef
commonly used. as food? Or are thess

exempt? Is veal also exempt under
the act?

Inquiries at the food controller’s
office in Ottawa brought forth the in.
formation that the order-in-council
regarding meatless days had not beea
interpreted in any way by them. It
would seem,. therefore, that where
‘““beef” is prohibited, it is an open
question whether by it is meant the
carcass only, or also liver, sweet-
breads, tripe;, etc. The general, if
not the official acceptance, of the
word “beef” is that it meahs the
regular cuts, rather than the organs
of the animal body.

A statement issued from the food
controller’s office this week makes it
clear that beef stew must not be
served on heefless days. Managers of
numerous restaurants were under the
impression that they were within the
law in serving such dishes as beef
stew on Tuesdays and Fridays: but
this is erroneous and punishable by
a fineof $100 for first offenses, sub-
sequent infractions making erring
ones liable to a $500 fine or three
months’ imprisonment, of ‘both:
