BERLIN YIELDS TO
KITCHENER

(From the Boston Transcript.)
There is moré than surface
significance in the fact that
the city of Berlin, Ontario, has
by poplar vote changed its
name to Kitchener, and that
this e has been ratified by
the City cil. This thriving,
progressive municipality, which
is the chief centre of the Can-
adian Germany, has long been
noted for its sense of individual
distinction. For years after it
had reached the stature of a city
it preferred to be known as “the
t town in Canada.” All
attempts to amalgamate it and
the adjoining town of Waterloo
have been frustrated because
neither place was willing to
merge its individuality or lose
its name. But the war
changed al] that. The Germans
in Canada have been for the
most demonstrative in
their loyalty to the British Em-
pire. Feeling themselves under
suspicion because of their des-
cent and their language, they
have made haste to shed their
racial peculiarities and to make
themselves like their fellow-
countrymen of Anglo-Saxon
origin.

The plan of changing the
name of Berlin was first moot-
ed at the beginning of the war.
But besides offending civic pride
it seemed then like a gratuit-
uous and slightly affected ges-
ture of loyalty. More, recently,
however, the merchants of the
city have begun to feel a loss
of trade because of the stigma
of the Teutonic name. Some-
thing like an informal boycott
has taken on the part of out-
siders. Therein doubtless lies
the real motive for the'change,
and also the deeper meaning of
the episode for the whole prob-
lem of trade-reconstruction af-
ter the war.
