FROM LEFT TO RIGHT.

Our Turning That Way "l- a Relie of
Sun Worship.

When our thoughts turn toward the
Parsces, that strange se.t of sun worship-
ors that has retoined almoss intact its
anciont practices and beliefs, it never oo-
curs to us that there are traces of that
form of old time religion in the common-
est actions of our daily life.

We wind a watch and turn a screw
loft to right, and we think we do it be-
cause it is the only right and proper way,
but if wo wish to extract a screw we find
tho reverse prooess just as efficacious and
easy.

Wo réad from left to right, and when
wo sit down to indite an epistle to our
friends our pen goes in the same direction.
Wo open a book and a fold of note paper at
the left side. That is because we read in
the same direction as the sun moves, and
of course we must write in a correspond-
ing way. But there are two points to be
noted in this connection. We turn the
leaves over from right to left, whereas it
is really easler to do as the Jews do—begin
at what we call the end and turn the
Jeaves with the sun. And the second 1]
is that in writing we make the “o," the
tops of the *‘g’’ and ‘‘q,” a8 well as oes-
from right to lefs and
find it very easy.

The last mentioned point suggests that
our ordinary direction is not absolutély
necessary for the due pefrotmance of our
dally actions, but we scem to think 1t is.
