The native Cruik* 
shank begins with a picture of a happy 
home, at any rate of a happy summer 
house. The native debauchee is taking 
his first whiff, He reclines on a couch 
of ebony, inlaid with marble, and all 
his surroundings are elegant and luxur­
ious. This is No. 1 of the series. No 
_ represents parental expostulations— 
the youth on his knees betore his father, 
and promising never to do it again ; No. 
3, relapse; and No. 4- the wife painting 
scrolls for a livelihood in tho miserable 
home. In No. 5 the smoker is ut 
.. again, while the wife and children, 
with a reckless indifference to perspec­
tive which is in itself suggestive of de­
spair, weep by the aide of the besotted 
father's couch, and the old mother does 
the work of a domestic drudge. In 
No. 6, the wife loses lier temper, and 
dashes the smoking gear to the ground, 
while the infuriated debauchee tries to 
beat her with a bamboo. In No. 7, he 
.. again sucking at the recovered pipe, 
while compassionate friends vainly offer 
him the food for which he has lost all 
appetite. In No. 8, wife and child re* 
gard him with horror, but lie does not 
seem to mind. In No, V, he has been 
sold up, and his lodging is on the cold 
ground. In No. 10, the dogs are after 
him, as he crawls through the villages. 
No. 11 is tho same as No. 10, ‘only more 
so.’Hn No. 12, we see him. or rather the 
wretched skeleton of him, crawling into 
a hole in the rooks, in a wintery land­
scape, to die -still hugging the pipe 
that has brought him to ruin.

THE METHODIST CHURCH.

The Rev. Henry Daniel now living in 
St. John has been in the ministry of 
the Methodist Church in these Maritime 
Provinces sixty three years and has at­
tended every District Meeting and An­
nual Conference held during all these 
years. He is now in his eighty-sixth 
year but is still in vigorous health and 
retains a keen and lively interest in all 
the movements of the time and es­
pecially in all matters affecting the pro* 
gress and welfare of the Christian 
churches generally.

The twelve Conferences composing 
the Methodist Church of the Dominion 
of Canada have recently been held, 
vast amount of work has been accom* 
plished during the various sessions, 
and gratifying increase in the connexion- 
al funds and in the membership ’of the 
church is reported for the past year.

Some 1400 nèw members were red 
ceived in the New Brunswick and P. 
E. Island Conference alone. During the 
past 30 years the Wesleyan church in 
England has spent forty-five millions of 
dollars in tho erection of places of 
worship. There are 14000 pulpits 
among the various branches of the 
Methodist church to fill every Sabbath, 
The demand is met by 4000 ordained 
ministers and 10,000 local preachers. 
Forty «Jour thousand new members were 
received into the Wesleyan church iu 
England during the past year.

The work in connection with the 
Temperance Reform is being carefully 
attended to by that church especially 
among tho young people. There are 
over four thousand Bands of Hope with 
a membership of 420,000. One of the 
ablest of the ministers is set apart to 
care for the interests of temperance 
throughout the connection and one 
sabbath in the year is recognized as the 
temperance sabbath and sermons in all 
the churches are preached touching on 
the different aspects of this great ques­
tion.

About 130 of tho youn'g people in the 
Sabbath Schools on the Sackville Cir* 
cuit have signed the total abstinence 
pledge during the past year.

The following resolution m regard to 
temperance matters was passed by the 
N. B. & P. E. 1. Methodist Conference 
d,-iW jèMEttto “SSiWAtJWtWSiWUa-- 
cation at the growth of public sentiment 
and the awakening of the individual and 
national conscience in reference to the 
enormity und destructiveness of the 
liquor traffic and it recognizes the con 
tinued progress of the principles and 
aims of temperance reform. Especially 
does it note the appearance of the ad­
vance work which is being accompl ish- 
ed by the introduction into our day 
schools of valuable text books, and the 
increased attention which has been 
given to the subject in S. School teaph- 
ing, in the securing of young people as 
pledged abstainers in many of the 
churches. It would earnestly remind 
our membership that the attitude of the 
Methodist church continues to be one of 
uncompromising hostility to the liquor 
traffic in all its forms, and hails with 
thankfulness its growing sympathy with 
the principles of total and absolute pro­
hibition. The committee recognizes the 
fact that the strength and success of all 
agitation for temperance legislation do* 
pends upon the votes cast at the various 
elections and strongly recommends our 
people at all elections to use their influ­
ence and ballots for the carrying out of 
the groat principles and purposes of tho 
temperance movement. In view of the 
approaching elections in the different 
counties and cities, our people are urged 
to perform their duty in this matter ir* 
respective of all political party. Ihe 
committee also urges the importance of 
the observance of one sabbath in the 
year to be known as tho temperance 
sabbath for the preaching of temperance 
sermons and the reading to our congre­
gation the statements and tho recom­
mendation»'of our church on this sub* 
jeot. The first>bbath in December is 
recommended as the day to be set apart 
for this purpose. In answer to a re* 
quest from the Dominion Alliance the 
following brethren are nominated as 
delegates to the Council meeting of the 
Alliance to be held at Toronto in Sep- 
tomber next: Rev. C. H. Paisley; A. 
W. James; Dr. Inch, and J. L Melfish.

