In our last issue we referred 
at some length to the by-elections 
for the House of Commons, then 
approaching. It affords us pleas­
ure to-day to announce that in 
each of the three constituencies in 
which contests were held the Gov­
ernment was defeated. The tac­
tics employed by Sir Wilfrid and 
his friends to win these elections 
are admirably shown up by our 
Ottawa correspondent. The Gov­
ernment left nothing undone to 
win Sherbrooke from the Conser­
vatives. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, J. 
Israel Tarte, W. S. Fielding, Wm. 
Paterson, Sydney Fisher and other 
ministers of the Crown took the 
most prorain'r'f °nd active part in

paign fundever used in one elec­
tion in the Dominion, is said to 
have been sent into the Riding 
to assist the Government to win, 
and the place was deluged with 
whiskey. Hon. Mr. Fisher, Min­
ister of Agriculture, being the re­
presentative of the neighboring 
County of Brome, made the fight 
his own, and remained in Sher­
brooke throughout the campaign. 
Being a typical Grit purist, he 
believed in putting down bribery 
and corruption, and promoting the 
election of the Grit candidate by 
using lots of money to purchase 
votes. Being an ardent prohibi­
tionist and a strenuous advocate 
of the Laurier brand of prohibi­
tion plebiscite, he made sure that 
sufficient whiskey had been 
brought in to debauch, if possible, 
the whole electorate. The con­
stituency being a mixed one, 
French and English, Mr. Tarte 
played his hypocritical role of ap­
pealing to the national prejudices 
of his compatriots. On the even­
ing before the election he har- 
rangued the multitude, and here 
is a sample of what he said : “The 
question to-day is to know whether 
a French Canadian is as good as 
an Englishman. I say yes with 
out fear. The English have had 
their turn. For the first time we 
have a French premier. I think 
he has no reason to be ashamed 
of his race. Our English friends 
are as proud of it as we. It is 
true that I insisted on the guaran­
tee which is the safeguard of min­
orities, the convocation of parlia­
ment . . When my friends
demanded of me that I should go 
out of the government I asked my­
self where" I should fling myself. 
Would it be on the side of Sir 
Charles Tupper, who would have 
been ready to send 100,000 troops 
to Africa without consulting par­
liament. I remain a member of 
the government, and I thank Pro­
vidence to-day that He has given 
me power to stay at my post. I 
hope that there are conservatives 
among you who hear me, and I 
beg of you to speak to all the 
French Canadian Conservatives 
of Sherbrooke and ask them why 
they should wish to drive Sir Wil­
frid Laurier out of power. All 
Canada has its eyes, on you. It 
wants to know if because the 
Government has at its head one 
of ourselves it does not merit con-1 
tidence.” The members of the 
Government boasted on the eve of 
the election that they would carry 
Sherbrooke by at least 500 ma 
jority. One member of the Gov 
eminent offered to bet a hundred 
dollars that their man would be

unfortunate Liberals present were 
compel'ed to listen. He repeated 
the stale falsehoods of Conseivative 
leaders like Mr. Foster and Mr. Davin 
and echoed the slanders of the worst 
opponents of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. He 
magnified the expenditure by many 
millions just as the most unscruplous 
section of the Conservative press is 
doing and accused Sir Wilfrid Lau 
rier and Sir Richard Cartwright of 
going back on their pledges and pol­
icy. This from a gentleman who up 
to the early 90's was an ardent Con­
servative supporting the red parlor 
regime and prohibitive tariff duties, 
was not to be enduied.’’ In the face 
of such evidence as here produced, 
surely no thinking man can have any 
doubt that the Government received 
a serious lebuff in the by-elections of 
Thursday last. Yet the Patriot pre­
tends to be well satisfied with the 
result. The Patriot may whistle to 
keep up its courage ; but the facts 
are decidedly against it, as every 
unbiassed person can plainly see.

Ottawa, Jan. T6.—Before the date of 
next week’s letter parliament will be in 
session. Even now the sound and 
bnetle of preparation goes on. In one 
respect, however, the ministers are be­
hind band, as they have be-n evert 
year since they took office Only one 
important bine book dealing with the 
business of year ending so long ago as 
last June has vet been issued. The 
Pnblic Accounts report, which Mr. 
Foster was in the habit of sending ont 
in October or November, has been de­
livered in January. The Tiade and 
Navigation report, containing the de­
tails of the trade of the year, has not 
been seen or heard from. Hr Mac­
kenzie Bowell usually had it resdy in 
November or December. The auditor 
general’s big book, the most interesting 
and instructive publication of all, which 
contains particulars of the expenditure 
of all the departments, should have 
been circulated before the end of 1899. 
We need not expect it until some time 
after the house meets. Last year the 
boose met late, bnt not so late as tbe 
returns appeared, for it was May before 
the whole of the expenditure statement 
was before the people. The auditor 
general explained that be had not been 
able to get the statements from the 
departments in time for earlier publica­
tion. As parliament meets six weeks 
earlier this year the house may be de­
prived of this information until nearly 
the close of tbe eeseion. Yet it is a 
large part of the business of the house 
of commons tp enquire into the expen­
diture of public money, and one of the 
most important committees has for its 
special duty the investigation of the 
accounts appearing in the auditor’s 
blue book. The title assigned to an 
Anglo-Saxon king has been earned by 
the finance minister, who mav well be 
called “Fielding the Unready.”

THE SHERBROOKE DISASTER
When the retn-ns from yesterday’s 

by-elections reached the premier and 
two of his colleagues th=y became sad. 
Tbe government had staked much on 
the Sherbrooke election. They recog­
nized the fact that the late Mr. Ives, 
as a member of the government and a 
man of strong personal and family in­
fluence, bad great strength in the 
riding, and supposed that his death 
would transfer Sberbrook to tbe liberal 
cola "on. It is in a sense a metropolis. 
The Eastern Townships, though in 
Quebec province, comprise sn import­
ant and somewhat self-contained dis­
trict of ten or twelve constituencies, of 
which Sherbrooke is a sort of commer­
cial and political centre. The Eastern 
Townships are always represented in 
tbe cabinet, and have given the country 
such statesmen as Sir Alexander Galt, 
Hons. J, H. Pope, L. 8. Huntington, 
C. C. Colby and J B. Ives. The present 
minister of agriculture is their succes­
sor, and Mr. Fisher has made the 
Sherbrooke fight his own, in so far that 
he has given bis whole time to the 
campaign, recognizing that his stains 
as a leader depended upon his success 
in holding the key to the EAstern 
Townships position. Mr. Fisher’s pro­
hibition record, and the ridiculous 
farce of the plebiscite have done great 
harm to his reputation. Here was hie 
opp.-.rtunity to show that he was still 
a factor in politics.
