The C.P.R. will make application at
the next session of parliament for a
charter for a branch line between
Strathcona and Killam, a distance of
87 miles. Killam is on the C.P.R.
Wetaskiwin branch extended. If this
charter is granted and the railway
company build the line,-it is consid-
ered not improbable the Camrose-
Strathcona branch will be abandoned
for the present. The C.P.R. intends
to eventually construct a short line
between Edmonton and Winnipeg by
way of Moose Jaw.

IMPROVING THE ROADS.

J. R. Boyle, M.P.P., has returned
from a week’s trip through the east-
ern part of the Sturgeon constituency,
looking over road improvements.

The Government will complete this
yearthe improvement of the Victoria
trail from near Fort Saskatchewan to
Pakan, a distance of seventy-five
miles. The road is being put in first-
class condition and substantial bridg-
es built over all the streams flowing
down into the Saskatchewan. This,
Mr. Boyle, says, will be one of the
finest automobile drives in the coun-
try, as the road in many places skirts
the broad valley of the river.

The improvement of the road has
opened for settlement a large area of
country formerly very difficult of ac-
cess and during the summer hundreds
of settlers bave gone into this dis-
trict.

A road has also been opened by the
Government from the bridge near thé
mouth of the Sturgeon river north in-
to townships 58 and 59, which have
been very largely settled this sum-
mer,

Threshing was under way through-
out the district visited. Oats arc
turning out well and the yield is much
heavier than anticipated. Hay is a
good crop and stock is looking fine.

At the: First Presbyterian church
yesterday morning the pastor, Rey
Dr. McQueen, delivered an important
address, setting forth the growth and
n2eds of the home mission werk of
the Presbyterian church in-Canada,
particularly of Western Canada.

This sermon was in accordance with
a rulinig of the last ggneral assembly
that Sunday, Oct. 20, be set apart for
the discussion of the plans of the
church’s work and expansion. The
—
needs of that portion of the Presby
terian church comprising Ontario
Quebec, and the western provinces
through to the coast for the year end
ing in February next, will be: Foreigr
missions, $122,000; augmentation = o
stipends, $45,000; French evangeliza
tion, $44,000; colleges (Manitoba), $9,
060 ; aged and infirm ministers’ fund
$18,000; assembly fund, $8,000; temp
erance and moral reform, $5,000.

Where 25 years ago there were west
of Lake Superior only four self-sus
taining churches, ten augmentec
churches and twenty-six missiens
there were mnow 166 sclf-sustaining
churches, 79 augmented and 574 mis
sions.
