Gowan, who sit on the council for the
first time, were present, together with
J. D. Hyndman, J. W. Mould and J.
1. Miller, representatives of last
years’ couhncil,

The desk occupied by Ald. Grindley
was graced with a -beautiful bouquet
of red roscs and maidenhair fern, sent
by some admirer or admirers as a
compliment to him on his assumption
of office.

Mayor’s Inaugural Address.

His Worship Mayor Armstrong
opened the meeting with the reading
of his inaugural address, It was a mat.

His Worship then ‘emphasized the
responsibility which rested upon them
as the elected representatives of the
citizens.

departments, in order that their ac
tions as aldermen might be in the best
interest of the. city, and it would he
the duty of.the superintendents of de
partments to furnish them upon re
quest with such information as they
desired.

A communication was received from
C. 8. Eaton, reresenting The Interna-
tional Heating & Lighting Co., of
Cieveland, Ohio. requesting an oppor-
tunity to present to the couneil a pro-
position for the construction and op-
eration of a gas works in the city.
Enclosed in the letter was a receipt
from the Merchants Bank for the sum
of $5,000, deposited with them in t,ust
to .serve as a pledge of good faith
while negotiations are in progress. Mr.
Eaton also stated that in the event
of an agreement. being reached the
company would provide such security
as might -be ‘agreed upon, to guaran-
tee. the faithful performance of the
terms of the contract.

Ald, Hyndman, while
agreeing that the representative of
the company should have the oppor-
tunity of presenting their proposition
to the council suggested. that in view
of the fact that up to the present the
city had retained control of all public
utilities, no franchise should be given
without careéful enquiry.

many heart-rerding scenes. Had the
fire started a fow hours earlier there
probably would have been hundreds of
men caught instead of eight. The ex-
plosion took place when Ferguson and
