The Maggie 
Abandoned.

West End. and well and favourably 
known in St. John s, being kiled by 
felling from aloft. The accident oc­
curred at 2 p.m. that day. Capt. Con­
nors was- at the wheel and the crew 
were engaged taking in sail when Ma­
honey who was tying up the lee arm 
ip some manner unknown lost his 
grip on the vifrd and fell to the deck. 
He was picked up in an unconscious 
condition and taken into the fore 
castle where Capt. Connors did every­
thing possible to revive him but with 
out avail. The poor fellow never re 
gained consciousness, and after being 
taken to the cabin ttye body was pre­
pared for burial and consigned to thi 
deep the next day at 4 p.m. The ship 
*as then hove to and after the Capt. 
had read the prayers prescribed for 
such a mournful occasion the body 
was lowered into the sea. The poor 
fellow leaves a wife and daughter in 
St. John’s and one son, Joseph; in the 
I’nited States. The widow and fa,lily 
are the objects of much comnpsera- 
tion in the city. Shortly after this 
mournful incident occurred the Mag­
gie ran into a sea of heavy Arctic ic< 
and here she received the damage 
which ended in her destruction. The 
ship received several bad squeezes 
when she had not been long in the 
floe, and after a while was cut com­
pletely through on the port side. Tc 
try and stop the inrush of water 
there she was hove out to starboard 
but soon this side was badly damaged 
also by the ice pressure, the rudder 
was damaged, the cutwater carried 
away and when the ice loosened up 
the ship began to fill and seemed to be 
doomed, ônly one boat was left, the 
others having been smashed up in the 
storm, and this was placed on run­
ners and provisioned and put out or 
the ice. The crew hoped by this 
means to save their lives as they knew 
they were in the track of. shipping 
and when the Sagona was sighte'd on 

! Monday afternoon the crew were de- 
j lighted. She bore down on them it 
! answer to the signals hoisted on the 
I now fast settling Maggie and were 

taken on board. Before he left the 
i ship (’apt.

The 
seas also beat away the bulwarks and 
rails and she was rendered unmanage­
able. No such weather had ever be­
fore been experienced by Capt. Con­
nors or his crew.

' An attempt was made to assassinate 
King Victor Emmanuel this morning. 
Several shots Were fired aYhim. All 
midsed the target and the assailant 
was arrested. The King was just 
leaving the Palace for the Pantheon to 
attend the Memorial Service in honor 
of his father. King Humbert. A young 
man fired several shots from a crowd 
in the street. One of the officers of 
the King's body guard fell dangerous­
ly wounded, but the King was un­
touched. In the tremendous excite­
ment, the crowd attempted to lynch 
the would-be assassin of the King who 
sat cool and continued to the Pantheon 
and sat through the service. Man 
says he is an "individual anarchist.’’

By the time the meeting was 
commenced there were representa­
tives of all the Tories in- the city pre­
sent and perhaps 200 sealers, which 
were later added to by those who 
went there after the Coaker meeting 
closed. Mr, Morison was on the door 
and was working overtime getting off 
his how, as graceful, said a Bonavis 
ta Bay man, as when he seeks our 
votes north. While the crowd were 
kept waiting, gramophone selections 
were in order. About 8.30 the meet 
ing opened with ('apt. W. Winsor in 
the chair. t He asked all for a good 
hearing and introduced Sir E. P. Mor­
ris as the first speaker. Cheers were 
called for him by the Cashin support 
ers and some dozen responded. The 
Premier matte a blunder right at the 
outset of his jeremiad. He said he 
was glad to see such a large gather 
ing. "but you will see the Opposition 
papers in their criticisms to-morrow 
saying there was about a half dozen 
present."
