that the Japanese Government intends to carry out, to the full its 
obligations under the Anglo-Jap Treaty. The correspondent 
says the Jan Navy has put to sea and will .co-operate with the 
British fleet in taking effective action against the enemy’s ships 
in the Pacific.

PARIS, To-Day.
The Havos agency announces that Field Marshal Sir John 

French, Commander in Chief of the English forces has joined 
General Joffre, French Commander at the chief headquarters to­
day, the locality is not mentioned.

Clearing North Sea of Mines.
LONDON, To-Day.

Anthony Nugent, writing to the London Globe says:—“I have 
seen the silent service of Nâvy. My location was a small port 
which I shall not name. There I had some experiences which is 
unforgettable. The swift coming and going of ships» the readi­
ness of the men, and the material displayed were great things to 
see. It was no surprise to me to read the Admiralty announce­
ment yesterday that our trade routes are open, but for mines in 
the North Sea.

LINING UP FOR FIRST GREAT 
BATTLE IN BELGIUM.

LONDON. To-day.
Pushing forward by weight of num­

bers, the German advance across Bel­
gium is slowly but steadily proceed­
ing. Soon must come the contact 
with the allied armies, which accord­
ing to an official communication from 
Brussels last night, are in battle or­
der some point unknown. Belgian 
outposts skirmishing, it is said, have 
inflicted severe checks on the German 
forces, but the whole German wing 
is kept on its way, and reached a line 
from North Namur to Paslen which 
suggests the first big battle will be 
fought somewhere between Louvain 
and Diest where the allies probably 
will try to block the roads to Brussels 
and Antwerp and prevent the German 
attempt to render North Belgium un­
tenable. Farther south, the French 
troops entered Belgium through 
f'hareloi, going to the relief of their 
neighbors and aid in any attack di­
rected toward Namur, while in the 
East, the French are reported to have 
secured possession of the ridges in 
the Vosges Mountains and hold the

! passes of Le Benhomme and Saint 
Marie au Mines, through which im­
portant roads pass which it is de­
clared give them great strategic ad­
vantage. The Germans are again 
hammering away at the Liege forts, 

j According to their accounts one of 
the forts Pontisse has fallen. This 
however is denied by the Belgians,

I who tell of another slaughter of in­
vaders who they say attempted to 
rush the fortress. Military strategists 
are of opinion that the Germans are 
meeting with much delay which they 
did not count upon. Every day the 
Belgians keep them fighting and this 
means the increase of Russian for­
ces on their Eastern frontier. They 
express the belief unless Germany 
soon disposes of Belgium and France 
she will have to choose between with­
drawing a great part of her army 
from the West or leaving the road to 
Berlin open to the forces of the Em­
peror of Russia. Already hordes of 
Russians are reported to be marching 
toward Prussia on one side and Au­
strian Galicia on the other. In the 
later country they are said to be in 
the vicinity of the Styr River which is 
on the route to l^emberg.
