VICTORY FLAGSTAFF AT KEW.

It is expected that in about a week's
time the new Victory Flagstaff—the
second highest in the world—will be
sérected on the summit of what is call-
‘ed Victory Mound at Kew Gardens, on
the. south-west outskirts of London.
This gigantic pole is 215 feet in Leight,
or 73 feet higher than. the Nelson
Monument in Trafalgar Square, and
is the gift of the Government of Brit-
ish.Columbia to replace the old flag-

F'staff received from British Columbia

in 1861, which till recently occupied
the same site, but had to be removed
owing to its having fallen into decay.
The original tree, a magnificent speci-
men of Douglas fir, or Oregon pine,

as felled in the forests of British

; ’Col\lmbin in 1914, and was originally
‘2zo_reet high and 6 fest in diameter

at the base. After a voyage half round
the world the spar reachad the
Thames as long ago as 1915, but ow-
ing. to the extréme delicacy of the
task of handling such a staff and the
difficulties of the war its erection has
been delayed. The office of Works, in
order to eliminate the risk of the de-
cay which overtook its predecessor,
are not sinking the Victory Flagstaff
in a concrete pit, but are making it
rest upon an immense steel plate, with
a ridge which will fit into a corres-
ponding soeket in the trunk. By this
means, it is believed, greater security
will be obtained against wind pressure
and freer play to the staff, whose
stability will be further reinforced by
eight powerful steel guys attached to
lafge steel rings deeply embedded in
blocks of solid concrete.
SOULDIER , HUS-
BANDS.

There used to be a sgcial statistic-
fan in Australia in the service of one
of the State Governments who made

tion. He would give statistics of hus-
bandless wives, and make dry com-

"ments upon the habit of marrying a

Australian social condi-
tions are not perhaps now open to the

by the native man of figures. But il ap-
pears that some Australian scldiers
have inherited the trait of forgetful-
ness; and have left wives behind them
in Hngland anxious to know their
husba.nds whereabouts. It appears
that ‘these unhappy women, who per-
haps married in haste, are sufficiently
numerous to have induced the Do-
minion Government to appoint a spec-
ial officer at the London headquarters
i in Wummater to investigate their

mischance. Our other Colonial sold-
iers do not seem to have had qqltc the
same foregottul_ or unlucky ways.

THE COSTLY CANARY.

The canary has become an aristocrat
among birds, and thé linnet has enter-
ed the ranks of the middle clans. In
Club Row in the East End of London,
the most famous bird market in the
world, you now have to pay anything

for a yellow canary, “a cock in song,”
that before the war was sold for from
eight to ten shillings, while ihe lin-
nets that used to be sold in paper
bags for fourpence now cost one-and-
sixpence. This hits the working men
with whom' song birds are a hobby,
especially as the canary’s cost of liv-
ing has increased enmormously. It is,
indeed, the cost of birdseed that ac-
counts for the price of the bird. This
is not the singing season, but as soon
as it begins again the veteran song-
sters, who have never missed a sea-
son during the war, will again be car-
ried down every Sunday in the famil-
far cages covered with black cloth to
the public houses all about Club Row

held. The men who enfer their birds
are a class by themselves, typical
London workers with close-cropped
hair and clean-shaven, wrinkled faces.

REAL BOLSHEVIK PROPAGANDA.

Every now and then an instance of
official error comes out of such magni-
tude that it startles not only the pub-
lic but Whitehall iself, but the one
that has come to my notice— trans-
cends all its predecessors. The Arch-
angel Government recently received
from this ccuntry an issue of rouble
notes to strengthen their currency.
These notes were printed here. What
was the amazement of the North Rus-
sians to find that the new notes were
decorated with a picture of the Tsar’s
head. It was necessary to issus them
at once and so impossible to wait for
plates to be made and new notes print-
ed. All that could be done was to black
out the picture of the Tsar. The Bol-
sheviks of course soon got some of
the notes and found in them the fla-
est piece of propaganda that had ever
came their way. With this in hand
they were able to convince Kussian
peasants that the Engli§h were in Rus-
sia to re-establish Tsardom. The dif-
ficulties of the British on the Rus-
sian front and the difficulties of the
Archangel Government were decreas-
ed by this extraordinary blunder. No
one there could conceive how the
notes came to be designed, but es-
pecially how they came to pass the
scrutiny of the British officials con-
cerned in the matter. The second in-
eptitude is a minor thing after that,
but it, too, was good for Bolshevik
propaganda. Two of the . traunsports
that brought out troops are named
tsar and Tsarifsa. Sixpenny-worth of
paint would have altered their names
to something in keeping with the
ideals of the Archangel Republic, but
no one seemed to have thought of
that, and the Bolsheviks point to the
fact that British troops came out in
ships dedicated to Tsardom.
