the Opposition, says:—“They should 
never have allowed the announcement 
of prorogation to have passed unchal- 
lr . .1 but should have resorted to every 

nown to the Constitution by 
ch a consummation could have 
eluded.” He expressly states 
-elief that the Opposition 
tuated by any unworthy 

in not doing this. He 
at it was a mistake in tactics 
Huntington not to have pro- 

iliiccu some of the incriminatory docu­
ments at the time of making his motion. 
His Excellency then quotes his own 
letter to Sir John Macdonald of the 28th 
June, agreeing with the idea of convert­
ing the Committee into a Commission as 
being the only means of obviating the 
existing difficulty ; and says that Messrs. 
Blake and Dorion, “ as members of the 
House of Commons, may have had n 
more acute appreciation of their Parlia­
mentary obligations than had occurred 
to my apprehension.’’ Upon the publi­
cation of McMullen’s letter, Earl Duffe­
rin says he was c nviuced “ that our 
original programme for an indefinite pro 
rogation of Parliament could no longer be 
adhered to, and that my presence at Ot­
tawa on the 13th Aug. was imperative.” 
Arguing in favour of proroguing, his Ex 
cellcncy lays particular stress upon the 
absence of the Government's friends on 
the loth August. He remarks that the 
Imperial officer representing the Crown 
in the Dominion is the natuial protector 
of the federal rights ol its various Pro­
vinces. and should take care that these 
rights are not infringed by insufficient

as to whether during this short recess, j JE3 Tf 
anything could be done to forward the f 
hitherto abortive enquiry touching the 
Pacific Railway Charter.” Shortly after 
the publication Jof the McMullen corre­
spondence the Governor General had 
suggested that an enquiry before three 
judges might be satisfactory if the Com­
mons Committee failed ; and he proceed­
ed to a%ue that when Parliament was 
prorogued it was his duty to issue a com­
mission, because Imperial interests were 
affected by Mr. Huntington’s charges and 
because it was not fair to leave the 
Ministers lying under these injurious 
charges without some means of defend­
ing themselves. He says that the Com­
missioners are generally regarded as per­
sons of unblemished integrity, sound 
judgment, and professional ability, while 
the length of time all ttiree have been re­
moved from politics frees them from the 
suspicion of political partizanship. He 
combats the assertion that the issue of 
the Commission is an invasion of the 
privileges of Parliament ; because the 
Crown was concerned in the inquiry, and 
the Crown possesses no absolute guaran­
tee that it will be renewed, or that when 
renewed it will be effectual. '' The House 
of Commons may declare the issue of the 
Commission to be inopportune and un- 
advisable, and may visit with its displea­
sure the Ministers who counselled its ap­
pointment,but it can have no locus standi 
as against the Crown itself.” “By his 
own act Mr. Huntington submitted the 
matter to the direct cognizance of the 
Crown.” Lord Dufferin “ trusts, and so 
far believes, that Mr. Huntington is mis­
taken” ; but does not think Mr^Hunt- 
irgton fears enquiry, and adds : “ But 
that, after all he has said and done, he 
should have misgivings as to his case, is 
not credible, and such an injurious sup­
position is unjustifiable.” In conclusion 
lo expresses the hope that the people of 

Canada will ultimately feel that it is for 
their permanent interest that a Governor- 
General should unflinchingly maintain 
the principle of Ministerial responsibility 
and that it is better he should be too 
tardy in relinquishing tlrs palladium of 
colonial liberty, than too rash in resort­
ing to acts of personal interference.

At Priccville, on.Monday, there was 
a large number of cattle for sale, some of 
them very good. Several buyers from n 
distance were present, aud eighty head 
were sold, at about three cents a pound, 
Of these, Mr. Buddy, Guelph, bought six­
teen head. At Durham on Tuesday, 
there was’the largest fair that has been 
held this season. Between 300 and 400 
head were for sale, mostly good cattle. 
All that were fit for enlo were bought up 
at from 2§o. to 3c. per lb. At Chats- 
worth on Monday, from 150 to 200 were 
bought at 2Jc. to 3c.; and at Hanover the 
same day about a hundred wore bought 
up at the same price. On the previous

ficient grounds for believing them guilty, 
and adds:—“ I have received the most 
solemn assurance from my Ministers,both 
individually and collectively, on their 
word as meu of honour and on their 
fealty to the Crown as ray sworn Coun­
cillors, that they aro absolutely innocent 
of the things laid to their charge.” Ho 
contradicts tho assertion that other 
gentlemen, friends of tho Government, 
waited upon him the same day and held 
language similar to the remonstrants.
In his concluding observations he says :
“ My desire is to keep the transactions 
relating to the prorogation of Parliament 
and the issuo of the Commission entirely 
distinct. Those two events are quite 
disconnected and independent and in 
reference to keeping tho Committee alive 
ho remarks “ However much I might 
have desired to do so, I could not have 
treated Parliament as a pregnant woman, 
and prolonged its existence for the sake 
of the lesser life attached to it.”

In the Governor-General’s second de­
spatch, he states the situation after pro­
rogation thus :—’The Pacific Rrnlwiy 
Committee of enquiry had become ext inct, 
and an interval of eight or ten weeks was 
to f lapse before the re-assembiy of Par-
lie meut. A question consequently arose 1 from an overdose of morphine.

The following resolution was also car 
ried :—“That in the opinion of this Con­
vention townships should he compelled 
to assess all real and personal property 
liable to assessment in said townships at 
the full value thereof, with a view of as­
similating the system of assessment car­
ried out in towns and cities ; and the ad­
justment of expenses should be born in 
common by cities and towns united to 
counties for municipal purposes.”

A motion moved at a previous stage of 
the proceedings, relative to placing tho 
assessment iu the hands of a Commis­
sioner or board of Assessors, was then 
put and carried.

It was agreed that insurance, express 
and telegraph companies be liable to be 
assessed on their revenues, notwith­
standing the non-residence or domicile in 
the municipality of their head offices and 
Direction.

A resolution was passed providing that 
every deed transferring land before its 
registration be first presented and noted 
at the Municipal Assessment Office, and 
that tho Registrar of Deeds shall not 
register the same unless it bears a certi­
ficate from the Assessment Office of such 
presentation and noting ; and further that 
parties bo required to file at the Assess­
ment Office such an outline of improve­
ments, in the way of buildings or other­
wise, as would be a guide to the assessors 
in dealing with the same. To apply to 
cities onlyi”

A Committee was appointed to prepare 
a report of the proceedings of the Con­
vention, and oond copies of the report 
to the municipalities represented and to 
the Government.

The Convention theh dissolved.

Old Country Railways.—The Weekly 

Scotsman of Oct. 4, chronicles no less 
than a dozen railway accidents as the 
week’s record. The first was at Mother- 
well, where the Scotch express ran into a 
freight wagon, and the driver was killed. 
The next was a collision between a freight 
train and some wagons on the top of a 
high viaduct. A terrible smash ensued, 
and three wagons were thrown to tho 
ground below, a distance of eighty feet. 
No one was killed, though some passers 
by below had a narrow escape. A pas­
senger train ran into a freight train near 
Leeds, and twenty persons were hurt, 
none very seriously. The other remain­
ing casualties include a train on fire and 
several fatalities.
