THIRTY VESSELS ASHORE.

Loxpox, Oct. 20.—The gale has been
yaging with iucr.ea}st:d fiercer.ess about
Queenstown and vicinity. About 30 craft,
mostly fishing smacks ar_xd small coasters,
have been driven ashore in that vicinity. In
addition considerable damage has been done
to crops, trees and other property ashore.
At Youghal, Ireland, the gale has been so
heavy that many parts of the town are
fooded. The Blackwater River has over-
fowed its banks and much damage has
been done and many sheep and cattle have
been drowned.

Dispatches from Holyhead state that 200
vessels, many of them much damaged,
have sought refuge at that port from the
storm,

UNDERMINED BY THE WAVES.

The gravest apprehensions are felt by the
ivhabitants of Sandgate, a small town on
the English Channel, two miles from
Volkestone. Storms have caused a most
\bnormal tide, and this combined with the
surricane which is blowing, is destroying
the sea-wall. Many houses situated near
the shore have already been washed over
by the angry waters, and the high road
eading to Hythe and Folkestone is sub-
merged and destroyed in many places.

RISING RIVERS.

The River Thames at Windsor, Eton
and other places is overflowing its banks
and inundating the lower parts of many
houses,

The Parett River has overflowed its
banks, Between Bridgewater and Lang-
port the country is for many miles like a
sea. Hundreds of cattle have been drowned
and many houses are submerged.

The River Shannon has burst its banks
in county Limerick inundating large tracts
of land. The reclamation work near
Enunis, in county Ciare, which recently cost
the Government £120,000 have been nearly
ruined.

Many villages in the Trent Valley are
submerged. The river Usk, Ebwy, Ruuney
and Otway have overflowed their bauks.
Many thousand acres of land are covered
with water and the roads are impassable.
A large number of buildings, weakened by
the floods, have collapsed. The loss of live
stock is very great.

A Brute Dips a Boy's Head in & Vgt of
Vitriol.

TERRYVILLE, Conn,, Oct. 19.—A brutal
crime was perpetrated by Engineer James
A. Bradshaw, of the Eagle Loch Company,
Saturday afternoon. As he was going
through™ the shop he approached W. A.
Hough, aged 17 years, who was at work
cleaning locks at his bench, and ordered him
to go to another part of the shop.on an
errund, Bradshaw has no authority over
the men in the factory, and the boy, acting
on the advice of the men in the room,
refused to obey. Bradshaw repeated the
command, and on a second refusal, picked
the boy up in his arms, and carrying him
to a vat of vitriol in the room, dipped him
in, head downward, several times before
the other employes of the room, too horri-
fiel to stir at first, conld interfere.

The boy’s screams were agonizing. His
hair was all burned off, bis scalp was raw,
his face and neck were horribly burned,
and both eyes were burned out. His re-

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THE METHODIST COUNGCIL.

An Appeal to the Brethren
in Black.”

Address to the Methodist Church and
Methodists Throughout the World
.-Prestdent Harrison Talks.

WasmINGTON, Oct. 18.—Rev. Dr. T. G.
Williams, of the Methodist Church in Can-
ada, presided over the Mathodist Council
yesterday. Hon. Charles Foster, the Secre-
tary of the Treasury, was introduced and
made a few remarks.

Bishop Wayman, of the African M. E.
Chureh, said: “‘Mr. President, I rise to a
question of high privilege on behalf of the
brothers in black, as we have been called
by the venerable Bishop Haygood and
also by Bishop Warren, to which we have
no objection. The bishops and delegates
of the African M. E. Church, the African
M. E. Zion Church and the Colored M. E.
Church have held a meeting and decided
unanimously in favor of organic union.
And now we say to all our brethren in
black, ‘Come, go with us.””

The announcement was received with
long-continued applause,

The fivst essay on international arbitra-
tion was read by Mr. I Snape, of the
United Methodist Free Church, of Liver-
pool. During the reading of Mr. Snape’s
address, President Harrison entered, ac-
companied by Rev. Dr. Carey. Every-
body in the ehureh rose to their feet, and
there was an outburst of applause as the
President ascended to the platform, and
was presented to the chairman.

President Harrison said he came to make
an expression of his respect and esteem for
this great body of delegates assembled from
all the countries of the world. This sub-
ject of international arbitration, he said,
is one which has long attracted the
attention, and I think I may say has as
greatly attracted the interest and adherence
of the Unived States as that of any other
Christian power in the world. It is
known to you all that in the recent con-
ference of the American States at Wash-
ington a proposition was distinctly made
and adopted by the adherence of all, or
nearly all, of the Governments rcpresemed.
that as applied to this hemisphere all inter-
national disputes should be settled by arbi-
tration. Of course there are limitations as
yet in the nature of things to the complete
consummation and general adoption of such
a scheme. It is quite as possible to apply
arbitration to a dispute as to a boundary
line. 1t is quite impossible, iv seems to
me, to apply it to a case of international
feud, for if there is no other subject of dis-
pute, no other promoter of war than a dis-
position to subjugate an aggressive spirit
to seize territory, a spirit of nationalag-
grandizement, that does not stop to con-
sider the rights of other men and other
people to such a nation, the prineiple of
international arbitration is impossibie or is
of remote and difficult application. The
desire of America is for peace with the
whole world. (Great applause.)

