MADRID, June 20.—There is a shortage 

of $6,000,000 in the Cuban budget, which 
the Ministers of the Spanish Government 
hope to meet by granting the island a 
modified form of home rule.

To Study American Railroads.
BERLIN, June 20. —A colonel and ten 

other officers from a railway regiment of 
the German army have started for the 
United States, where they will study the 
American system of railways. Each officer 
will travel through an exclusive district to 
which he will be assigned by the colonel.

European Drought Relieved.
LONDON, June 21.—Heavy storms are re­

ported from Paris, Berlin and Lisbon. In 
the valley of the Minhorider, Portugal, 
twelve persons were killed by light- 
ning. The barometer is still falling in all 
three cities and it is thought that the end 
of the general European drought is near.

State Granaries Not Needed.
LONDON, June 20.—In the House of Lords

Miners and Soldiers Fight.
VIENNA, June 21. —About 1,000 miners 

struck near Dux-Bohemia yesterday and 
held a meeting on the outskirts of the city. 
A company of police tried to break up the 
meeting. The miners repulsed them, and 
the police then began firing. After several 
strikers had fallen severely wounded they 
dispersed. Later in the afternoon they 
surrounded the carriage of Count Von 
Thun, governor of the district, and tried to 
drag to the ground the count and Herr 
Gettner, chief mining engineer. The police 
fired upon the crowd. Ono man fell dead 
and another was mortally wounded. The 
rioters did not yield, however, until a com- 
pany of soldiers who had been summoned 
charged with fixed bayonets.
Powerful Pleas on Behalf of Armenian 

Prisoners.
LONDON, June 20.—The Daily News says 

telegrams have been sent to the Sultan of 
Turkey, and to the Turkish Grand Vizier, 
imploring that clemency bo shown to the 
seventeen Armenians, who were a few 
days ago sentenced at Angora to suffer the 
death penalty for the part they took in the 
seditious rioting that occurred at Ceserea 
and Marsovan last spring. The paper 
adds that the documents in the case 
purporting to involve Protestant minis- 
ters in the troubles are known to 
be forgeries. It further states that state­
ments of witnesses are said to have been 
purchased by the Government officials con­
ducting the trials of the accused men. 
There is much indignation among foreign 
residents of Constantinople at the apathy 
of the American Legation in the matter, 
and the refusal of Great Britain to send a 
consular agent to attend the trials at 
Angora. It is believed the condemned men 
will be shot or poisoned unless the powers 
intervene and send officers from their em­
bassies to escort them to Constantinople.

French Political Possibilities.
LONDON, June 20.—The Panama scandal 

will have no further effect in the public 
affairs of France, except at the general 
election in August. None who fell under 
its baneful shadow last winter can expect 
political resurrection in the next election. 
Most of them will never rise from their 
poll becomes more and more probable daily 
that the hand of death or disease will take 
a prominent part in the development of 
political affairs.
