He Is Said to Have Invited
Others to Overthrow the
Baliour Ministry.

London, March 27. — A remarkable
story of a political “plot,”” of which
Winston Churchill, M.P., is said to have
been the life and soul, was told by Mr.
Wanklyn, M. P.. to his constituents at
Bradford last week.

In November, 1902, said Mr. Wank-
lyn, Mr. Churchill invited him to as-
sist with others in overthrowing the
Unionist ministry, in or-
der to let in a weak Radical ministrv.
This, in its turn, was to be over-
thrown, and then Mr. Churchill and
his assistants were to lead back to
place and power a rejuvenated Conser-
vative Unionist party.

Mr. Churchill’s main argument was
that the Duke of Devonshire, Lord
George Hamilton, Mr. Ritchie, and Mr
Chamberlain were all of them too
at 60, while Mr. Balfour and Mr.
Brodrick could easily be overthrown
upon the public inquiry after the war.

Lord Hugh Cecil and Mr. Ernest
Beckett were mentioned as prospective
ministers in the cabinet to be formed
by Mr. Winston Churchill.

“T declined even to consider the plot,”
Wanklyn “or even to con-
done what I regarded as a political
felony. I told Mr. Churchill that 1
would do my utmost to rescue Lord
Hugh Cecil from his nefarious
clutehes.”

A long struggle ensued between Mr.
Winston Churchill and himself for the
“corpus” of Lord Hugh Cecil, and the

Creedon and
his companions were in the forwaygd
compartment working under a high
pressure of air. Creedon was the first
i to ascertain that the rcoof of the tun-
inel was leaking and that the air was
I rushing out into the bottom of the
East River which was about 40 feet

S. S. Parisian ‘'Rammed by
Ship in Halifax Harbor.

MAKES DOCK AND STERN SINKS

The 1,000 Passengers Aboard In a
Panic as Water Sweeps Over
After-Decks.

Halifax, March °26. The steamer
Parisian is aground in her dock, with
"ﬁlé‘ water washing over her aft decks,
jand all the compartments the

teamer from the stern to the engine
iroom, in which the water is several
{feet from the top of the cylinders—the
'result of her having been rammed on
her starboard quarter near the en-
trance to the Harbor by the German
ship Albano, which also was making
for this port. The Albano has been
libeled by the owners of the Parisian
for $150,000, and the deputy sheriff is
in charge of her. No definite explana-
tion is forthcoming from either cap-
itains as to the cause of the accident.
| DBoth steamers were from European
|ports, the Parisian from Liverpool,

England, and Moville, and the Albano
ifiom Hamburg. The Parisian had on
| beard 1,000 passengers, many of whom
{were bound for her other port, St
Jchn, N. B. The Albano carried about
| 800 passengers, nearly all for Phila-
delphia, to which port she was to have
proceeded after calling here.

The Parisian arrived off the entrance
to the harber and was taking a pilot
on board when the Albano was seen
ccming in from sea. As the Albano
approached, the officers of the Parisian
realized that there was danger of a
collision and the engine rooms were
signaled for full speed ahead. 3efore
the Parision could be got under way,
however, the Albano struck her on the
starboard side, a short distance astern
of the engine rcom, crushing in the

The bow plates of the Albano were bent
and the stem twisted, but the water-tight
compartments were promptly closed and
her pumps set vigorously at work.

Immediately following the collision the

at the head. The Parisian had consider-
able water in her stern, which was also
sinking deeper as she steamed along.

Roth vessels whistled for help, and
every tug in the harbor responded, and,
as the Parisian appeared in greater dan-
ger, several ranged themselves alongside
that vessel and assisted in the pumping.

The passengers on board both vessels
begged that the tugboats take them off,
but the little steamers clu tenaciously
to the side f the liner, and never left
her until she s safe at her dock.
