St. Thomas, May 20.—The body of 

Richard Rock, aged 22, who was em­
ployed by the M. C. R. at Bridgeburg, 
and was on a visit to his parents here, 
was found this morning lying beneath 
the Wabash Railway bridge over Ket­
tle Creek. He had fallen off at the 
highest point, 85 feet, and had lain 
there for hours before being seen by 
Engineer Lewis, coming in on train 
No. 95. He was instantly killed. His 
skull was fractured and leg broken. 
How it occurred is not known.

Deceased was unmarried.
An inquest will be held.

SERVICE WAS HELD TODAY.

With tolling bells and the wailing strains of the “Dead March 
in Saul,” followed by one of the most impressive funeral services 
ever held in the city of London, the burial of England’s greatest 
monarch, Edward VII., was celebrated with due solemnity in the 
city today.

The civic memorial service in St. Paul’s Cathedral was most 
stirring in its solemn grandeur, and the other services held through­
out the city were scarcely less touching.

From cathedral spire and tiny chapel pealed forth the dirge.
The wheels of commerce everywhere stopped for a brief space 

at least to pay their last tribute to the dead King.
THE OFFICIAL TRIBUTE.

[Associated Press Cable.]
London, May 20.—The royal funeral cortege started from 

Westminster Hall at 9:50 o’clock this morning, to the booming of
minute guns.

Street.London, May 20.—The body of King Edward VII. was carried 
through the streets of the capital today in the presence of many 
hundred thousands of subjects, and with the kings of nine Euro­
pean nations, members of all of the royal families of the world, and 
a former president of the United States following the casket from 
Westminster Hail to Paddington station.

THE COLORS DIPPED.
The cortege moved through solid lines of red-coated soldiers, 

standing with rifles reversed and the regimental colors dipped to 
the ground.

At the railway station the casket was placed in a funerai car 
and taken to Windsor, where after the Church of England service 
had been conducted by the Archbishop of Canterbury in St. 
George’s Chapel, it was entombed in the Albert Memorial Chapel

CATHEDRAL DECORATED.
The cathedral was tastefully decorated for the occasion. The 

altar was draped in royal purple and black. About the walls hung 
shields, about which were draped the mourning colors. Festoons 
of purple and black were everywhere. The pulpit was also taste­
fully decorated.

MANY INJURIES.

almost overwhelmed the procession. The soldiers had to fight to 
prevent the lines being swept away by the crush. There were 
many broken limbs, and other injuries were received. Hundreds of 
persons fainted, especially among the women, who had been stand­
ing on the pavement for hours before the procession left West­
minster Hall.

King George, the Queen-Mother Alexandra and the Prmcess 
Victoria entered Westminster Hall before the procession, and spent 
some minutes before the casket. Emperor William, who was at 
the entrance as they appeared, dismounted, and waving the lackeys 
aside, opened the door of the Queen-Mother’s carriage, helped her 
out, and then kissed her upon the cheek.

Ottawa, May 20.—Fire, which broke
