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B. C. BENEVOLENT SUULETY.
* Proceedings of the Annual Meeting—Report of

the Vice President—Financial State-
ment and Election of Officers.

The annual meeting of the British
Columbia Benevolent Society was held
esterday when vice-President T. J.
%urnes (acting as president) read the fol-
lowing report, for the year ending De-
cember 31, 1890:

Ladies'and Gentlemen:—On this, our
19th anniversary, the duty has devolved
upon we of placing before you the annual
report of the B. C. Benevolent Society
for the year just ended.

While it is wivh much pleasure I now
endeavor to fulfil this duty, I am re-
minded of the great loss the Society has
sustained in the rémoval by death of our
late much respected president, Mr.
James Fell. It would be indeed difficult
to find words to express huw much we

t his loss and miss his valaed assist-
ance. The late Mr. Fell, ever since the
inauguration of this society in the month
of January, 1872, when he acted as chair-
man at a meeting of persons . desirous_ of
forming themselves into a beuevolent
society, bad, up to the time of his death,
been an untiring and zealous worker for
the true principles of a cosmopolitan hu-
maonity, aud has ever cheerfully given
much- of his time 'and money
in aiding this society to carry on its good
and benevolent work, and I am sure thjs
has tended in a great weasure in bring-
ing the Society to the successful and sat-
isfactory position of usefulness in which
it stands to-day. .

It has been my endeavor, as acting
president, with the valuable aid of my
colleagues, since Mr. Fell’s death, to try
to the best of my ability to enlarge the
usefulness of the Society;and, impelled by
thisides, Mr. Donghty and myself, in the
month of December last, made a com-
plete canvas of the city and neighborhood
for new subscriptions and donations, and
had the satisfaction to meet with con-
siderable success, having obtained up-
wards of 100 new subscribers at the full
rate of aunual subscription and sev-
seral hundred dallars in sinaller amounts.
Sowe of these new subscribers have paid
and the majority will be collected during
ithis, the current year.

The cash so far obtained by this endea-
vor has swelled the gross receipts for the
past year up to $1,574.38, being about
double that of the year 1889.

The Society has no outstanding debts,
and the treasurer's statement will show
how the money has been expended.

Although the expenditure for relief
has been up to the standard, it has been
our endeavor to see that the widow,
the ofphan, the sick, the needy and dis-
tressed have beeu promptly supplied with
the means of relieving their several
necessities, and 1 am proud and grateful
tabe able to announce to you the very
handsome cash halance of $1,611.68
now stand at the credit of the society,
the largest we have ever had at the end
of any year during the society’s existence.
In conclusion I have to thank the gentle-
men of the: committee for their kindly
and barmonious assistance, and also Mr.
W. H. Mason, our secretary-treasurer,
for his attentive service during the past

esr. Qur sincere thanks are also due to
the public for their generous support and
to the several r.ilroad and steamboat
companies, their officers and servants, for
their ready and courteous assistance in
aiding the society to forward destitute
persous to their friends and homes.—1

