Shet and Shell,

Shrapnel shells — named after Gen.
Shnpnel—conhlng the bursting charge in
the rear of the shell, the forward part is
filled with rifle or musket bullets ‘which,
when the charge explodes, are driven in
all forward directions, The shell shoulg
be turned to explodein the air about thirty
feet from the ground and fifty or
seventy feet in front of a column,

Percussion shells explode on striking an
object. The percnssion is in the forward
end of the skell, Thisshell is of service in
burning houses, breaking down fortifica-
tions, ete.

Common shells, like the Shrapnel, are
fired by fuse which is set on fire by the
explosion of the powder, The explosive
charge is in the centre of the shell and
bursts in all directions, The fuse of course
can be timed according to length.

Cannister shot consists of a tin case con-
taining from 100 to 200 bullets, and is used
against masses of troops, The case breaks
and the balls scatter as small shot does
from & shotgun,

The Gatling Gun,

It weighs about 1500 pounds, and is pre-
cisely of the same design as the ordinary
cannon, There are ten chambers that
revolve in the bargel proper, and each
chamber has an independent lock, The
main barrel is eight inches in diameter.
The size of the cartridge used is that of
the 45 government rifle calibre. Each
feed drum contains 240 rounds. The
firing is done by operating a crank, the
cartridge is exploded by a hammer

which works with such rapidity that
120 cartridges are fired & minute. The
movement of the gun can be so adjusted
as to make it either stationery or oscillat-
ing, so that the gun practice can become
either scattered or centrifugal in its exe-
cution, At 700 yards the atling gun has
been known to hit a 12x15 target 396 times
out of 400 shots, At 1200 yards 413 out
of 600 shots have struck a 9x25feet target,
To show the rapidity with which the guns
can be worked, it might be explained that
the time occupied in coming to action
front from trot and firing is 10 seconds;
limber rear, mount and off, 13 seconds.

The Battle of llc‘l'llnnlul’l Guleh.

At the battle of McFlinnigan’s Gulch I
was sutler of the 407th Oshkosh volunteers,
belonging to Snutzer’s brigade, of the 38th
division of the western half of the army of
Ninniogwaniskote. I deem these particu-
lars necessary for the complete understand-
ing of my narrative. On the morning of
August 3, 1884, Billie McDougall came to
me and asked me if I knew that there
were as many as ten or eleven rebels with-
in & radius of two hundred miles of our
camp. Itold him I did not, and when he
assured me that it was so, I told him to

Gen. Snutzer as fast as he could, and tell
him to delay the action until I could get
my dishes washed, and I would come to
the front,

It may be well for me to explain here
that Gen, Snutzer’s quarters lay about ten
minutes’ walk from my tent, and that there
were three roads leading to them. One
Iay direotly over an ant hill, the second to
the east, and the third to the west of it.
Had McDougall taken either the east or
west road he would undoubtedly have
arrived in time; but he chose the middle,
and thus did not get to Gen. Snutzer until
the battle had commenced. This was a
grave error, as nothing should have been
done until I arrived on the field. Gen,
Snutzer should be reprimanded for his
hasty action, and I trust that now the facts
are known it will be seea to by the War
department,.

The Troops to be Withdrawn as Early as
Possible—The Govermment Sustained
by a Majority of Thirty.

Loxpoxn, May 11,—In the commons the
Marquis of Hartington said the conclusion
reached by the government practically
involved the abandonment of the advance
to Khartoum. 'He said the government
had resolved to make Wady Halfa the most
advanced position as & permanent defence
of Egypt. The British troops would be
withdrawn as soon as the Nile rises. This

will probably oocur about the end of May.
The statement was received with cheers
from the government benches, FEfforts
would be made, the -ooremx said, to estab-
lish an administration in the province of
Dongola and complete the Nile railway as a
commercial enterprise.

Lord Hartington said Lord Wolseley had
advised the government to retire to Ase
souan from the Soudan, Lord Wolseley
attached great importance to the sending
of armed ﬂmh to Egypt to be used in
patrolling the Nile, The government have
no intention, the speaker sald, of evacuat-
ing Suakim until some arrangement can be
eﬂgected for holding it against hostile Arabs
either by England or some other civilized
power. At present Suakim, he said, conld
not be held without fighting. Osman
Digna for many months past has been
besieging the place, and frequently
declared himself determined upon driving
the garrison into the Red sea, The hold-
ln.% of Suakim was a military, not a politi-
cal queation,

