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SMACKING LIPS AROUSED 4 CON-
F1DING WIFE’S JEALOUSY.

Mrs, Dr. Medcali’s Wrongs Told in the
Witness Box—Her Hus Married
Her ‘“to Keep His Word ”--8$60,000
‘Wanted to Repair the Doctor’s and a
Widow’s Lacerated Reputatious.

Wixpsor, April 15.—The sensational
; story which was given currency to in Sept-
ember of last year, in which Dr.
and his wife and Mrs. Dr. Tiffany, » widow |
lady with whom the Medealfs' resided in.
Detroit, were the principals, has again been
brought to the fore during the past week by
the trial of libel suits brought inst The
Windsor Record for having published the
ticulars of the all scandal. Mrs.
ifflany and Dr. Medcalf were the plaintiffs,
and each claimed $25,000 as a balm for in-
jured reputations, and an additional $10,000
from Mrs. Medealf’s father. Much interest
was taken in the trial,which came up at the
Sandwich Assizes before Mr, Justice Street,
and resulted in a verdict for the defendant.
Mr. George Tate Blackstock, Q.C., ap
ed for the defence, and Mr. B..B. 6:10:-,
Q.C., for the plaintiffs, both being assisted
by junior counsel.

A ‘compendium of thecase m‘l be found
of interest. One ot the defendants, Dr.
Medealf, was a school teacher inSidney
township, Hastings County, Untario. Near

_ by lived the Knox family, well-to-do
people, consisting of Mr. and Mras. Knox
‘and several daughters. The youngest
girl, Ella, was a pretty maiden, and to her
the then school teacher paid his addresses,
with her ts’ consent. Meanwhile
Medcalf went to Ann Arbor College, Mich.,
and after 18 l:;onthl, 1 'k whichl:lov-
ing correspondence was kept up, he re-
turned, a full-fledged doctor. Subse-
quently he started to practice at Detroit,
in July, 1888, where he rented an office
from the widow ‘of the late Dr, Tiffany,
whose residence adjoined. At first Med-
calf took his meals out, but in a short time
he arranged to board with Mrs. Tiffany,
who, by the way, was reputed a wealthy

lady.
. A Gay Wedding.

Well, when Christmas came round Med-
calf left to claim - his bride, the'trusting
farmer’s daughter. Ella® Knox’s/ father
was a well-to-do yeoman, and the
wedding of the young people caused a
flutter of excitement up and down the side-
roads. One thousand five hundred dollars
was the extént of the gifts from the proud
father-in-law. The usual honeymoon was
not lacking in"this -case, and _after it had
come to an end Dr. and Mrs. Medcalf
went to Detroit. Their happiness was
short-lived, however. In the Tiffany home
the two settled down, but the presence of
Mrs. Tiffany did nét go to make the home
cirele complete by any means. *“The widow
of Dr: Tiftany viewed with disfavor the en-
trance of the young wife - and_set about to
wreck her happiness,” the alleged libelous
article goes on to narrate, ‘‘and Dr. Med-
calf soon fell a victim to her smiles and
money, and it was not long before he com-
menced to neglect his wife, and his in-
timacy with the widow was daily more
marked. The uncomplaining wife said
nothing, and only lived in hope that her

husband’s infatuation for the widow would /s

soon blow ‘over. Her parents were not
made aware of the unhappiness which had
come into her life, and if anything her love
for her husband only grew the i er,
while his attention amounted to little less
than neglect.

It was an unhappy wife who came home
on the following summer to visit- her par-
ents. When she returned again to her
domestic misery the unhappy wife pleaded
with her husband for the place in his heart,
which had grown so cold in so short a time.
He only laughed the idea into scorn, while
the widow never lost an opportunity to cast
ridicule on theyoung wife.

Agrecd to Separate,

«A few months ago Mrs. Medealf again
visited her father, Before leaving Detroit
her husband induced her to sign a paper,
which amounted to nothing more than a
mutual agreement of separation. Dr. Med-
calf followed her to Canada, when Ie
learned that she intended to again return
to Detroit. At her home he {frankly told
her that he did not love her, and thﬁy
could never again live Happily together. He
had unfortunately met the woman of his
choice after his marriage, and that as she
(his first wife) had signed a bill of separa-
tion he proposed to marry the widow.
Both the father and wife expostulated with
such a proposition, but the husband was
firm in his determination and -left for De-
troit, - stating that she had better
come "and get ‘everything that belong-
ed to her. In company -with William
Kelly, a brother-in-law, the deserted wife
went to Detroit, but all search for her miss-
ing husband proved of noavail. The house
in which thay lived was deserted, and she

" was told that the pair had left the city.
Her informer turns out to be a private de-
tective employed by Medealf to look  after
his interests. He told her the best thmng
she conld do was to pack up her things and
go home, The piano and house been
sold, and when she got on the train she
was handed a draft for $2000. She proposes
to return to Detroit and .enter legal pro-
ceedings against hcl{husb&nd.” .

