Oune of the men who witnessed the phe-
nomen was Urley Adams, a .placer’ miner.
On Tuesday he began a search for the fiery
visitor, and after a few hours his search was
rewarded by. the -discovery of a ~meteoric
stone, weighing probably 400 pounds, which
bad steuck a sand band on the margin of the
creek, and‘had then ricocheted 90 feet to a
bluff of clay, where it had lodged. Adams,
after considerable efiors, chipped off a. piece
of the stoane, and now has it in his possession
in this dity. It bas the appearaunce of -half-
smelted iron ore, but Adams declares that au
assayer bas assured him that the stone is
rieh in gold.—Baise City (Idaho)-.special in
S, Lovis Globe-Demoerat.
