foregathered yesterday morning in Massey
Musio Hall. The brightness of the morning
was almost rivalled by the brightness of the
summer attire in which were arrayed the
flower of young Canadian and American
womanhood, which constituted one-half of
the %isiting delegates. It was a beautiful
sight—the animated faces the victorial mot-
toes, the exotic plants, the big orchestra—
aid from the chief seats in the synagog Mr.
H. A. Massey and thembers of his family
proudly surveyed the scene. The hymn, 'O
‘Worship the King, ll Glorious Above,” was
the opening note of praise, and this and other
choice hymns, whose music floated through
open windows into the adjacent streets,
acted as safety valves for emission of pent-
up enthusiasm., Especially was this the case
when the Convention Hymn was sung to the
tune “America,” which isthe same as ‘“‘God
Save the Queen.”

4 Duly Op

President John H. Chapmau of Chicago is
in the prime of life and by his conduct in the
chair justified his appointment to the high
office. He was a martinet in discipline, kept
the speakers to time, and set the example
himself. But he is neither immaculate nor
infallible. In deciaring the convention open
it was not necessary nor in good taste to de~
preciate the British aristocracy. -With this
exception the president’s was a model
speech, fluently delivered in terms eloquent
of Canada and of the Queen City of Ountario.

Toronto Young FPeople’s Spokesman,

Mr. D. E. Thomson, Q.C., in one of his
clear-cut speeches, on behalf - of the Baptist
Young People’s Societies of Toronto, bade
the convention welcome to our good city.
In the interfational gathering he saw evi-
dence of the practical recognition that, irre-
spective of international boundaries,” Ameri-
cans and Canadians are one people, serving
one Master and prosecuting one high mis-

* glon, ’ :

Thirty years ago the Baptists of Toronto
were 3 per cent. of the population; now they
are 8 per ceut., with that population in-
creased fourfold.

The Bapsists to-day relatively carry a

Used Strong Similes,

Cedndidly Mr. Thomson admitted that
sowe of the older brethréi were afraid-of
this universal young people’s uprising. A
denomination'that is afraid of enthusiasm
and of youug people’s associations needs a
shroud and a decent interment. [Loud ap-
plause.] If our pringiples are wrong, let us
disband; if our priaeiples are true no en-
thusiasm can be too great in their emuncia-
tion.

¥ The Ministerial Welcome.

. Rev. Elmore Harris, pastor of Walmer-
road Baptist Chureh, tendered the welcome
of the Toronto Baptist ministers. He is
nothing if not practical, hence he pointed
out the primary feature of the previous con-
ventions. That at Chicago was “organiza-
tion;"” at Detroit, ‘oyalty to Baptiss prin-
ciples;” at Indiana, ‘‘culture of Spiritual
Intelligence.” As a supplement it was meet
and fisting to emphasize at this fourth con-
vention, ‘‘Spiritual Power.” Without this,
organization, loyalty aad culture would be
futile.

The two elements of spiritual power Mr.
Harrisenforced were (1) the Word of God,
() the Spirit of God.

Trenchant were the remarks on inspira-
tion. *It does make a difference whether
you believe the Bible to be the word of God,
or to-contain the word of God—[applause] —
whether it is the foundation of our faith or
abook full of mythe and errors. Jesus
Christ placed His finger on the improbabili-
ties of the Oild Testament and gave them
His imprimatur,

An Anecdotal Divine,

Rev. Dr. Whitman, president of Colby
University, Wattsvilie, Me., gave in a spicy
speech bristling with witticisms a response
on behalf of the conveution. The doctor is
tall and stout, of Napoleonic aspect. He

returned thanks in the name of Christian)

courtesy, and raised laughter by some droll
anecdotes of bow amenities passed between
Voltaire and Rousseau.

They Were All There,

The Baptists, for whom he had responded,
had bsen described as *‘regulars,” ‘‘irrggu-
lars” and “‘effectives.” Yes, we are all here,
[Laughter.] He was happy in seeing so
many ladies. How they laughed when he

1 hawe never believed that the way
to bonor one flag was to dishonor
another. [Renewed cheers.] I am mnot a
worse American citizen because I rejoice in
the majesty of the British Crown and the
womanhood which is the brighcest jewel in
that crown. [Cheers.]

The first duty of citizenship was humanity.
On this he ably descanted” * Then he spoke
of praotical Christian work. ‘‘You never
can tell how much religion there is by the
size of the family Bible.” [Laughter.]

