The Glut in Apples,

CANADIAN FARMERS DON'Z KNOW WHAT 70 D0
WiITH THEIR FRUIT THIS YRAR.

From the Canadian Hortioulturist,

The montb of October, nsually on
the brightest of the whole year in Outarid,
was this year one of the most dismal, It
seemed as if October and November bad
chapnged places to try the patience ‘of the
anxious fruit grower. As & result the ape
ples in many orobards aré still ungathered
in the first week of November, excepting
these which baye been blown down by
the wiods, There are, few apple buyers
#bout, and freeding ‘weather'may be ex-
pected, so the question, ¢ What is the best
to do with my apples!' is not easlly l‘~
swered, i

One of our Relghbors™ who has just re-
ceivél a cable quoting prites in London,
Liverpool and Glasgow, says : +Unless 1
receive more encouraging news by tbe time
I'bave my apples gatbered and packed, 1
wijl roll theps infbimy cellar.” Anotber
sayé : ‘I bad ao ‘offer from a shipper of
$1 to $1.15 per barrel for my fruit a8 it lay
in pilés in my orchard, so I sold at ounce.’
Many have accepted ao offer from the
Canadian Canning Factory Company, who
buy &t 25 cents.per bushel every kind and
quality, and ehip the choicest and evapor-
ate the rest,

« Why don’t you ship to the British mar-
ket? we asked & neighboring orchardist,
« Ah 7" said be, *1 have tried that once too
often already.’ The trouble is very few
will take the trouble to grade apples as
they sbould be when they have so much
expense put upon them as exportation in-
volves, How many separate~their firsts
clase apples into Jarge snd small sizes;
or pack the large bigh colored ones separ-
ately as extras ? Are they not more often
used to face up the inferior grades? And
as a result the whole sells, not for superior
fruit, but for the price of the inferior
quality, of which tbe bulk of the barrel is
found to consist,

Unless one is prepsred to undertake all
this trouble, it is no doubt better to sell at
home for any certain price, rather than
risk a dead loss by shipping to a very dis-
tant market.

1800 Not-to be a Leap Year,

| London Sfandard,]

The following explanation.is given why
the year 1900 will not be counted among
teap years. The year is 365 days 5 hours
and 49 minutes long; 11 minntes are
taken ewery yearto make the year 365}
days long, and every fourth year we have
an extra day. This was Julius Ceeear’s
arrangement. Where do these 11 minutes
sore from ? they come from the future,
and are paid by omitting leap year every
100 years. But if leap year is omitted
regularly every hundredth in the
course of 400 years it is found tbat the 11
minutes taken each year will not only bave
been paid back, but that a whole day will
have been given up. So Pope Gregory
X111, who improved on Cwsar's calendar
in 1582, decreed that every centurial year
divisible by four should be a leap year
after all,

year,

So we borrow 11 mioutes each
year, more than paying our borrowings
back by omitting three leap years in three
centurial years, and square matters by hav-
ing a leap year in the fourth centurial year.
Pope Gregory's arrangement is 8o exact,
and the borrowing aod paying back balance
80 closely, that we borrow more than we
pay back to the extent of only one day in
3,806 years.
