The latest farmation, and thet which seems

to us the mast worthy ol credit, asserts that
whoever may be the uniediate manugers of the
arrangements fur forming a Cabaet, the actual
antitorily sull rests in Lord Grey’s hands.  “L'he
pretension of the *¢ tai)”” and the resolution of
Lord Grey not to vield to theso pretensions
caustitute e wmslant tmpea nenl.  But many as
difiicult to surmouunt remain belund.,  Sir Robert
Pcel was summoncd to wait upon his Majesty
on Saturday morning, and procceded to the
palace about eleven, but we have no rcason to
belicve that he lind an interview with the king.
They who appreciate justly the sensitive honour
of tiie Premier, can casily understard why he
might decline a near appraach to the sovereign,
while his rivals can entertain a hope of providimg
for his removal, and are engaged in the attempt,
—Standard.
Addresses from all parts of the kingdom to
his Majesty in favour of the Iate administration
are pouring in; they breathe a spirit of the most
devated attachment to the constitution and pray
for tho continuance of Sir Robert Peel and his
collcagucs, as the persons most capable of car-
rying on Reform with salety to the constitution
of the country. The addresses last received
were from the cities of York, Huddersford,
Scarboreugs, Sheflicld, Bradlord, Halifax,
Boroughbndge, Liacoln, Gainsharough, Peter-
taro’,Newark, Bridgewater, Norfolk, Braintree,
Beckenham, Carshalton, Glasgow, Greenack,
Cambridge University, QGuiltord, Newbury,
Stafford, Cardigan, Manchester and Whathy.
At the Iatter place the feclings were so strong
that in 2 hours the addinss was signed by =i
the wealth und wfiuenceof the Boraugh, The
Edisburgh address sspned by 2100 inbabitants
fias been presented to the King.  In Dublinan
address hus been adapied, and in Liverpool a
requisition fur the same puspnse, has produced
s great a seasstion as to leave 1o doubt of the
result.

The greatest difficulties prevail as to the for-
matian of a2 new mimstry; the recal of Sir ito-
biert Pecl, and the dissolution of parliament are
spoken of.

Loxwux, April 10—Nothing has transpired
here to~day with regard to vur political sffairs
in addifinn in that already known, beyvend the
fact 11 .t Earl Grey had been with his Majesty,
for the sole purpose of consultation upoa the
critical position of the Crown and the country.
An impression has prevailed that a coalition
Admin:stration will be the result; there is how~
cver, nothig hevand mere conjecture for this
or any other siatements which have heea circu-
latcd. The deepest interest is however, gene—
1ally taken in the political aspects of tho country
and that fecling cannot be expected to subs:de
until the future Government is scttied: but as
the public business is serivusly interrupted by
tlus change, the sooncr the arrangement can be
made with 2afely to the institutions of this coun-

try the better.—Morning Herald.

- As it ia known that Lord Grey hasbeen for
some time of apinion that no admnstratian could
be st prasent formed on a secure and satisfac-
tory basia, in which Sir Robe:t Peel did not
take a leading part, the interview of his Lord-
slup with the Kinx scems to strengthen the
general opinon, that the Right 1lonourable
Baronet will continue in Lis Majesty’s service.

Grascow, April 13.—By the kindness of a
mercantile house in town, e have beer favor-
cd with Capo papersto the 24thdan.  They aro
almost entirely filled with details regarding
incursion of the Cafllres.  The invading force
consists of Callres from almost every tnibe, aud
the losses sustained by the inhabitants have been
immenne.  The Commander in Cluel stateg in
his despatches, that thero are already seven
thuusand persons dependant upou the Guvern.

“The lund is
filled with the lamentations of the widow and
the fatherlesr. 1le adds, that in the zaurse of
thirty years® service, he has witnessed nothing
10 egual the heart-rending position in which a
population, almost exclusively engaged in the
peaceful occupation of husbandry, are placed.
A tatal want of preparation seems to have exis-
ted on both tho part of the Jocal authorities and
of the inhabitants themselves, and the result was
that during ten or twelve days, the ravages wero
carricd on wilh almost entire impunity. The
last zccounts, however, we are happy to state,
add, that the weasures now taken by Govern-
ment will shartly effectually clear the colany of
the enemy.—Jrgus.

Rerortep Action.—A London paper, on the
authority of a private letter from Falmouth, states
that there had been & very scvere cogapement
Letween his Majesty’s ship Canopus, comanded
by the Hon. Capt. Percy, and thres Rusiian
Mcn of War, who attempted to pass the Darda—
nelles, and were moat gallently opposed by the
Cannpus. It is stated that she was nearly crtto
picces, having had cight men killed and a great
many wounded during the engagement.
