THE ONTARIO LIFE.

Annual Meeting of the Company
at Waterloo.

A VERY PROSPERGUS YEAR.

The 24th aonual meeting of the Ontatio Mutual
Life Assurance Company was held 1n the Town
Hall, Waterloo, on Thursday, May zsth, whep,
notwithstanding the uopleasant weather, quite a
aumbet of repsesentative policyholders and ageats
throughout the Dominion atiended.

The President, Mr. I. E. Bowman, M.P. for
North Waterloo, occupied the chair, supported by
the manager, Mr. William Heodry.

On motion of Mr. Alised Hoskin, Q.C.,
Toronto, Mr. W. H. Riddell, tbe secretzry of the
company, acted as secrelary of the meeling
The wminutes of the last annual meeting were
formally taken as tead and adopted.

The president then read the zeport of the direc
tors, which was as follows :—

The directors, in sabmitting the following as
their twenty-fourth annual report, desire to cop-
gratulate the policyholders upon the very satisfac-
tory progiess which the company made dunny the
year 1895, nolwitbstanding the general depression
which bas prevailed in almost cvery brabeh of busi-
ness.

Dariog the past year 2,092 new policies were
issude for assurance, amounting to $3,004,700, this
being the Jargest amount of new assurance issued
in any ooe year since the orgasization of the com-

any. The Manageralso received 69 applications
o1 $107,500, from persons whosehealth was not up
to our standard, which were thercfore declined.

The net premivm_income for the year is $512,-
517.80, and we 1eceived for interest on our invest-
ments the sum of $113,600.87, which makes our
total income $626,208.67.

The total asscts of the company as at the close
ofthe year are $2,3593.424 67, and the surplus on
band, after providiog for the fall reserve required to
be held under the rcgu'ations of the Dominion
Insurance Depsrtment, is $226,120.21, out of
which a liberal sum will be divided among the
policybolders during the year 1894.

The toal pumber of policicsin force at the close
of the year is 13.496, covering assurance amounting
10 $17,751,107,0n 12,130 lives.

The amount paid lor claims on deaths which
occurred during the yearis $101,992 on $2 hives,
whichis only $5,992 in excess of the very low
deathrates of the previous year, and we paid on
acconnt of matured codowments the sum of $23

The Exccative Committee has again carefully
cxamiozd the securitics beld by the company and
found them correct as reposted by your auditors.

Owing to the increasing difficalty in celting
first-class investments on real cstate, we have found
itnccessary to invest more largely in municipal
debentutes at 2 lower rate of ioterest than that
which is carreat 02 mortgages.

You will be called on to clect four directors in
the place of Robert Mclvin, C. M. Taylor, Robe:t
Baitd and Stoart Henderson, all of whom ase
cligible for re-clection.

The detailed statements prepared and centified
to by your auditors are erewith submitted for yoor
considesation.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

Jao commenting vpoa the report, Mr. Bowman
said that it would doubtless commend itself to the
meetiog for its brevity, inasmuch as it contzined ail
the material {facts, and in such form zs basiness mea
could re2dily undecstand, without first finding their
way throvgh a Iabyrinth of words, which might be
wystifying and unsatisfactory. He poiated out that
the increase in new basiness over 1892 was $328.000
and that notwithstazdiog the depression which pre-
vailed in the bosiness world thioughént the past
Jear, DLW 2SIUMADCES Were written amosuating to
$3/004.700, showing the popalasite of the company
among the josmicg public. The death rate was
oaly _abc%xn two thi d‘ of the table rate and cost of
secuting business and macagement expeases bein
low, the §:;g]1u: atthe close of the fnancial yc:%
ovze all Jishilities was accordingly very considerably
increased.  Inconclusion, the Peesideat congratolat-
ed the zgeats upoa the fact tha) the basiness they'
h‘d secared up totbe preseat this year-was sbout

the same as for the same period last year, although
the difficulty of obtaining it was probably somewhat
increased. The President then moved the adoption
of the report,

Afr. Robert Melvin, of Guelph, the Second
Vice-President, seconded the adoption of the re-
port. In doiog so he remarked that the report
showed the sffairs of the company to be in a very
satisfactory condition. It was true the company had
been unable during the year to secure as high a rate
of interest on aew investments taken as it had done in
some former years, butit had thus secured a far better
class of investments than would have been the case
if it had obtained a higher rate of interest on an 1in-
ferior quality of security. He held it was the duty of
cvery insuraoce company to so select its securities
that there could be nv possible doubt of their abso-
lute and entire ability to meet their obligations as
as guaranteed under their policies when the same
tecame a claim, whetber by maturity, as ia the case
of endowments, or at death, as in the case of life
policies. Proper care had been exercised in the
sclection of investments, and it was to the credit of
the compaay that no losses of any importance what-
ever had accrued under mortgage or any other
securitics beld by it. The management of the com-
pany had been conducled on the usual lines of
cconomy as well as enterprise, aod he closed by con-
geatulating  the polieyholders on the satisfactory
nature of the report presented.

THANKS TO THE DIRECTORS.

In moving a vote of thanks to the board the
Rev. G. F. Saltop, Ph.B., of Stratford, referred in
elcquent teras to the gratilying progress made by
the company since it first pioncered its way iato
existence in 1870. It had bLeen founded on correct
principley, and its success was certain from the first,
Its growtb, though slow, was solid and sure, as
might be seca from the following figures:
