VICTORIA-MONTRBAL FIRE.
The Victorla~-Montreal  Cdmpany
has issued the following statement for
publication. ‘Thus:

‘“I'he company s at present tempor.
aslly Inconvenlenced by a paucity of
working capltal, Lut there IS no ser-
fous ditliculty. ' 'The company is per.
fectly solvent, and all demands wilt
be fully pald up. ‘The present dAl@i.
culty, it is stated, was caused dby the
fact that the company started opera-
tions on too small a_pald-up capital.
‘The subscribed capital amounted to
$307,140, while only some $101,140 ot
that amount Is pald up. Simultane.
ously -with the beginning :n Canads,
it started business In the United
States.  Almost Immediately ‘heavy
clajmsg were recelved from across the
border. Soon afterwards, also, the
HuH fice occurred, and th2 total
claims  resuliin frora it alone
amounted to $27,400. All of these
except one, which s belng contested
by, every other com.any, have been
patd. This caused a serious decreasge
in the working capital: In view of
this, therefore, the directors of the

{ company have declded to call in the

unpald subscribed capital, which
amounts to $316,000. Two calls have
been fssued, and it i3 expected that by
the end of December the subseribed
capital will have been paid up.™

It Is added that the outside losses
unpald amount to $43.000, and so
soon &s the calls ave in this amount
will be pald. Thils is the company's
side of the story, which {t i3 hoped
will prove correct, ‘though there s
llable to be conslderable trouble in
ﬁotltlng in the *“calls" on unpaid cap-

al.

Recelpts for the weck were
439,000 bushels, and shipmehts were
36,000 bushels compared with re-
ceipts of 962,000 and shipments of
880,000 bushels for the corresponding
week last year. A year ago stocks in
store at Fort. Willlam were 1,719,000
bushels. Stocks In store at Fort Wit
liam, Port Amthur, Keewatin, Winni-
peg and Interdor points were-estimated
-approximately at. 3,580,000 bushels,
compared with 7,400,000 bushels =2
year ago, and 0,200,000 busheis two
yoars ago. .

N ew' G\;tta-l“ex.-cha'.

The English acting-consul -for Zan-
zibar reports the discovery of-a :new
zuttd-percha. This substance Is de-
rived from a tree which grows prin-
cipally at Dunga. When tapped with
a knife, a_white fluld emanates, which
when placed in bolling water, coagu-
lates into & substance which in char-
acter bears a  very striking resen:-
blance ‘to gutta-percha.’ As .the mu-
terial .cools It becomes exceedingly
hard, but while soft it can be ‘moulded
into any required shape.” The fruit of
the tree resembles a peach-in shape,
but grows to the size of 2’ small mel-
on. Experts have' experimented .witn
this new product to-see if it in any
way possesses the qualitles of gutta
percha, and although.lt' Is not-expect-
cd to prove equal to-the genuine artt-
cle, .t is considered that It will be
quite suitadble for some purposes for
Wwhich gutta-percha $8° at present uill-
iscd, and..it wiil thus become a mar:
Kaotable article. It 1s sald ‘to abound
in Zanzibar, and it will be a very
‘cheap product.
