MIRACULOUS INCIDENTS

Ax Teligraphed in Connectlon with the
Terrible Johnstown Calamity.

The following Incidents of the Pennaylvania
floud ace foand amaeng the Associated Prees
despatohes of the 3rd inst. This cne is dated
at Jonnstown and tells of an incident at
Qambria City :—

¢ The miracle, aa it la called, that happen.
ed, at the Church of the Immaoulate Con.
ception has caused a tremendous eensation.
A large number of persons will testify as to
the nature of the event. May devotlons wers
in progrees on Friday night when tbe water
deacended on Cambria City. The church
wae filled with people, but when the nolee of
the flood was heard the congregation haatened
to get ont of the way. :They aucceeded as far
an escaping from the interior 1a converned and
in » fow momenta the church was partially
submerged, the water reaching 15 feet up the
sides and awirling around the corners furlous-
ly. The building was badly wrecked, the
benches were torn out and In general the en-
tire structare both inside and ountside was
falrly dismantled, Yesterday morning when
an entrance was forced through the blocked
doorway the rnin appeared to be complete.
One objsct alone bad escaped the water's
wrath, Thke status of the Blessed Virgin
that bad beer decorated becouse of the May
devotlons was ae unsullied as the day it was
made. The flowers, the wreaths, the lece
veil were nudisturbed and oasolled. Nova
wrinkle was observed In its outlines. The
marks on the wall shewed that the sarface of
the water had risen to a hel ;ht of 15 feet, while
the atatue, which is three faut high, had heen
saved from the llquid. Every one who has
aeen the statue and its sucroundings is firmly
convinced that the Incident was a miraculous
one and even to the moit skeptical the affair
savors of the superpatural,”

The Charch of the Immsculate Conception
at Cambria City, i» for the German Catholics,
ita pastor s Rev, Edard Trautwolo, who
wlil probably bave many Inquiries regarding
the above Incident as noon ae the excitement
will have subsided.

A re-
markable etory ia told about these Siaters,
The Mother Superior of the convent saw the
wave comlng, which, she says was mountalns
high, She at onca oalled ail the Slatere lnto
the Chapel. Here the dczen mpuus
began to pray as they possibly never
prayed  before  for  protection from
the water, When the water strnck the
bullding It shattered the entire strmcture
and every room except the one where the
Siaters knelt Jn prayer. The room 1is still
stazding. but it is liable to fall st any mo-
ment,”

During the Mass the Blshop of Olba ad-
vabpced to the altar rail and spoke as follows:

. ""We are arsembled for the parpose ot honor-
ing the memory of a man whose fame has been
extended over the whole globe. There is, per-
haps, not a city, amall or large, in the civilized
world where the name of Fathor Damien is nob
hesrd and blessed by every fesling heart,
Every honest man is entitled to our reepect ;
bat there are many degrees in the merits of

men. A good Christian is justly honored by
bis_fellow-Christiane ; a generous banefactor ia
entitled to the gratitude of those who have re-
ceived his benefits; a zealone propagator of the
Goepel of Christ, who works honeatly for the
salvation of souls, and who prastices himself the
works ol charity he preaches to others, will al-
ways earn the admiration of fair-minded people.
Father Damien unites all theee titles in an emi-
nent degres in common with many others. Buy
be has two more glorious titles which raise him
above the rest of good men—he is a heroand a
martyr of Christian charity., History offers
many heroes in different diregtions, The moes
celebrated ars perhaps those men who risked
their lives on the bastlefield for the defence of
their country, with the determination to con.
quer or die. Father Damien seems to me o bo
a more glorious hero than he who falla on the
battlefield sword in hand. About thirty-four
yeara old, in the fullness of health and strengub,
he offered himeelf to share the fate of thore un.
fortunate human beings, whom Providence bas
separated from any intercourse with sheir rela-
tives and frirnds, He asked as a favor she per-
wmiesion to liva in an antidipated tomb for the
congolation and for the corporal and spiritual
comfort of those sufferers who were there by
necessity. His hierarchical superiors had only
the pleasure of giving their cousent to thia seli-
sacrificing offer with their admiration for his
superior merit. He not only exposed himself to
the loathsowe digease, but he faced the danger
with a supernatural Christian indifference, per-
haps with more hope than fear to fall a victim
to his charity. Without doing harm to any-
body he conquered, like Christ, by death.

““After haviog felt doring many years the
symptoms of the coming disease, these last two
years it had become evident that the disgusting
sickness had taken bold of his body. He cou-
tinued still his arduous work as long as the least
ability remained, until God called him to his
reward, o real martyr of hia devotion to the
work of Christian charity duriog sixteen years,
when he had entered only into his fiftieth year.
In the name of the great Order of which Father
Damien was_a_distioguished member, I thank
you for the kind proof of sympathy you give us
by your presence on this occasion. At the same
time, allow me to congratulate you, becanse
your public tribute of honor paid $0 the memory
of a priest whose faith may more or less differ
from yours, proves that you highly appreciate
Ch,fmian courage and virtue wherever you find
it.

