(F) By a vote of two-thirds of the delegations present the conferéfl
dispense with the usual procedure and proceed to consider a question
in the case of new matter, when the rules of procedure promulgated in
13 shall, under ail cirouinstanees, be observed.

(G) Amendments shall be submitted for discussion and be voted uporý
the motion which they purport te amend.

(H) The minutes of plenary sessions shall be signed by the IPresidE
Secretary General.

(I) At the clesing plenary sessionl the agreements and resolutions ï
by the different committees of the Cenference shall be signed, and the4
and date of the next conference shall be designated.
