PART IV. TICS OF WAGES AND IIOURS OF WORK IN AGRICULTURE

Article 22
1. Statisties of wages shall be compiled in respect of wage earners engain agriculture.

2. The statistics of wages in agriculture shall:
(a) be compiled at intervals not exceeding two years;
(b) give separate figures for each of the principal districts; and.(c) indicate the nature of the allowances in kind (including housing) ifby which money wages arc supplemented, and, if possible, an estiof the money value of such allowances.

3. The statistics of wages in agriculture shall be supplemented by ications as to:
(a) the categories of agricultural wage earners to which the etatistics relà.b) the nature and source of the information from which they havecompiled;
(c) the methods employed in their compilation; and
(d) se far as practicable, the normal hours of work of the wage eaeawncerned. Ï

PART V.-MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Article 23
1. Any Member the territory of which includes large areas in respecwhich, by reason of the difficulty of creating the necessary administrative orization and the spar8eness Of the p'ôpulatibn or the stage of economic devement of the ares, it is impracticable te compile statistics complying withe rements of this Convention may exclude such areas from the aplylie titWo Convention in whole or in part.ýÏ 'e
2. Euch Member shall indicate in its first annual report upon theQagon of this Convention submitted under Article 22 of the Constitution a4*«rmtional Labour Organisation any areas in respect of whirch it propohave recourse te the provisions of this Article and no Member shall, aftgt,

date of its first annual report, have recourse to the provisions of thisexcept in respect of areas so indicated.
3. Èach Member having rmourse te the provisions of the. presentshââ indicate in subsequent annual reporte any areas in respect of Wh*Ïétounces the riet to have receurRe te the provisions of this Article.
