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technical organisation, sound financial backlng and
recognhsed professional standing.

ARTICLE 111

The producers, the writers and the directors of
co-productions, as well as technlcians, performers and other
production personnel participatIng ln the production, must be
Canadian or Irishs or permanent residents of Canada or
residents ln Ireland or nationals of a member state of the
European Communfty.

Should the co-production so requires the participation of
performers other than those provIded for ln the fIrst
paragraph may be permItteds subject to approval by the,
competeat authorities of both.countries.

ARTICLE IV

The proportion of the respective contributions of the
co-producers of the two countries mnay vary from twenty (20)
to elghty (80) per cent of the budget for each co-production.

The minorîty co-producer shall be required to make an
effective technical and creatîve contribution, In princIple,
