Canada's Official Development Assistance Program (ODA) for 
the developing countries of La Francophonie takes various forms: 
bilateral assistance (country to country), multilateral assistance 
(through the UN system, international financial systems and insti-
tutions of La Francophonie) and support for the initiatives of non-
governmental organizations or of Canadian firms in the countries 
of La Francophonie. 

The aim of the Development Assistance Program, managed main-
ly by the Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA), is 
to support sustainable development in the developing countries in 
order to reduce poverty and make the world more secure, more 
just and more prosperous. 

To this end, Canada's ODA 
concentrates available 
resources in six priority 
areas: basic human needs; 
the participation of women 
in the sustainable develop-
ment of their societies; 
infrastructure services; 
human rights; democracy 
and good government; 
development of the private 
sector; and protection of 
the environment.
