
ORDERS OF REFERENCE

Extract from the Minutes of the Proceedings of the Senate, December 
1984:

“The Honourable Senator Hastings moved, seconded by the 
Honourable Senator Petten:

That the Standing Senate Committee on Energy and Natural 
Resources be authorized to review all aspects of the National Energy 
Program, including its effects on energy development in Canada;

That the papers and evidence received and taken on the subject 
and the work accomplished during the Second Session of the Thirty- 
second Parliament be referred to the Committee;

That the Committee be authorized to meet during an adjournment 
of the Senate;

That the Committee have power to adjourn from place to place 
within Canada for the purposes of this review; and

That the Committee be empowered to engage the services of such 
counsel and technical, clerical and other personnel as may be required 
for the above-mentioned purpose.

After debate,
The question being put on the motion, it was—
Resolved in the affirmative.”

Extract from the Minutes of the Proceedings of the Senate, June 19,

“With leave of the Senate,
The Honourable Senator Hastings moved, seconded by the 

Honourable Senator Langlois:
That the Standing Senate Committee on Energy and Natural 

Resources be authorized to publish and distribute its interim report on 
the review of the National Energy Program as soon as it becomes 
available, even though the Senate may not then be sitting.

The question being put on the motion, it was—
Resolved in the affirmative.”