The idea of shipping cattle from the 
continent to Great Britain originated 
some forty years ago with an English­
man, Mr. Alfred Reeve, win, is now a 
great breeder and landowner at Pa ken* 
hum Suffolk- I11 the year 1852, Mr. 
Reeve used to go out, buying cattle along 
tho Grand Trunk between Toronto and 
Guelph, shipping them into the former 
city. Cattle were bought cheap iu 
those days and sold at whfct seéma to us 
nowadays a ridiculously lo\v figure, the 
average being about $16 a head. Mr. 
Reeve had the contract for supplying 
fresh meat to tho British troops in 
Canada, at that time numbering 24,000 
men. On one occasion the Great East­
ern brought out a number of men and 
horses for the govermenl, and* Mr. 
Reeve conceived tho idea of utilizing 
the stalls used by the horses on the trip 
out for carrying back cattle to the old 
country, believing that there would be 
money in the enterprise. Nothing of 
the kind had before been attempted or 
thought of. The goverment. however, 
true to their usual red tape, refused to 
allow it, and -hergreat steamer returned 
empty. A boat was then chartered 
from Dutchman, the rato per head be­
ing £10, and, in addition, Mr. Reeve 
had te erect the stalls for tho cattle, 
perîmènt was mosfc*IfCfCddssreri;"mlh-' Me 
cattle fetched in England £42 a head . 
From this small beginning the export 
trade has reached its present dimen­
sions.—Can. Live Stock Journal.

Making the farm self-supporting— 
that is, producing in full what is needed 
for the stock kept, is a preUy theory. 
We plead guilty to having recommend­
ed the course somewhat ourselves. It 
looks well on the face of it to argue that 
in place of buying grain feed from the 
West, and paying out so much money 
for it, that farmers should grow tho 
needed grain on the farms where the 
stock is kept, and thus retain them* 
selves all the income the stock brings 
in. This seems to be the theory of 
the Board of Agriculture in encourag­
ing experiments in the production of 
Prof. Roberts’balanced ration fur tho 
silo.

A careful consideration of the situa­
tion, however, in our State, will show 
that this pretty theory may or may not 
be sound in practice. As the case now 
is, a great majority of the farmers in 
the State are bending their efforts to the 
production of the hay crop, and depend­
ing on buying their grain largely. It is 
plain that in order to produce this 
needed grain a portion of tho labor 
must be withdrawn from the hay pro­
duction as now* carried on, and trans­
ferred to the other crops. This of 
necessity must cut down the hay crop, 
or there must be more labor employed 
on the farm. If the hay grown is re* 
duced in quantity, the amount of stock 
kept must be reduced in numbers, when, 
of course, the income from tho same 
will be correspondingly reduced in 
amount. It may therefore follow, and 
probably does, that under the present 
practice of making the hay a specially, 
and purchasing the grain to go ,vith it, 
the Maine Farmer is getting more net 
out of his farming than would be the 
case from a reduced yet self-supporting 
business.

liay as a specialty on Maine farms has 
much to commeud it. In the first place, 
we have cheap lands; the climate, soil 
and seasons are adapted to the crop, and 
its production calls for the employment 
of a comparatively small amount o 
man-labor. After all, this labor prob 
lem is the moat serious one the New 
England farmer has to deal with. Labor­
ers lyarfrew and wages high. A general 
extension of labor on the farms is hardi 
ly possible among us. Hence, a change 
in the ditection of making tho farm 
self-sustaining necessarily requires, 
under existing conditions, a reduction 
in hay production, and the consequent 
keeping of lens stock. That it is, then, 
the better practice to keep up the pye* 
sent special hay production with the 
purchase of grain, rather than to cut 
dow n the stock kept, we have no doubt. 
So long as one crop can be produced to 
better advantage than another, the 
theory of making the (arm self-sustain­
ing through the production of all crop, 
needed is unsound.—Maine Farmer.
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