Reveral other addresses were made.

WasmiNaron, D. C., Oct. 19.—At to-
day’s session of the Ecumenical Council the
committee made a report upon the subject
of a week of prayer, recommending that
the week beginning Nov. 15 next be set
aside for that purpose and inviting all the
senior bishops anc presidents of confer-
ences representing the council to sign a call
to all Methodists. The report was adopted.
The Committee on Methodist Statistics
made a report which shows that since the
London Ecumenical Conference there has
been an increase of 80 per cent, in Metho-
dist believers. Judge Sibley, of Marierta,
Ohio, read a paper on ‘‘Marriage and
Divorce Laws.”

W asHINGTON, Oct. 20.—At the Ecumeni-
cal Council yesterday the committee to
whom was referred the question of the
third Ecumenical Conference recommended
that such conference be held in the year
1901, subject to the approval and direction
of all the several bodies of Methodists. The
committee respectfully recommends the
appointment of an executive commission,
which shall be constituted on the basis of the
organization of the Ecumenical Conference,
and which shall consist of 80 members.
The commigsion shall be divided into two
sections, called respectively the Western
and KEastern sections, the Western to
consist of 50 members, and the Eastern 30
members. Among other duties the com-
mission is to make necessary arrangements
for the next conference, subject to the ap-
proval of the several churches represented.
This report met with some opposition, and
was laid over temporarily.

The sub-committee charged with the
preparation of an address to the Methodist
Church and Methodists throughout the
world reported through Dr. Chapman, of

ingland. The address states that the ad-
herents to Methodism throughout the
world number some [25,000,000, and it
rejoices to recognize the substantial
unity which exists among the various
Methodist bodies, It reiterates its
adherence *‘to the simple scriptural and
generous theology which God, through
the clear intellect and loving heart of John
Wesley, restored to his church,” and thinks
that the time has come for a closer co-
operation of the Methodist ehurches, both
at home and abroad, which shall prevent
waste of power and unhallowed rivalry.
Continuing, the address says: ‘‘The
standing evils of society are aggravated
by the close pressure in our great
cities, and are discovered to the eyes
of all in our daily newspapers. Let us
preach and live the gospel of Christ in its
integrity, dismissing all narrow concepticn
of our duty. To these specific ailments of
mankind let us apply remedies. To do this
it will be necessary for the members of our
churches to make full use of their political
rights. To allow the great power of law
and government and their still greater
influsnce to fall into the hands of
ungodly men would be incredible folly
and sin. God forbid that any of our
churches should become the instrument of
politieal parties. 1t is doubtless necessary
that individuals should bave party attach-
ments, and Methodists are found in all the
great bistorio parties. Bnt when a member
of our church has taken his place in that
Kolhlcnl oonnection which is most in

armony with bis ideas and convictions,
let bim pever forget that there are great
moral interests superior to all party exigen-
cies in which he must seck frst the king-
dom of God and his rightecosucss. Every
ﬁropoul that imperils the ssuctity of the

ome, the purity of women, the innocovce
of oLildren, that violates Uhrlstian Salbath,
that saoctions and incresses wrong, shounld
be impertislly and esrvestly resisted. Of
e Jew of the great evile wbleh admit in
some degree of publia treatment we cau uch
be silent.

of the brood of evils, is largely created by
legulized temptation. Snares are planted in
almost every street for the unwary and un-
steady. ls it too much to ack that our
people will combine to use all legal instru-
ments to abate this wanton solicitation
of men of vice and erime? Let us discour
age in every way gambiing and betting
which spring from love of excitement aud
the lust of gain—two of the besetting evils
of the modern world—and let us abstain
from all reckless speculation in businesa,
which cannot be distinguished from gam-
bling; excessive and unfair competition,
which is secreting so much bitterness in
the breasts of men and depositing s
many of the materials of convulsion in
society should be steadily avoided and dis-
countanced. And shall we not doall we
can in quiet time to mould publie opinion
and to establish courts of arbitration so
that the somplicated orime of aggressive
war may be averted?’ In reference to
education the addresa says: *‘We shall
never cease to oppose every geystem of
national education which unduly favors any
particular church.” The trade in spirits
and opium in Africa and China is de-
nounced.

The address was unanimously adopted
without amendment. The evening session
was devoted to hearing statements from
the missionary delegates of the progress of
their evangelistic work.

RUSSIAN AGGRESSION.

A Collision Between British and Rus
sian Forces Prodicted.

Loxpoy, Oct. 20,—A Tien-Tsin dispatch
says: A frontier officer at Chang reports
that he recently met a Russian expedition
descending the Alai plateau, near the con-
fluence of the Murghabi and Aksu Rivers.
The officer adds that he protested against
this invasion of Chinese territory, but the
Russians, being in greater force than the
Chinese, disregarded the protest and con-
tinued their march. One divigion of Rus-
sians proceeded to Alichar, in the Pamir
territory, and another division marched to-
ward the great Pamir territory.

The St. Petersburg Novoe Vremya says
that a meoting between the Russzian and
the British in Pamir was inevitable,adding,
Fresh incursions and Afghan and Chines
raids, violating the conventions forbid-
ding them access to Pamir, now make it
imperative to determine the exact frontier.
Russian diplomacy would find no difficulty
in establishing suzerain rights over the
frontier.