on ascending the platform, was received
with long and hearty cheers. . He wen:
at once to his subject, announcing hiwm-
self as again a candidate for the mayoral-
ty. He was willing to be. judged by his
past career, and would not occupy any
wore time than necessary, as there were
many hew candidates out, who would, no
doubt, avail themselves of .the present
opportunity to express themselves upon
public questivns. To approach tghe‘ sub-
ject at p.ce, anythiug he had said in the
past io regard to our eity, and to thuse
intermeddlers with municipal affairs, who
had been making themselves conspicuous
lately, be still adhered to. He had uot
chauged his opinion one par icle. He did
not attack his neighbors, but wasfot in
the habit of allowing others to stand
on his toes. There were a few cleryy-
men in this city who had, Lo a great ex-
tent, injured the fair fame of Victoria.
He had the documents in his possession
to prove that people from as far as New
Zealand had been kept from coming to
this city to reside, by statements made in
the Victoria pulpits and published in the
Toronto papers. Mr. Wilsou came for-
ward as the standard-bearer of the Moral
Reform Association. Alexander Wilson
was an old frieud of his, an honest man,
a good citizen, and one accustomed to
handle auy subject that came before him
without gloves. The speaker, however,
differed from Mr. Wilson in his views of
the questions of  the day. Mr.
Wilson was not running in the
preseut contest; it was a few meddling
clergymen in the city. The question to
be decided st the p lls, Thursday, was
*‘ghall the city be governed by a few in-
termeddling ministers, who were trying
to blast the reputation of Victoria before
the world, or, as in the past, by tie un-
influenced choice of the citizens 2’ Vic-
toria was more orderly, all the year
rouud, than any other city of equal size
on the Pacitic co st. He sympathized
with the clergymen to a certain extent;
he would be more charitable than one of
the reverend gentlemen had been to him,
and say vhat he believed that the clergy
were honest in their intentions, though
misteken in “their methods. The
clergy shouid try the policy of
“attracting” and not  repel by
mean and often untrue statements.
In attacking him, personally, as they
had, he thought the clergy had stepped
aside from the high position they should
maintain. All the civic statements had
been presented for the year, or would be
at ouce. The city had kept well within
the expenditure during the past year,
though much had been done.  The pros-
perity of Victoria during 1890 had been
satisfactory, but more could yet be done,
and the city be made yet more prosper-
ous, by the carrying out of a number of
schemes for the improvement of the city.
For instance, more water was needed,
and the gathering ground or svurce of the
water supply at present was. too smuall.
The water commissioner and he had
been looking up new grounds about
ive  times as large as the
present. This would provide all the gen-
eral supply necessary for use, and also en-
courage manufac uring industries, such,
for instance, as the contemplated paper
mill. This property could be got ata
small outlay, and would provide for a
city of 100,000 inhabitants, encourage
manufactures, and indace population
(resident as well as transient). Manu-

many ways. The sewerage loan had
passed last year, and the cuptract been
let. Work would “be comhmenced about
the 1st of March, pushed with the utmost
ener:y, and completed in 20 months. If
a further loan w.s obtained for the pur-
pose, the whole system could be com-
pleted in the same time. It was desir-
abl- to have the city drained as soon as
possible. Thelower part of the city should
be sewered first, as it would be profit-
able to have the business streets paved
as soon as possible. A small special tax
would, no doubt, be willingly paid by
the business mea, and, with a pate.t
sweeper, the streets could be kept clean,
and the healthy southwest winds of the
summer would toss the dust about no
mote. ' It certaiuly was high timne for the
paving of the central streets, The-main-
tenance of the resident poor had been
cast on the municipality. His idea was
to provide a suitable institution in which
the old, destitute and decrepii men and
women could end their days in peace and
comfort. Such a place could be provided
a short distance from the city, and many
donations, were obtainable to establish
such a .honte. One gentleman had al-
ready offered $500. The occupants of
this house of industry need not
eat the bread of idleness; they
could cultivate the land surround-
ing the Home, and raise vegetables
for their own use and the supply of the
Jubilee hospital. This question would
have to be taken care of by the incoming
couucil. The founding of a Provincial
university had long been talked of. Such
an institution was needed-a once, and ho
better place cold b= found for it than in
or near Victoria. Victoria was a healthy
and a beauriful city, aud it would be
much better to educate,the boys at home
than to send them to Eastern colleges for
their education. Much more could be
said, and many other questions could be
touched upun, but time was short. He
did not ask the electors for their votes.
They knew his record in the council for
the past six years, - He had alwaysacted in
a straightforward and honest manner, and
would always do so. If he made mis-
takes it was against hims-If ; he respected
the contidence of.the people. It was un-
unnecessary for him o say wore. If any
ritepayer voted for him, he would thank
him; if the vote was given for Mr. Wil-
son, the speaker - would just as gladly
do the voter a favor as if he had been
given that voter’s support.  (Cheers).