Mr, Gladstone stated ig the commons
that arrangements had been effected be-
tween Earl Granville, the foreign secre-
tary, Earl of Kimberley, secretary for
India, Baron De Staal, Russian minister to
England, and M, Lessar, sgecial Russian
agent in London, in regard o the Afghan
frontier arrangement, sdtisfactory to
her majesty’s government and to the Earl
of Dufferin, He hoped the arrangement
would be made the subject of a convention
with Russia, He then moved the second
reading of the oonsolidated fund bill—the
$55,000,000 credit,

When Mr, Gladstone concluded, a bitter
attack was made upon the premier and the
government by the conservatives, led by
Lord Hamilton, who is being strongly
pushed forward by the tories as leader in
the commons, © was under secretary of
state for India from 1874 until 1878, He
moved the ideration of the a dment
given notice of by Sir Stafford Northcote
on Friday, whieh concludes as follows:
““The house having shown their readiness
to vote supplies, refuse their assent until
informed of the present policy and pur-
poses for which the money to be granted
is to be applied,”

Lord Hamilton, moving the considera-
tion of thisamendment,said: ““The Marquis
of Hartington has just made the most
extraordinary statement that ever fell from
& minister in this house, After announcing
their intention of taking Kbartoum the
government have announced to-night their
iotention to abandon the Soudan. after
having murdered six or ten thousand men,
Yet the government expect the house to
acquiesce silently in their policy. The
greatest danger to the cotatry is the in-
capacity of the men in office, [Conservative
cheers.] The government have surrendered
every one of the questions between them
and Russia. The prime minister has alto-
gether abandoned the attitnde by which
the government obtained the vote of credit,
The great objection [ have to the premier’s
policy is that from the very day he assumed
office until now he has shown a readiness
to sacrifice anybody and anything to save
himself,” [Cries of ‘'hear, hear.’

Mr, Chamberlain taunted Lord Hamilton
with inconsistency in asking for informa-
tion from & government that could not be
relied upon,

Sir Stafferd Northcote denied that the
conservatives desired to fight Russia, He
said they only wanted a distinct frontier
arrangement with the ameer in order to
enable England to defend it and a clear
freaty with Russia defining the points
beyond which an advance would e re-
garded as a casus belli,

Mr. Gladstone said the opposition had
pressed the motion without waiting for pro-
mised papers and made up for their deficien-
cy of knowled%f by a variety of baseless
suppositions. hen the papers were pre-
sented it might appear that Sir Peter
Lumsden had returned in full conformity
with the government’s policy, and that
the frontier had been secured through the
friendly relations between Lord Dufferin
and the ameer. It might also be found
that when the government took a gloomy
view of their position it was because
of the ebjects they were contending
for and that his more cheerful h on
the following Monday was made when
those objects had been gained. It was not
without deep pain and regret that he had
seen a change in the attitude of
the opposiation as soon as the blessed
prospect of peace appeared and when it
was found war had been averted, which
would have been a calamity to England,
Russia, civilized mankind, and the whole
world. (Loud and prolonged applause).

AT THE OLD BAILEY,
Commencemeut of the Trial of Cunning-
ham and Barton.

Loxnox,_ May 11.—The trial of Cun,

Sir John said he conld not agree to the
amendment exempting Prince Edward
Island from-operation of the law because it
was desirable to secure uniformity, snd
also because a few, if any, would be dis-
franchised by this measure, He said the
principle of the bill had been affirmed
when the second reading was carried, and
the discussion should now be on each clause
asit came up, The question now wes not
the franchise bill, but whether responsible
government should continue. The consti-
tutional way would be after every oppor-
tunity had heen given to the
minority to discuss the measure that
the will of the majority should prevail,
An organized plan of obstruction had been
adopted, and this plan must destroy repre-
sentative government,. Great latitude had
been allowed, but an end must come,
After every argument had been urged with
tiresome reiteration, the minority mast
yield to the majority, Streng representa-
tions had been made to him to adopt some
system of cloture, but he had steadily
resisted this, He would be afraid it would
if in operation here be too often enforced.
He did not wish to fetter the right
of the minorities, but the will of
the majority must in the end prevail,
or representative institutions were a farce,
Representative institutions were on trial
and it would mean the destruction of the
constitutionif the present plan of opposition
proved successful. The government were
anxious to arrive at a common conclusion
if possible, but if this could not be done he
hoped the opposition would see they had
now done their full duty and would cease
to obstruct all public business ; that now"
that every possible objection had been
urged over and over with painful
tiresomeness an end would be reached and.