At a later day THe Record ' published an
interview with Mr. Knox, Mrs. Medcalf’s
father, who was said to feel keenly his
daughter’s unfortunate position, and was

< determined upon resenting the injury
which had caused a shadow to cross his
home that wassending his wife to the grave,
and had upset his once happy household.

| As a result, a suit of $10,000 damages . is
now pending against Mrs. Tiffany for hav-
ing alienated, Dr, Medcalf’s affections from
his lawful wife.

The publication of these articles laid the
foundation for the actions for libél, The
Record refusing to retract. At the trial |
copies of the paper in which the articles re-
ferred to appeared were produced and read

by Mr. Osler, and the defence thereupon

admitted publication. This was all the
evidence put in by the plaintiffs.
The Duty of the Press.

Mr. Blackstock, opening the case for the |
defence, said it was too late in the day to
contend that a tiewspaper could not let
the light of day into such doings as appear-
ed in thiscase. It was a duty it owed to
the public to do so anp it would be remiss
if it failed to do it. - He then called Mrs.
Tiffany, who is a woman 45 years old,
with regular features and calculating gray
eyew\, She was perfectly self-possessed
and proved a capital witness. She cor-
roborated the details as given respecting the
circumstances which/ had brought herself

.and Moadealf together. The doctor and
witness were sociable, and often read to-
gether, and while Medcalf was away bein
married she wrote him a letter which fel
into Mrs. Medcalf’s hands. Witness would
not say that the epistle did not contain a
reference to her being lonesome at the
doctor’s absence, Slie remembered sittin
up with him when he was ill, but denieﬁ
that she had on a loose garmentand lay
down on the bed with him.  After his re-
covery he went on a trip to Mackinaw and
she went out to her old home at Utica.
Bhe heard there was a letter in Detroit for
her from the doctor and telephoned in for
{t. It did not come and she then came in.
Mrs. Medcalf had it and refused to give it
np, and the witness threatened toarrest her
Tor retaining it.  She did not get the let-
ter then, as Mrs. Medcalf said she would
keep it for her husband and he could give
4t to her if he liked. She got the letter
from Dr. Medcalf and burned it. She|
went out frequently to ride with the dou-g

. tor, probably two or three hours at a time,

. morning,afternoon or evening. She remem-
bers going with him to Grosse Point and |

The followed to her
bedroom door and there said he knmew
Mrs, Medcalf was watching vhem and he
had kissed her in order yo teach his wife a
lesson. One morning Medcalf came down
partially dressed to look after the fires, and
they were in the parlor together ;with the
door closed. The doctor was treating
her professionally for a female trouble.

An Interesting Letter,

A long letter sent by’ Dr. Medcalf to his
wife in ‘which he " pro separation was
putilum;glm t was a engl:hydo:u-
ment, containing some amusing paragraphs,
and written iu“a.s ous strain. In ltpth'e
doctor said fhe bad found his wife un-
guited to him in almost* every way. They
were thrown ‘:ﬁether while they were
children, hestated, and pledged themselves
to a lite partnership
ledge of the world and its realities. Their
betrothal meant a commerceof spirit, not
less than of body and there could be no
?iritml communion between them. The

octor in his letter dwelt much' upen the
fact that he had .‘‘kept his word” in
marryinf}Min Knox, but in so doing had
mocked God—the great error in their case,
for® ““God is mot mocked.” An offer of
$2000 spot cash as a settlement was
made in the letter, which concludes:—“My
health is almost ruined by the disappoint-
ment which I bear in not i able to
make a companion of you, and which I now
feel I can never do.”

Mrs. Tiffany, continuing her evidence,
said the doctor sometimes called her
“Belle,” her Christian name. She had pre-

ted Medcalf with a gold watch as a fee
for medical attendance, she said. .

Henry Richland, the stable boy, was
called, and said that he saw Mrs. Tiffany
come out to the back’ door and kiss the
doctor upon one oceasion.

Dr. Medealf was next called. He said
he doubted that his wife loved him when

. . He remembered the letter written
to Mrs. Piffany from ~Mackinaw, and he
might have addressed it ‘“My Dear Belle.”
He corroborated Mrs. Tiffany’s evidence
as to the kisfing. When he married he
did not think his wife would live long, be-
cause she came from a consumptive family.
His wife opposed him in business and treat-
ed him as though he was not able to take
care of himself, and " she was not willing to
become a mother. While being cross-ex-
amined witness cried. .

Mrs. Medcalf, next ' to]ld her story, how
their wedded bliss was first disturbed by

the kissing, oft repeated. The letter from T

Mackinaw was addressed, ‘“My True
Belle,” and was very affectionate; and
further, the doctor promised to kiss ‘‘Belle”
upon his return. Witness said that during
her husband’s illness she had found Mrs.
Tiffany lying upon the bed beside him. Mrs.
ey never offered toileave the house. In
most particalars, the story as published
was corroborated by witness.