$The Character of the Devil,

Sandwiched between humorous illustra.
tions was valuable exhortation, The char-
acter of the devil, said he, is made up of the
faults of good men. Abraham was a coward,
Jacob a trickster, David a man of lust, John
was intolerant.

In cobclusion the speaker rejoiced to see
the crumbling walls of sectarianism.

A Spectacle for Gods and Men,

Under the great priuciple of loyalty to
Christ ecclesiastical oversight was reduced
to a minimum. A trial for heresy in a Bap-
tist church would be a spectacle for gods and
men. By loyalty we dispense with creeds.

The last story told bore on this poiht.
President Lincoln was once asked how long
a man’s legs should be?! He replied, “Long
enough to reach the ground.” [Roars of
laughter.] Rules and creeds are for us to
reach our purpose—loyalty to Christ.

Rev. U. R. Robbins, Ciacinnati, gave an
address on *“The Possibilities of Junior
Work.” He combines the characteristics of
a Zaccheus and & Boanerges. Talk about
revivalist fervor; he was hotter than the
weather. As was his style, so was his mat-
ter. He told of vices to be eradicated and
wrongs to be righted, and he wanted the
young people to be ‘‘the elephant’s foot” to
crush many upgrowths of evil, They must
do something more than ask people ‘‘to coma
to Jesus.” Yea, something more than
prayers. ' As an illustration of how aimiess
and ineffective much of the prayer meeting
prayer is he told of a little boy who said his
evening prayer thus:

Now I lay me down to sieep—
I want adrum;

1 pray the Lord my soul to keep—
I want a drum;

It I should die before I wake—
I want a drum;

I the Lord my soul to take—

want 8 drum.

Roars of laughter greeted this recital,
which were renewed when Mr. Robbios ad-
ded: *Did he get his dram? No! No wmore
will the childish prayers so often offered, un-
less active work is done.”

What Has Your Bociety Done ?

This question was answered in an oren
parliament, coanducted by, A. M. Brinckle,
Philadelphia, a bright young speaker. The
replies were from east,west, north and south,
and the answers were as various as the
speakers. Promptitude was the order of the
day, and no one occupied more than a
minute. Something was learned about:the
way to win boys aud girls.  Applause greeted
the one who said, “*We camp them out iu the
fresh air.” The other speakers relied on more
spiritual methods,

Words From a Missionary Veteran,

Rev, Dr. Ashgure, who has spent 44 years
in the China mission field, was given the
Chatauqua salute, which consists of waving
of handkerchiefs, a la Salvation Army.

A Meeting Unique in Toronto,

‘Wonderful was the sight of 5500 people by
official “count, massed in Massey - Hall last
night. Enthusiasm was at fever heat,
speeches were of a high order, the singing
was magnetic, the interest unabated for
nearly three hours.

Work With the Seamen,

Rev. J. R. Wilson of Melrose, Mass., gave
a statement of “B.Y.P.U. work amongst
seamen.” .Interesting particulars were given
of the first mariners’ church in Boston.
There were many bees there; in fact it had
an institution whose long title was all B,’s—
the Boys’ Brigade of the Boston Baptist
Bethel, Services were held in five langu-
ages, and last year representatives of 27 dif-
fereut natiopalities were received by bap-
tism. Eoacouraging letters have been re-
ceived from every land and every sea.
This was not history merely, but prophecy.
Iv showed how B. Y. P. A, work could be
enlarged. He hoped in the near future there
would be a sailors’ department of the
B A& ;

Appropriately here the ' choir sang
“Throw Out the Life.line,” the vast audi-
ence joining in the chorus.

The Churches and the Young Men,

Rev. Dr. Lawrence of Chicago and past
president of the Executive, gave an eloquent
address on this topic. Humorously he pre-
dicated ‘that the young women would be in-
terested ; for, said be, “If there is anything
that a young woman is interested in it is in
producing decent young men.” [Applause
and laughter.]

No statue has been erected, to a young man
for philanthropic and benevolent work, but
one bas to a woman. Then in-noble words
the story of Sister Doraof Walsall, Eugland,
was told, and how at her statue women bend
in gratitude and men in admiration.

Then in words that burn the orator enforced
the need of Christiun, commercial, social and
religious honor. Laughter greeted the state-
ment that Canadians may not have a very
high idea of American commercial hounor be.
cause of some of the immigrauts that bave
come to Torouto.

The Elements of True Success,

Rev. Dr. R. 8. MacArthur of New York
city eloquently discoursed on this topic, of
which the President said he was a notable
example. *“My heart grows tender and my
hopes become brighter as I look upon this
audience aud visit this ocity.”