¥What the S8acrifice of the New Law is,

—_———

Archbishop Eyre of Glasgow, preached re-
oently on the occasion of the dedication ofa
memorial altar, taking for histext the words:
¢ Do this in commemoration of Me" (Luke,
o 22, v. 19).

It seemed to him, he maid, most suitable
that he should apeak of the Sscrifice of the
New Law. The purpose for which they
erected that altar was to offer that Sacrifice
of the New Law, It wastrue Our Lord had
dled on the cross, and that the Sacrifice wae
sutficlent for the whole world ; btut it was
equally true that that atonement required to
be applied to the soul of every individual;
and that way done by Maes. Mulachlas tore-
told that the day would come when the saori-
floe of the Old Laiw wounld give place to a
nower and more excellent Sacrifice, which
would not, like the Sacrifice of the Cross, be
offered up in the one place only, but all over
the world ; and that from the rising of the
san to -the golng down thereof, there would
bo a great clesnsiog Obl tlon, under the New
Law. 1t would be a greater sacrifice than
that of the Gentlles. That Oblation wan the
B:dy and Blood of Jerms Chrlst In the
Eucharlstic Saorifice.

The Mass waa beantifully prefigured in Le-
viticng—** The fire on the sltar shall burn,
and the priest shall feed it, patiing wood on
it every day.” And omr Lord gave to the
Blahopa and priests the power of offéring up
the Saorifice, when He sald, “‘As often ae you
do thie, you do it In commemoration of Me.,"
The Naw Sacrifice excelled those of the Old
Law, They were but types ; the Mans de-
rived Its ex.ellonce from the jact that 1t is
the very same Sacrifice as that of the Cross,
that the victim offered up is the same, the
ouly d:fference belng that the Mass is an un-
bloody Sacrifice, ** Without the shedding of
blood.” sald St. Paul *‘thera Ia no reminaion
of ain,” But the shedding of Oar Lor<’a blood
once was sufficlent for all. The effect of
prayer was seen In the fact that when Our
Lord was angry with the poople for the
worshiping of the enlf, and Moses teeought
him on their hehalf, the Lord turned away
frlom the apger He bad threatened the peo-
ple,

But greater even than prayer wau the
efficacy of the Mass. Tho Mass was also of
utility and advantageous in thatit allowed us
to pay the tour fould debt St. Thomas told
ue we owe to God, The debt of individual
honor we were unable to pay except by the
Mass wherein we offered the only Oblation
worthy Him, of God Himsell, In the same
way it was only by the Maass we could thank
Him feor the favors we bad received, beg par-
don for our eins, and ask those favors, apirit-
ual and temporal, we atood in need of, They
saw then how thankfal they ought to be for
that ereat Sacrifice. It was their bellef in
its efficacy that caused them sc generously
and wisely to raise that beantiful altar.

Man must be lost In astonichment at the
great glfts of the Maes.

They should endeavor
to hear Mass as olten as they could. Con-
atantine the Great heard Maea every day, and
Henry IIL. of Eagland heard three Masnes
dally, and seemed thereby to obtaln special
tempcral prosperity, becanse he reigned fifty-
six vears; St. Thoman, after saying Maes,
used to serve another.

WIFPED QUT BY FLAMES.

The Busineas Portion of the City of Seattle
Totaliy Destroyed,

Porrraxe, Ore,, June 7.—A speclal to the
Oregonian, from Seattle, last night, says the
businees portion of Seattle, the largest city In
the territory, is in ashes., Every bank,
hotel and pince of amuaement, all the leading
buelnesa hounses, all the newspaper officer,
railroand depots, and miles of steambeat
wharves, cosl bunkers, freight warehouses,
and telegraph officer have been burned. The
fize begap near the corner of Front and Pearl
screets, in the Seattle candy factory building,
at 230 p.m., and before wmidnight It had
consumed the wnole of the business section
of the city, northward to Stetson and Post's
mill, along Front and Second streets, to the
;m)ter front, involving a loss ot over §5,000,-

Tha city ia literally wiped ont except the
restdence portion op high ground, At 8.30
o'clock the flames had reached the wharvee,
aud sieamboata and shipping were compelled
to head ont fato the atream. A atiff breeze
was blowing from the morthwest when the
fire began, and It soon got the bast of the fire
depmitment. The water supply gave out
within two hours after the firo hegan and
then the flamee had a oclean sweep, Word
was telegraphed to 1T 1cema and a train atart-
od with tire apparatus at 4.35 p.m., reaching
Sqattle in 63 minutee. The ocean steamera
Mexico, for San Franoclsco, and Ancon, for
Alaska, escaped destrnction by putting out
into the harbor, A great deal of property
was moved only to be burned up in other
placer, 3o guickly did the flumes spread.

It in estimated that the foss by fira to the
city ln buildings alone fs $10,000,000 and
sl the pereonsl loases will probably reach
$20,000,000. It fe thought many persons
must have porished In the flames, Giant
powder was used to hlow up the buildings in
bope of staying the progress of the fire, but
to no effoct.