MR. ALEXANDER WILSON,

who followed, also received geuerous ap-
plause. It looked like old times, he
said, to see Mr. Shakespeare in the chair.
He (Mr. Wilson) was a member of the
council eight years ~ago, when Mr.
Shakespeare was mayor. It was a trying
year ; Victoria had a. visit from royalty,
and there were none but plain men io the
council. There was a saloon man or two,
a tinsmith, a_couple of shippipg men, a
dry goods man, a bricklayer and a com-
ission agent—all plain wen. Royalty
came and was well eived, stayed
three months  and as  sorry to
leave. The couucil was composed of
plain  men  aud they had a
plain mayor.
sent'contest a8 a plain man, an old citizen
and the head of a family. . He came not
as the nominee of the clergymen, though
he should consider it an honor if he did.
He supported the clergy of all denomina-
tions and creeds so lung as they did their
duty. He was not the supporter of the
saloon. 'If in search of advice or needing
counsel he did not go to the saloon. If
the nominee and candidate of the clergy,
had he any reason to be »shamed 7 No!
He was proud to be such, and he did not
expect to find h s support iv the ranks of
the saloon men. He was not oppused to
the saloon men but to their traffic, which
created the paupers the mayor had just
been referring to. The men who at-
tended the churches ani listened to the
advice given them would not be found
with th ir hats in hand knacking at the
doors of the hospital or the work-
house. The ex-mayor), Mr. Grant)
bhad been running fast and furious,
when he made such attacks on’ men who
were working heart aud soul for the good
of the city and country.  The man who
was doing more for God's earth than any
other upon it—Geuneral Booth,—had
many enemies, and his followers had
been taunted, sueered at, despised,
stoned. Yet, now, the mightiest mon-
arch in the world sends to him her sym-
pathy and goes down into her pocket to
advance the cause he champions. It was
folly to sneer at the clergy. He had run
before, and had been, as they said, beat-
en. He had had notonly the salvon
men, but the strumpets of Victoria
brought up to vote against him, —and this
in a matter where the education of the
children was concerned. However, he
had had the satisfaction of bringing outa
certain class in the daylight who would
not otherwise have been s en. He did
not follow .the clergy everywhere ; he
would oppose his own minister if he
thought he was wrong. God had given
him intellect to temper his passions, and
heintended to useit. He believed it was
his duty as a father to try and make
good citizens out of his childreu, aud
Victoria was, he believed, one of the fair-
est cities «n the Coast, or in the Domin-
ion. It should be better than any of the
surrounding cities. It had been stated
recently  that the Episcopalians,
the Catholics, or the Jews did not make
statements calcula'ed to injure the fame
of the city. He would take the report of
Vancouver city, signed by Mayor Oppen-
heimerd. In it, it was stated th.tthe
city of Vancouver had eight “saloons, five
wholesale wine - and liquor stores, and 45
hotels. What have we in Victoria? Am
I giving a black eye when I say that we
have about 70 salvons here ? If a wminis-
ter speaks faithfully of the ¢ ndition of
affairs here; or if he admonishes his
young men of the many traps set for
them; if he warns the young men
against the saloons with the little side
door marked ‘‘private entrance’ by
which the women came in, is he giving
the city a black eye? I say ‘‘No.”
Much has been done im the city during
the past year— streets had been made and
kept, aud bridges made. True, the one
bridge built , was something of a failure,
and yet some good work has been done.
Could we say that the public press had
been giving the city a black eye by pro-
claiming 'its bad sanitary condition ?. If
the results could be taken as the guide,

he should certainly say no. The by-law
had been passed to obrain the necessary
loan, and the sewerage work would now

elieved that the water supply should be
inereased, and more wmoney would be
required - to provide a first class water
supply. To enco rage manufactures,
enable the operation of elevators and
flush the sewers, more water is required.
The citizens should exercise care and cau-
tion in voting money. Funds bad been
wasted in the p st.' Take the park for
instance. Too much had been torn up and
not enough tinished, and the woney
voted for the park had been wasted.
Three park commissioners had now been
appuinted, and this would, no doubt,
give the ratepayers contidence when
more money was required and another
loan fi ated. No attempt had been made
to bring the saloon keepers in line with
other traders in regard to Sunday closing,
or to limit the saloon men to proper
hours of sale. ‘He wanted to see the
young men protected and the tavern
keeper saved the expenses of unnecessary
gas and extra help.. He wanted to sce
gambling banish-d from the city- The
chief of fmlice was a tender-hearted man,
and well up in law, but. he could do more
than he had to suppress gawmbling. If it
was wrong for Chinamen to gamble,
surely it was wrong for those of our own
flesh and blood ; if it was wronyg for the
Chinamen to iuvest in lottery tickets, or
to run a lottery, was it not wrong for
whites ? '

A Voice—I[an’t it wrong
churches to have lotteries, too !

Mr. Wilson. Certanly. The police
knew of the gambling that was going on ;
so did the mayor—

Mr. Grant—No more than you.