Wby he said this was because he was
born in Ontario in Glengarry County, edu-

Then one of the finest eulogies on Britain
and Britain’s Queen was delivered, equalled
only by what the orator said of the United
States and the late President Lincoln.
Aptly he compared America and Canada as

Mr. Mulock grotested against any favor
being shown to the C.P.R., and moved the
six months' hoist. 5

Sir Jonn Thompson defended the action of
the Government.

Mr, Charlton said this was a tPumped-up
claim on the verge of a general election to
enable the C.P.R. to contribute to the Tory
campaign fund.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell) supported the bill.
He remembered distinctly Sir John Mac-
donald stating thav iron or steel bridges
would be.put in throughout the entire
length of the road. There would
have been no doubt about the drawback if
the bridges had been put in at first instead of
wood, and he thought it made no difference
that the wood was now being replaced with
iron and steel.

The House then divided and Mr. Mulock’s
amendment was 108t 15 for to 100 against.

MUTINQUS INDIANS.,

The Perilous Cruise of a sealing Schooner
—A Plucky Captain,

VANCOUVER, B.C., July 19.—The sealing
schooner C. D. Rand returned yesterday
from a cruise which was cut short owing to
a mutiny among the Indian hunters. When
the vessel was off Sitka on June 15 the
Indians lowered canoces and prepared to
desert after their wages bad . been
paid. The Indians are the only
hunters available for the Behring Sea
fisheries, as white men cannot use spears, so
the Indians demaunded $5 a ocanoe extra, The
captain agreed to the advance and the Indi-
ane returned. The Rand cruised around for
several days, hoping to find a man-of-war,
but during the interval the Indiaus again
mutinied and took possession of the vessel.
The mutineers numbered 21, while the cap-
tain - had only five whites and two faith-
ful Indians to help him. It was belicved the
Indians intended to scuttle the vessel and
seoure 357 skins whioh they ‘thought were in
the bold. The Indians threatened to cut the
thypats of the faithful seven, and several
times the vessel was nearly capsized owing
to their bad management, The
captain had hidden the fire-
arms, and  thus nothing  serious
nappened, although several eacounters took
place. At last the captain and his party got
the advantage of the mutineers and drove
them into the fore hold, where they were
confined. The vessel then sailed for Sitka,
where handcuffs were obtained and the mu-
tineers were brought to this place in irons.
They will have a speedy trial,

Mr., Wilson Reports the Disagreement of
the Conferrees and Hlames the Senat-
ors—A Letter From -Uleveland Insist-
ing On Free Coal and Iron—Sagar the
Oausge of the Deadlock,

WASHINGTON, July 19.—The House gal-
leries  to-aay bore living evidenee of the
public interest in the Tariff bill. For the
first time in nearly a month the benches in
all the galleries, except the diplomatic, were
filled in acticipation of the debate on the
report of the conferénce,

When Mr. Wilson rose he was greeted
with applause. Aspart of hisremarks he
had read at the clerk’s ‘desk a long letter
written to him by the President, wherein he

defines his position on the pending bill. The
salient points of this dooument, which were

received by frequent: outbursts of applause.

by the Democrats, and occasional peals of
laughter by the Republicans, are these:
Oleveland Insists On Free Coal and Iron,

He admonishes the House conferrees to stand
firm for fres coal and iron ore as they were
promised the people when the party pledged
itself to free raw materijal. He declares that
to accede to the Republican protection in the
bill now in conference on these items would
be party dishonor and party outrage.
The Senate Dbill fell far short
of being what the great rank and
file of the Democrats demanded. On sugar
the President said the party coulda. place a
taxon that article without being subjected
to the charge of abandoning Democratic
principles, even though the charge might be
made (although it would be . exaggerated)
that the party wasencouragiong the refineries
of the country.

There would be no objection to a tax on
sugar if that were necessary to secure the
passage of the.bill, but in respect to coal and
iron ore the %@lden: said there must be no
receding from the House bill,

The President's reference to sugar as ‘‘A
delicate subject” caused much laughter on
the Republican side of the chamber.

Wilson Blames the Senate Confarrees,

Mr. Wilson said he was dirested by the
conferrees on the part of the House to re-
port that they had been unable to agree on
the amendments made by the Senate to the
Tariff bill, and to move that the House in-
sists upon its disagreemeant, and ask for a
further conference.

Mr. Wilson said if the conferraes represent-
ing the majority of the Senate had felt as
untrammeled in their action as had the
House majority conferrees, and as free to do
their duty to themselves and their country,
a tariff bill could bave been agreed upon in
one day that would have been satisfactory
to the Democratic party, and to the Ameri-
can people.