Mr. Wilson—Oflicers are paid to en-
force the laws, and they should  do their
duty. Gawbling should be driven out of
the city, or, at least, int> such dark
holes that it would not be found. He
was a candidate for mayor; if deemed
worthy, he hoped to be elected. He was
up for electiou as plain  Alexander
Wilson. He was not afraid of any sub-
ject or of any man, and, if elected, he
would do his best. He thought John
Grant had filled the mayor’s chair long
enough. (Applause.)

ALD. W. D. MCKILL'CAN,

the first candidate nominat d for the
Yates street ward, said that Tre Coro-
NIST came out last Wednesday with a let-
ter headed ‘‘A Big Scheme.” That let-
ter was evidently written by some one of
the CoronisT staff. a d inrended to poi-
son the public wind against him. The
statements contained in that letter were
extravagant and untrue, and one «f the
principal points contained was the insiu-
uation that the lighting of the city was
not being properly attended to. He bad
devoted much of his timne, night as well
a8 day, to lovking after the electric lights,
and the city had been illuminated just as
well as it possibly could be with the in-
adequate plant to use, and wmany - obsta-
cles to overcome. The Tramway com-
pany’s unked wire had much to do with
the failure of the street lights, and no
guard wire has yet been put up. He rext
pro eeded to deal with the Electric Light
Committee’sannualrep rt. Theworkofthe
waterworks, hallandc mecery Committee’s
were taken up, in turn, and commented
upon. He had acted fairly and honestly
with all in the past, and would do the
same in the future if elected.
MR. C. E. RENOUF

thought it was 'the duty of every
citizen, once in his life, to fill some public
position. He was ready to take his turn
at the wheel now, and if elected for Yates
street ward would endeavor to get value
received for the city in every transaction.
The Mayor had outlined a programme for
next year, which ,if carried out would
meet with his hearty approval.

MR. F. G. -RICHARDS, JR.,

had his business and his property inter-
ests all in Yates street ward. If returned
us the representative of that ward. he
would work for it especially, while doing
his best for the whole city. He thought
it was necessary that Johnson and- Pan-
dora streets should be extended as far,
at least, as Fernwood roud. An edort
should also be make to have Birdcage
Walk extended, makiag a direct thor-
oughfare to the water front. The im-
provements t6 Beacon Hill Park should
be completed as soon as possible, and
Victoria’s park should be, without excep-
tion, the finest on the Pacitic Coast.
Money spent th re, was money well
spent. Money voted for a specific pur-
pose should not be devia'ed ther from.
The financial standi g of the city
was good, and its ‘credit, by the
cxercise of care, could be kept at the
top. There should be a change in the
system of taxaion in the city ; real
estate should pay more, and improve-
ments less. The city water should be
taken directly from Elk lake, where a
plentiful supply could be obtained, purse
and good. He would use his best abili y,
if elected, and would give an honest,
straightforward vote on every matter.
MR. S. T. STYLES
explained his career as an alderman. He
hud servod  faithfully 43. months out of
48, and had drawn his $200. 1his sum
he would donate to any charity if the
author of the infamous, blackmailing
articles, written to the press about him,
would give  his name and prove the
charges he made. He took credit to
himself for doing good work on the
streets, for the 16-inch main and for
the improvement of Beacon Hill park.
If again elected, he would do his duty as
in the past. o ’

VIGELIUS

was out of business now, and prepared to
give his attention to the business of the
city. He referred to the work done dur-
ing 1890, and endorsed Mr Richard’s re-
marks in regard to taxation. He felt
confident of re-election.

MR. W. WALKER

came forward because he loved the city,
and was conversant with its pulitics. * Vie-
toria should have her own master of
roads, and thus be spared going over the
same work twice. He objected to so
much being spent for legal work; it
was useless for lawyers to fight
acts of parliameut. The - lighting
of ° the city was improved now
and would, no doubt, be further im-
proved. Pandora and Johnson streets
should be further extended. Moral re-
form was perhaps necessary ; he didn’t
believe that ¥ictoria was any worse than
her neighbors. The open saloons Sunday
were bad advertisements of Victoria;they
kept many away, It was in the interests

of the h it :l men themselves to have the
saloons clused, and they should be shut
up.

MR. J. WRIGLESWORTH
was not present, being contined to his
room by sickness.