But we were not long in finding out, said
Mr. Wilson, greatly to our disappointment,
that whatever might have been the purpose
of the Senate conterrees, they came fettered
and limited in their getion, They seemed to
be apprehensive of & presence in the Senate
that would prevent the passage of any bill,
but one that the House did not feel free to
agree to, 2
Irreconcillably Divided on Critical Issues,

Mr. Wilson said there wouid be no troubla
in coming to agreement on the great bulk of
the 634 amendments. But on the important
amendments, which gave to the bill a far
different character from that which it pos-
sessed as it passed the House, we were irre-
conciliably divided.

A Threat by the Senate,

The statement was made by the Senate
conferrees in all fraukness and courtesy, and
Mr. Wilson added that he might say sadness,
that such a condition of affairs existed at the
other end of the capital that, in their opin-
ion the House did not accept the Senate
bill, there would be no legislation on the
tariff at this session of Congress. Wo did
not feel that we could submit to such a con-
dition without a sacrifice of the dignity of the
House and of its equality as a legislative
factor. We could not consent to such a pre-
position, would not entertain it a8 members
of the House of Representatives, to whom
was conflded the trust and duty of originat-
ing revenue messures. The changesin the
bill were so marked and so objectionable to
the tariff reformers of the country, said Mr.
Wilson, that we could not agree to accept
them. >

Sugar the Ohief Difffguity,

The chief points of controvéfsy between
the representatives of the dominant party
in the House and Senate, Mr. Wilson said,
were the schedules on sugar, silver, lead
ores, woolens, iron and steel (especially on

ig iron and steel rails). ‘The chief difficulty
fn the path of an agreement, howédver,” was
the sugar scheaule. The House had voted
for free sugar, raw refined; it had voted
down the proposition of the Committee on
Ways and Means for a gradual ‘reduction
for the bounty on sugar and a
tax upon the raw material It was
not possible for anyone to state
accurately what would be the amount
of protaction under the Senate bill to refined
sugar. He had become'convinced that the
busiriess of sugar refining could be carriod oh
in this country as cheaply as anywhere in the
world. This beiong the fact he could not ac-
cept the provision in the Senate bill.

If the statements were true that the sugar
trust bad grown so strong and powerful that
no tariff bill could pass Congress unless
its 1nterests were cared for he hoped the
House would never consent to the Senate bill.
Whatever might be the fate of a general
tariff bill, Mr, - Wilson said, he hoped that
Conyress would not adjourn uatil, by a
single bill if necessary, it had removed the
tax on refined sugar. [Applause.]

Mr, Reed responded to Mr, Wilson, and
was listened to with closest attention.

Disagreement Agreed To,

At 1.40 p.m. the motion by Mr. Wilson to
insist upon its disagreement to the Senate
amendments and ask a further conference
was agreed to, and Speaker Crisp reap-
pointed the former conferrees, Mossrs. Wil-
son, McWillin, Turner, Montgomery, Reed,
Burrows and Payne,

Many of
the merchants who had for moonths
anxiously waited for the new
rates to go into effect before
buying their fail and winter goods, became
alarmed over the prospect of longer delays
and further uncertainty in the business
world.

HIS PROGRAM CANNOT BE rm;
THROUGH THIS SESSION,

Harcourf. Declares That it Oan Unless
the Opposition Paralyzes Business in
the House—Chamberlain Avers Tha$
the Objpct is to Deceive the FPeopless
No Ohange in Cattle Regulations,

Loxpox, July 19.—In the House of Com«
mons this afternoon Bir Michael Hickss
Beach moved to adjourn in order to discuss
the statement outlining the Government's
program made by Sir William Harcourt yes:
terday. - The announcement of the Chan<
cellor of the Exchequor, he said, had been
received with general surprise and disap-
pointment, The House had been in almost
continuous session since the Government
came into office in 1892, and now the Mine
isters had seized all the time belonging to
the members for the consideration of private
bills in an attempt to forte upon the House
work that could not possibly be performied
within the time allotted.

The Measure Should Be Carried.

Sir William Harcourt contended that thera
was 110 reason why the bllls which the Gove
ernment proposed to take up ought not to
be carried within the time stated by bim
vesterday. The real question was whether
the Opposition intended to injure the Gove
ernment by paralyzing its business in the
House.

Mr, Chamberlain said the grievance was
that the Ministers themselves had brought
in bills which they never believea had the
slightest chance of passing, but had cone