MR. JNO. COUGHLAN

appealed to the electors for their votes,
for the fou th time. Asthe hour was
late, and many were to be heard, he
would be very short in his remarks. He
touched briefly upon water questions, the
16-inch main, and other details of the
work which he had made his especial
study. He called upon the people to
elect progressive men, men who were
willing to spend mouney when it would
bring a good return, bnt men who would
be intelligently economic.
ALD. JOSHUA HOLLAND

came forward with a clear conscience.
He had worked honestly and faithully
during the year, aud taken his initiatory
degree. He was now in a better position
than ever to represent his ward and the
city, and asked for the support of . the
electors.

MR. A. J. M'LELLAN

said that bigger work was to be done this
year thari ever, and good, level-headed
men wers heeded in the council. He

again outlined his policy, as' he had at:

the ward meeting, and assured his audi-
ence that he had no moss un his back.
If the legislature clused the district
saloons, he would vote to close
those in_. the city. He was
the representative of neither clique nor
association ; the issue was between A. J.
McLellan and the ratepayers. Improve-
ments were needed in official departments,
some cufting was necessary in the salaries.
He would try and get the Indian reserve
removed if elected, and do his best in
every way.

ALD. JOHN ROBERTSON
reviewed his course in thé city council,
and ask the electors to chose carefully
the best meu for mayor and aldermen.

MR. W. H. SNIDER

Asserted that his property qualifications
were all right, explained how he ¢ me to
be in the field, and promised faithful ser-
vice if elected.

MR, E. MALLANDAINE
Referred to the active interest he had
takeun in public questinns since confedera-
tion. Beacrn Hill Park, the mudflats,

and Sunday closing, were in turn taken
up and commented upon.
MR. J. P. MATTHEWS

Read his circular address to the electors,
and referred to the questions of taxation
reform, water works improvements and
street repairs. He thought less money
should be spent for law, an | that the tax
of the wholesale man and the drummer
should be abilished. He did not believe
that the -social evil could be crushed
out, or that religion should be brought
into politics.
MR. H. A. MUNN
came out on a thoroughly independent
platform. Moderate men were needed to
direct the city’s career midway between
the 1 wo extremes now before the public.
Tn the moral rgform question a compro-
mise—an amjcable understanding—was
desirable, as the city should not be di-
vided against itself, but as one man for
progress. The city would get more from
Ottawa, he thought, if the council and
board of trade made bigger efforts to
strengthen the hands of the two hard-
working, faithful members the city sent
there. A pew post-office was needed, so
was harbor improvement, outer and inner
harbors. Jumes Bay flats must befilled up,
and the ward needed better fire and police
protec:ion, better lights and better streets.
" MR. JOSEPH HUNTER

briefly reviewed the work of the p-'st
council, to whom was due great credit.
More light was wanted; the system
needed a thorouch overhauling. A
change was required in the . method of
taxation, and the Rip Van Wrinkles who
did not improve their land should pay the
piper. Manufactures should be encour-
aged by liberal bonuses, wherever neces-
sary, and the city should show the world
that it wi$ awake and prospering. Sound
personal and commercial morality were
essential to the city’s welfare.

ALD. ‘A. J. SMITH

referr=d to the water and finances of the
city, the James Bay flits and other
important ques ions. Fifteen feet more
had been asked for from Ottawa and he
thought would be arauted. The ciry had
been offered $300,000 for the mud flats,
and the buyers proposed to build a stone
causeway and extend Douglas street to
Superior.  He would also support the
extension of B rdcage walk.

ALD. WM. WILSON

gave a general review of the work for the
year, and asked the ratepayers to make a
careful choice from the wmaterial before
them of thd council for 1891.

READY FOR THE HOWE TRUSSES.

Work had so far progressed on the
railroad bridge across the Kootenay that
the Howe truss for the first 100-foot span
will be placed in position next week. No
difficulty is expecred in putting in the
truss on the main span, which is 198}
feet long, as false-work is up for wore
than half the distance. False-work for
the other 2, 150 fuot spans is being erect-
ed. All the timber for the trusses will
be on the ground next week, when it is
expected the construction train will be
laid off until spring. A crew of men are
now engaged 1n getting out piling for the
railroad docks and wharves at Nelson.
Some pretty long sticks will be used, as
the borings showed that the deposit of
alluvium at the point selected for the
main incline wharf was over 650 feet in
depth. The longest piles ordered were
75 and 80 feet, nnd the contractors ex-
vest to get them in the bottom along
Cuttonwood Smith creek, and close to
the right-of- way.
